On Christmas day of 
1918 there were two burials m Floydada 
cemetery and it was extremely difficult to 
find anybotly well enuuRh or not t(X) busy 
waitinR on the sick to diR a Rrave. Half a 
dozen or mort* would rush out to lay one 
away with what d»*cency lircumstances 
would i>ermit. then rush back to their homes 
to care for tho.st* others who hail to have at­
tention. It was a sickeniiiR time for those 
who stayed well, and none of this is an exaR- 
Reration, old-tinuT'- d»>clare.

In Floydada

Maiden Name Waa Mattie 
Pylant, .\Ked Records 
Here Show

lawt week’s story In Ttie Hesper- 
Uui telling of four House boys— 
Clarence, Peter. J C and Marshall 
—who seek information relative to 
their mother Mrs Will House, who,, 
they think, died in Plainview in 1919 
or 1930, probably has unearthed 
the 23-year-old information tliat 
will lead to the Information they 
seek

Judge J W Howard who was 
county Judge of Floyd county in the 
yesu’s of 1911 and 1919. feels sure 
that Mrs W C. House who died In 
Floydada on Christmas day o( 1911, 
la the mother whose antecedents 
the boys are trying to trace "Theae 
four boys ' the letter from AbtJene 
In “n ie Hesperian, said laat week. 
“Were separated at the time of the 
death of their mother, somrume in 
1919 or 1920. and were turned over 
to the state, later being placed in 
different homes They were the 
children of Mr and Mrs Will House 
—mother's nan>e ' maiden' un­
known " The boys were 7. 5 J and 1 
years old respectively Just this 
summer the tnformsuon furnished 
by the boys says they located each 
other and are very anxious to locate 
any relatives.

Judge Howard recalls there a-ere 
two families of Houses rescued from 
Isolated farm homes during the ter­
rible December at 1918- every mem­
ber of both families -;ck snd neg­
lected —aixl along with numerous 
other people of the county, hoepl- 
tallaed on the third floor of the 
court house At one time there 
were some 30 patients with crowd­
ed faculties and little or no help 
available to care for them Sheriff 
J A. Ongsby snd M F Husky 
gave much of their time to caring 
for the sick in the improvised i>o*- 
pital and there were other volun­
teers In and out. and possibly one or 
two practical nurses during the '-vt- 
ter pan o( the epidemic who were 
employed in helping care for the 
patients Shenff Ortgsby who 
would likely reesM more of th.- de­
tails.

He it was. as Judge Howard recalls 
It. who saw to it that Mr House 
had a decent burial (Everybody 
was either busy burying their own 
dead, waiting on their own sick or 
on the families of neighbors. The 
few exceptions were persons who 
feared to go near a alck person fur 
fear of contracting Influensa them- 
selvea.)

further details.

The Hestiertan file slso reveals 
a brief reference to the death of 
Mrs House In the January 2. 1919 
Isaue of the iwper it ts recorded 
that Mrs W C House one of the, 
patients In the court house had 
died on Christmas day and that she 
was buned in Floydada cemetery 
the same day This story .says the; 
House fsmlly “lived several miles' 
north of Floydada" when they were 
stricken with influensa It does not 
record the name of the preacher, 
tf any who officiated at the funeral 
rites, and records only three chil­
dren as survivors
