The notes secured by 1938 crop
cotton, the maturity date for which
was extended to July 31, 1941, are
not callable on demand. The notes
secured by 1939 crop cotton matured
on July 31, 1940. The notes secur-
ed by 1940 crop cotton do not ma-
ture until July 31, 1941, but they are
callable for payment on demand at
anytime It is possible that the
government may find it desirable
to take title on August 1, 1941, to
any cotton remaining pledged to se-
cure notes which are overdue at that
time. In the event, however, that
the government should take title to
any of the stocks of loan cotton, at
least ten days public notice of such
action would be given by a press
release
