But 
it is true that the hue and cry o f militant 
mim»rities now have a great deal to do with 
the kind of laws passed, with the attitude of 
executives in carrying out the lawa. If. out 
of the welter, some sen.se o f equilibrium can 
be maintained and reflected in actions o f the 
national legislative body, is that too much to 
hope for.
