The widening and repair on the 

McCoy cut off to Petersburg from 
Highway 307 being done by the 
highway maintenance department 
la nearing completion now Traffic 
has been considerably heavier on 
this cut off than was anticipated 
when the road was first built Re­
sult has been the widening to 30 
feet or more from the original 16- 
foot slab. While the widening pro­
cess has been under way a repair Job 
has also ben carried along

Keep Bedbugs

COLLEGE STATION. Jsnusry — 
It’s no disgrsce to hsve bedbugs It 
IS s dUgrsce to keep them. Anytime 
Is the time to make WTsr on these 
unwelcome visitors says Bernice 
Clsylon, home msnsgemrnt special- 
1st with the Texas Agricultural Elx- 
teiulon Service

The common bedbug is reddish 
brown m color, about one-fifth of an 
Inch long and when mashed has an 
order all Its own. An Infestation 
may begin by bringing the ItuecU 
home In handbags, lubbage and 
other articlea. or It may crawl from 
one apartment to another or even 
from a nearby house It feeds only 
St night If you see small specks of 
blood on the sheets In the morning 
commence searching for the culprit 
St once.

Tlie newer cniorlnated hydnear- 
bon insecticides have taken the 
place of old bedbug controls. The 
Extension entomologuts recommend 
spraying the mattress and the bed 
with s five per cent DDT household 
spray The cracks and the crevices 
of the woodwork of the room should 
be treated also.
