| groomed for summer-time use. In
either event the preparations are
simple enough, and should net stand
in the way of enjoying to the utmost
both these one-time hobbies which
have now become such every-day ne-
cessities In Amerlcan family life,

It is useless to clalm that summer
time is as favorable to radio recep-
tion as the cool and cold weather of
late fall, winter, and early spring. It
1s net—and we all know it. Yet the
situation is no different from that
of the automobile: winter time is not
ns conducive to motoring comfort as
the three other seasons, yet most car
owners today drive all year round.
So In radie, many things have been
done during the past few summers to
ameliorate unfavorable conditions In
warm weather radio reception, Trans-
mitting power has been enormously in.
creased. Net-work station operftion
has placed the best programs in most
parts of the country with the loud
speaker volume of local stations. Re-
celving equipment has been developed
with an eye—or shall we say an ear?
-—to lessening the static effect while
increasing the apparent  signal
strength, In all, remarkable advances
have been scored against summer-
time obstacles, A large fleld for im-
provement - still lies In the homes of
the set owner. With this in mind, a
few suggestions are offered In the
hope that they will be helpful to the
radie enthusiast In getting the maxi-
mum enjoyment from his rw-el\'ln} set
during the summer months.

Powerful Signals—A Prerequisite,

Satisfactory radio reception de-
pends primarily upon what radlo engi-
neers call the signal-static ratio. In
other words, static Is present in vary-
ing degree to the signal strength from
the broadeasting station. With warm

weather, particularly in humid, un-
comfortable weather that presages
the thunderstorm, the static level
| Tises und becomes evideut as a raspy
| background to broadeast music or
speech.  Fortunately, however, it is
very rare that the static is sufii-
cliently powerful to interfere with

the signals of present-day broadcast-
aiions within their service range

It is obvious, then, that the signal
strength must be of sufficient strength
to override static Interference by a
fair margin, Broadcasters have long
recognized this fact Transmitting
power been steadily Increased
from the early days, when a 500-watt
ruting  was considered ample for
Igoudeasting over a wide area. To-
day, the 5H00-watt rating s rec
oguized only for purely local serv-
lce, with a limited service range
throughout the year. Many times
that power must and is being em-
ployed in summer: time for a serv-
lce range of about 100 miles and over,
reaching out into the rural districts.
What is more, the rapid development
of network broadcasting, making the
best programs avallable in many parts
of the country through local broad-
casting stations, has had the greatest
influence on popularizing summer-
time radio not only by providing suf-
ficiently powerful siguals, but also in
maintaining the highest quality of en-
tertainment,

The first essential in summer time
radio, then, is to tune In the most
powerful signals available when con-
ditions are least favorable,

Changing the Antenna.

Glven a suflicient ratio petween sig-
nal and static levels, the radio listen-
reduce the undesirable back-
ground by being satisfied with smaller
volume from his loud speaker.

Another effective method is to em-
ploy a smaller antenna. The antenna,

Bormelly G0 to 100 feet in length, may
be cut down to 30 or 40 feet with
sufliclent pickup to intercept powerful
local signals during the summer
months, Or an outdoor antenna may
be substituted, consisting of 20 or 30
feet of wire stretched about the room
behind the picture molding, or other-
wise placed about the house. A small
fixed condenser of 0005 wmfd. capacity,
should be placed between the antenna
and the ground binding posts of the
recelver, to compensate for the re
duced wavelength of the antenna,
without material change In the dial
settings of the receiver.

Interesting experiments may be per-
formed with underground antennas,
which are less subject to statie pick-
up. Ordinary No. 14 rubber-covered
wire, such as Is used for exposed wir
ing, may be buried several feet deep
in & straight trench, and then cov-
ered over, with the end brought to the
antenna binding post. Sometimes the
ordinary gas pipe of the home will
sorve as o satisfactory summer time
antenna. In the early days of radio

| communication, two ground connec-

up, enabling the operator to swing
away from undesirable nolses.
Advantage of Less Volume.
Aside from altering the receiving
conditions, the volume of the loud-
speaker rendition may be lowered so
as to make the static background less
cousplcuous. In fact, wost listeners
do employ too wmuch volume, and this
Is especially true in summer-tme re-
ception. The average radio recelver
has u satisfuctory volume control that
may be employed in reducing the loud-
speaker volume te the desired degree,
Lo drop out the static background. If
the recelver I8 not provided with a
volume control, then a variable high
resistance of at least 0 to 260,00 ohm

range may be counected across the |

secondary of the first audio transform-
er as an effective and nondistorting
volume contrdl. Turning the ftila-

wenls of the receiver up or down does |

not constitute an eflicient volume con-
trol. Uk should be noted that fila-
ments must be operated at the proper
voltage at all times, Irrespecgve of the
voluwe  desired. Dimmed fillaments
may result in severe distortion, while
excessively lighted filaments lead to
greatly shortened life of tubes.

Loud Speaker Aumid New Scenery.

Distance never fails to add realism
and maximum enchantment,
may take this hint with our summer-
time radio, do not fail to experiment
in loud speaker placement. The loud
speaker should be tried out in differ-
ent rooms, with the listeners sitting
at various distances. A marked im-
provement will be noted when the dis-
tance between loud speaker and listen-
ers Is increased. Or, if weather per-
mits, the loud speaker may be brought
outdoors, on the porch or even placed
on the lawn of the country home,
There Is a positive thrill of freshness
which never fails to arouse even the
mwost blase radio listener-in when the
radio is brought outdoors for the first
time,

Among the radio listener's summer
time equipment, then, should be an ex-
tension cord or at least some wire
whereby the loud speaker may be
moved about the home and brought
outdoors it possible. Of course, the
purpose of the outdoor reundition is
for the enjoyment of the lmmediate
family and guests. The volume
should be Just sufficient for proper en-
Joyment, and at no time should it
loud as to disturb the entire
neighborhood, for that 1s not the pur-
pose of radio entertainment,

Should “Hit on All Six.™

These suggestions will help greatly,
but it is taken for granted that the
recelver is in good operating order,

First of all, the batteries, if the re-
celver operates on this form of power
supply, siiould be checked over. It is
well to remember that dry batteries
dry out quicker in summer than in
winter, and if the batteries have al-
ready been in use for many months,
the warm weather of summer may
soon exhaust them. Start out with a
complete set of fresh dry batteries

In the case of the socket-power re-
ceiver, the rectifier tubes should re-
ceive attention. In time these recti
fier tubes become exhausted, irrespec-
tive of type. The best test Is to have
a fresh rectifier tube on hand. When
there is a marked difference in recep
tion between the old and the new
tube, then it Is time to change rectitier
tubes.

The other vacuum tubes of the re-
ceiver should also be checked over,
again using one or more fresh radio-

be so

trons as®the basls of comparison. |

Nothing will tmprove results quicker
than fresh radiotrons in all the sock-
ets. However, It Is usually possible
to switch the sawme tubes from the
audio-frequency sockets to the radio-
frequency sockets for longer
while placing the fresh radiotrons in
the detector and audio-frequency sock-
ets where good tubes are most impor-
tant. The power tube should also be
checked with another power tube of
the same type.

Finally, the receiver should be thor-
oughly cleaned and tightened up. The
condenser plates may be dusted care-
fully with an ordinary pipe-stem
cleaner. The other parts should be
brushed clean with a soft brush. The
binding posts and screw
should be tightened. Wire connec-
tions should be tested to make sure
they really connect.

“An excessively high platecurrent
reading Is as undesirable as a low

dientes a low plate impedance, which |

would cause even a most stable radio-
frequency amplifier to oscillate; in an
audlo-frequency amplifier, It may cause
exaggerated resonance points in trans
formers and loud speakers. A tube
showing low emission may be Im-
proved by the ordinary reactivation
process, but nothing can be done te

He
therefore sent Nathan, His prophet,
to him.

1. The parable of the ewe lamb
(vv. 1-6).

Among the Jews it was customary
to have pet lambs which were brought
up with the chlldren of the family
and therefore regarded with tender
affection, Nathan pictures bhefore
David a poor man whose sole posses-
slon consisted of one such lamb, and a
rich npeighbor when entertaining a
guest had appropriated unto himself
this lamb instead of drawing upon his
numerous flock. This so aroused
David’'s anger that he declared that
the rich man should restore fourfold,
and in addition forfeit his life. Na-
than declared: *“Thou art the man."
