The plan will take effect at 
the beginning of the 1966-67 
school term.

SECOND, you may measure 
your acreages and report them 
to the office. You may use any 
method you desire In the 
measuring. Just so It Is correct.

In each of the methods shown 
above, we will check the work 
and acreages and you will have 
a penalty of 4 times the 
diverted acreage payment for 
any excess cotton or grain, 
or any shortage of diverted 
acreage. In other words. If 
you have 1/2 acre too much 
cotton, the penalty on this would 
be the payment on 2 diverted 
acres.

This Information Is given you 
this early so you will know the 
necessity of being very 
accurate In measuring under 
this year's  program.

If you hire our reporters 
to measure your acreage. It 
will still be necessary that you 
report the acreage of crop for 
harvest. Wheat must be re­
ported by May 2nd.

Farm s not reporting their 
wheat acreage by May 2nd, will 
not be eligible for certificates 
or diversion acreage payment. 
Barley must also be reported 
by May 2nd.

Wheat acreage over the per­
mitted for the farm may be 
substituted for feed grain pro­
vided the farm has been signed 
to participate In both wheat 
and feed grain programs. How­
ever, In most cases, It will 
reduce the diversion payment.

Cotton Planting 
Yields 13 Pe,* Cent Boosts

by Joe Wilson

Cotton yields In Texas AIM 
University tests are being 
upped a sizeable 13 percent 
by using preshaped beds and a 
new - fangled precision -  depth 
cotton planter.

AAiM Extension Specialists 
and researchers say most any 
cotton fanner can do the same.

Lambert Wilkes, Agricul­
tural engineer at AAM, de­
signed both a bed shaper and 
the planter to pay the way to 
the higher cotton yields.

Wilkes uses the bed shaper 
about a month or more before 
planting. It smooths and leaves 
the beds table-top flat for fas­
ter, more accurate seed place­
ment.

Then, he used his new pre­
cision planter on the flat beds, 
since the shaped beds are level 
on top, the usual sweep which 
r\ms In front of the furrow 
opener on a conventional 
planter, Is eliminated on

Wilkes* model. His precision 
has a curved, runner-type fur­
row opener that forms a nar­
row "V”  shaped furrow. It 
slices cleanly Into the soil, 
leaving a neat seed trench a- 
bout In Inch and a half wide 
for the seeds to drop into.

Wilkes says the old- type 
sweep and chisel furrow opener 
usually leaves a ragged, wide, 
uncertain furrow, where some 
seed will be deeper than others. 
Also, seed Is usually scattered 
from one side of the furrow to 
the other.

But not so with the precision 
planting. Each seed Is dropped 
neatly Into a seed trench at a 
uniform depth. In a straight 
line.

The shaped bods are from 1 to 
3 degrees warmer at planting

time because the flat top ab­
sorbs more direct sun, he says.

This, combined with precl- 
a<uu placing of the seed, prom­
ises taster germination and 
emergence. In A&M tests, a 
70% stand was up on conven­
tional beds.

As a result of the rapid ger­
mination, says Wilkes, In A&M 
tests 72 percent of the preci­
sion planted cotton was ready to 
harvest on September 9. But 
only 54 percent of that planted 
with r e g u l a r  methods was 
ready. And precision planted 
cotton yielded one-fourth bale 
per acre more.

Wilkes figures the earlier 
harvest and higher yield adds 
up to about $40 an acre more 
income. Quite a talking point, 
most growers will agree.
