Trtursday, .apnl 20,1967, A. W. 
Coltharp, principal, announced 
today.

The dem instration. In seven 
parts, will be given under the 
direction of Joe Sm>Rana,Safe­
ty Director of the Texas Farm 
Bureau.

A variety of demonstration 
equipment will be placed on ta­
bles 16 feet In length to Illus­
trate seven basic points: ( 1) 
What fire Is; (2) H>w to control 
fires; (3) The fact that nothing Is 
fire-proof; (4) Kitchen fires and 
their control; (S) Fuel vapors; 
(6' The power of petroleum pro­
ducts; and (7) Household wi ring 
and overloaded electrical c ir ­
cuits.

Smetana will point out that 
fire IS like a three-legged stool 
-  it can’ t work with one of the 
legs missing. The “ legs’ * fire 
depends on are: (1) fUel, (2) 
heat, and(3) air. Yet, In Ameri­
can homes these three things 
come together In deadly and 
destructive combination every 
57 seconds-anaverageof 1,500 
home fires every day, accord- ' 
ing to Sm>>tana.

"That’s eight times the num­
ber of fires In factories and 
stores. Worse yet, four out of 
five of all fire deaths occur In 
homes, and for every death

First of all, I tMnk we must all concede that the Issue Involved 
Is not whether alcoholic beverages will be sold In this state or 
not be sold. That Issue was resolved by the people o f this state 
many years ago, and honesty requires that we recognize that al­
coholic beverages already are sold In many different forms In 
this state.

I think the actual Issue involved Is whether we are going to con­
tinue the present subterfuge under which so-called private clubs 
are selling liquor by the drink or whether we will provide that 
liquor can be sold by the drink, legally and under tight regulation, 
and, at the same tlma, bring In substantial revenues to the state.

I have chosen the latter alternative. My recommendations pro­
vide that operators of establlshm ants selling liquor by the drink 
be required to comply with a rigid set of standards or lose their 
licenses (which, under mv proposal, will cost $2,000). In order 
to counteract the consumption of alcohol by minors, I propose 
that the privilege to operate an establishment selling liquor whe­
ther by the drink or by the bottle be suspended for a period of 
six months for serving a minor and be revoked forever for the 
second such offense. The burden of identifying a minor must 
necessarily rest with the operator of an establishment; but as 
part of my traffic safety program, lam recommending the adop­
tion of a tamper-proof driver’ s license, including a color photo­
graph of the holder, which should alleviate this problem. The 
driver’ s license of a minor would be of a different color from the 
license of citizens over twenty-one In order to further Identify 
m'nors.

Questions have been raised about the effect of the legalization 
of liquor by the drink on our traffic fatalities. Our research has 
uncovered no authoritative figures available on the number of fa­
tal accidents attributable to drinking drivers. However, it Is sig­
nificant to note that National Safety Council statistics show that 
Texas with no Utpior sales by the drink and a motor vehicle fa­
tality rate of 30.6 per one hundred thousand population, has a 
substantially higher rate than com 'arable large by-the-drlnk 
states like Michigan (26.1), Callfomia (25,2), 0*110 (24.9), Penn­
sylvania (17.6), New Jersey (16.3), and New York (15.1X 

I know of no realistic way to judge the effect of changing from 
our present system to the legalization of the sale of liquor by the 
drink except to consider the eiqiertence of other states that have 
m.ade this sama transition. The most recent one is the State of 
Iowa which legalized sale by the drink In July, 1964. Informa­
tion from the records ofthat state reveals that the consumption of 
alcoholic beverages ha.s remained steUc and has not Increased 
because of the sale of liquor by the drink. Moreover, law en­
forcement officials In Iowa have publicly stated that alcoholic 
beverage consumption Is under better control under the new sys­
tem; there is a greater respect for and adherence to the laws and 
law enforcement In general has been strengthened. Homer Ad- 
c ^ k . Director of the Iowa Llc^ior Control Commission, stated 
this position and conclusion just last fall.

In sum, while I do not personally drink’ alcoholic beverages I 
am a p p a l^  at the hypocrisy which Inspires the publicly condon­
ed subterfuges such as the hundreds of “ private clubs”  which 
we have In this state. I honestly and sincerely believe that our 
law enforcement will be strengthened and that liquor will be sold 
and consumed under tighter and more strict regulation by the 
legalization of the sale of liquor by the drink.

NEW YORK, Apr. 10 - F i g ­

ures show that Floyd County 
Is beholden to the Federal go­
vernment, directly or Indirect­
ly, for much of the local ser­
vices that It provides.

The reason, in part. Is that 
Washington has greater reve­
nue-raising capabilities than 
the local authorities have.

Because of the government’s 
"outsider”  poslUon, It Is able 
to levy large taxes throughout 
the country for national, state 
and local needs without en­
countering the objections that 
would be raised In m o s t  com ­
munities If the fund raising de­
pended upon local referendum.

Much of this Federally-col­
lected money Is them returned 
to the various states and local­
ities to provide them wlthsot.i9 
o f the funds needed for schools, 
pubUc assistance, highways and 
other functions.

The role that Washington 
plays In the fiscal operations 
o f state and local governments 
Is revealed In studies made by 
the Tax Foundation, the Na­
tional Industrial Conference 
Board and the Commerce De­
partment. In the case of Floyd 
County, an estimated total of 
1375,000 equal to 15.4 percent 
o f every dollar of revenue that 
Is available for local opera­
tions, comes from the Federal

The Texas Highway Patrol 
Investigated six accidents on 
rural highways in Floyd County 
during the month of March, ac­
cording to Sergeant Thurman 
Keffer, Highway Patrol Super­
visor of this area.

These crashes resulted in 
one person killed, 4 persons 
injured, and an estimated pro­
perty damage of $2,590.00.

The rural accident summary 
for this county during the first 
three months of 1987 shows a 
total of 15 accidents resulting 
in 3 persons killed, 9 persons 
Injured, and an estimated pro­
perty damage of $15,858.00.

The final entry in the 1986 
Texas traffic records has been 
entered and closed. An all- 
time record high of 3,408 per­
sons klUed, 208,310 persons 
Injured, and an estimated pro­
perty loss of $557,414,000 was 
sustained. This comperes to 
the 1985 record of 3,028 per­
sons killed, 186,082 Injured, 
and an estimated property dam­
age of $498,070,000.

Since the death count of 2 ,- 
254 In 1980, Texes has gained 
steadily each year. The Ser­
geant stated, " I f  the death rate , 
Increases during the last four 
years of this decade as It has 
during the first years, the death : 
count will stand at 4,745 In i
