WITH STATISTICS BUREAU?

One of the bureaus of the Texas
Slnll?tment of Henlth is des-
ignated ¥ the Bureau of Vital Sta.
tistics, in which are recorded two of
the most important events of human
life, namely: birth and death,

Many of our citizens ure not fa-
miliar with the proper functioning
of this bureau and ite usefulness to
the present as well as future gener-
ations.

Social conditions of the present
day differ matenially from those of
two or three decades ago. The
immediate and succeeding genera
tivne will be required to furnish
documentary evidence relative to
birthe and deaths as a legal require-
ment,

Perhaps a civil crimioal or pro-
b te action may be instituted in
which the ultimate result will de-
prnd upon an autheotic birth or
death record, The casual observer
may consider this a8 simple matter
and does not appreciate the dire con.
sequences which follow its neglect.
Urgent requeets are received daily
by the Bureau for certified copies
of birth and death certificates

A few days ago the Bureau of
Vital Statistics was requested to
furnish a certified copy of the birth
certificate of a man who claimed to
have been born in Travis County,
18950 6, He was charged with a
crime in Bexar County, and claimed
that proof of his age would clear
bim of ssid charge Alas! The
certificate wae not oo file.

What if this lad bad been your
boy? Such neglect otten brings ill
effects to those we love most,

Unfortunately, the execution of
these certificates is beyond the con-
trol of the helpless infant or the
confiding relatives, and placed in
the hands of their eretwhbile protecs
tors——the family physician and un-
dertaker.

Or The Nation Will Perish, De-
clares State Commissioner
Of Agriculture Terrell

In e New Year greetiogs to the
farmers and husivess interests of
Texas, State Commissioner of Agri-
culture George B, Terrell coine thie
significant slogsn for the Lone Star
State’s 1923 campaign:

“Farmng Must Pay or the Nation
Will Periah!”

Twentieth ceatury civilization,
with its boasted achievements, will
perish from the face of the earth,
unless agricalture is wade profita-
ble,

This is axiomatic
demonstration,

Qur Isods sre depreciating in pro.
duction, because of erosion and loss
of plaot food

Erosion cannot be stopped sod
plant food capnot he restored with-
out profitable prices.

Money spent for good schools sed
good roads 13 s good investmen$
when intelligently expended, but it
raises the price of land and 1ncresses
taxes, without increasing the pro-
ductivity of the eoil. In order to
support good schools and build good
roads, the farmer must receive bel-
ter prices for his products.

Cotton is the greatest commer-

and needs no

cial crop cf the Unted States (i, e,
brings more actual mone)) and is
almost the sole dependence of the
South. With depleted soil, ravages
of the boll weevil and other pests,
and the bigh cost of living, it is mo
longer possible 10 produce cotton as
economically and se cheaply as it
was formerly produced.

Estimates of coste of production
filed ia this department by thoue-
ands of practical farmere, show that
the average cost of producing the
cotton crop.of 1921 wae 25 8 ceote
per pound and the average cost of
the 1922 crop was 22 cente per
pound. The 1920 snd 1921 crops
were sold at & loss, and iue 1922
crop sold for about cost, with a
small profit to the most successfual
farmers.

Business considerably improved
because of the small profit to some
of the farmers. This ougbt to con-
vince every intelligent man in Texes
and the South that cotton cannot be
profitably grown for less than 20
cents, ae the minimom price,

The remedy is:

1. Raise all the food and
feed cropa to supply the farm
and the local town or city mar-
ket and make the farm self-
supporting.

2. Stop erosion or washing
of the soil by terracing or other
means, and plant velvet beans
or other legumes to replace the '
plant food takién from the soil,

3. Reduce the cotton acre-
age 2b per cent and 1mprove the
cultivation, cartail insect’s rav-
sges, and produce more per
acro at lower cost per pound,
This plan will produce as much
cotton, and bring more clear
moaney to the farmer. Demaad
20 cents per pound, or more,
according to cost of production,
supply sod demand.
