In order to illustrate this canon-
cal rule, the Gospels according to
Matthew and John are under canon
No. 1, as they were written by eye-
witnesses, as also was parts of Acts,
by Luke, where he writes in the first
person. The Gospels according to
Mark and Luke are under canon No
2 because they wrote about events
told to them by eye-witnesses
When a new manuscript was dis-
covered, it was questioned and mea-
sured by the canon as to (1) Inspir-
ation, (2) Integrity, (3) Authenti-
city, (4) Genuineness. To be inspired
it must have been written by a per-
son with supernatural ability to
receive and communicate divine
truth without error. Students of the
Bible are divided over the question
of “Verbal” and “lIdeal” Inspiration
that is, whether or not every word
was inspired, or whether God merely
gave man the general idea and mar
wrote in his own words, Either way
we can rest assured that there are
no mistakes in the original and that
we have what God wants us to know
however, a careful reading of 1 Cor
2:13 will uphold the verbal inspira
tion theory The Integrity of the
writing depended upon its complete-
ness or uncorrupted preservation
For Genuineness it was necessary
for an ancient writing to have been
the work of the person whose name it
bore; and to have Authenticity, the
manuscript had to be worthy of
being accepted as the truth, Some
claim that several of the books are
lacking in genuineness, but, the
Bible is nowhere lacking in authen-
ticity

Market for Cattle in 1948 -

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. 14,
There will be fewer meat animals
and less meet in '48 which is hard on
the consumer but money in the poc-
ket for the producer. The situation
holds true for Texas as well as the
whole nation

Extension farm management spec-
ialists for Texas A & M College say
there are several favorable factors
affecting the livestock market, Cat-
tle prices will be affected by the
heavy marketing of cattle and cal-
ves Iin 1947, as it brought breeding
cattle numbers down and means a
short calf crop in '48 for certain
Fewer calves and strong demand
mean good prices for beef. The recent
cold wave may cause still more bree
ding cattle to be marketed because
of the high cost of winter feeds.

An early spring and good pasture
conditions in the Feed Belt would
make a good market for Texas
cattle many farmers in that area
plan to buy younger and medium to

good grade cattle for use on their
pastures this spring and summer
and will feed them only a little

corn until the new crop comes on in

the fall
Not mnly will there b« fewer
cattie to market this year, but few-
er lambs. Many ewes ' Texas are in
poor condition and won't be able
tand continued severe weather
without heavy feeding. Winter wheat

l'exas as a whole are in
poor condition, Last year
pastures carried a mil-
n lambs, but very few moved to
that area in late 47 because of the

latively
