Tbe first latter Is from Mrs. Newell Burk In reference to the second latter written to 
Alex Wall from Leon Collins In Huntsville.

Dear Mr. Tooley,
This latter was received the night beforeflveof our youth left tor Gatosvilla last week. 

I felt both sorrow and Joy as I read this letter. Sorrow because we failed this youth and Joy 
because you can see this youth Is comlngthrough this experience as the courts of our land 
Intended. After I read this letter I thought to myself, now how are we are citizens o f this 
community going to help this boy after he returns to find his purpose In life? How am I, 
a wife and mother, going to help this boy and others like him?

One Hilng I know to do that I believe will work is for each of us as Mothers to welcome 
these children Into our communities. Give him work and after work, play. Give a yard to 
play In, a ball to throw, a friendly face to look into, visit with him, you may have a 
good book he would like to read, one that would enrich his life tor life. Work and {day with 
these children and with their parents, make them know we care, yes care with the lore of 
God tn our hearts.

These negro youth are no different from our youth, they have the same desires and 
needs our children have. The need to be a c c ^ e d  for who they are where they are.

And now thank you, Mr. Wall, for being the man this young man admires. May Ood guide 
yon In your cotmsellng him while he Is In prison and I pray God will guide us In loving 
and acce|>ttng him In our community after he returns.

Dear Mr. Wall,
How are things with you and your family, fine I hope. I am writing you to know tf It Is 

all right to write you. I think you are the only {>erson that I like or admire.
I would like for you to pray for me, along with me. 1 am not asking you to pray tor me 

because I am In prison, but 1 would like tor you to pray that I will be a better person, and 
that I come more closer to our Savior.

rve  learned a lot down here, even though Pve been down here tor a short tima. There 
are boys dosm here that are only 18 or older with from five to life tn prison. There are 
some of the smartest people I have ever seen as well as some of the dumbest By co­
incidence there Is a boy next door who has the same last name as I and an older brother 
which Is 21 years of age and has the same name as Tommy.

He and I are the same age, he has life. I pray each day that God will help each one of 
us to find our way back to hlnu

Mr. Wall you don’t know how much It hurt me to be se<d dawn here, but I look around 
me, and I feM so lost even though there are thousands of man around from all ages, and 
all colors and I want to cry Just to think that these men went wrong and how many more 
are going the same way.

Tell Mrs. Wall Hello and all your family. The weather down here isn’t the best, but 
it hasn’t rained or neither has the sun shone very much. Thb trees and the grass Is very 
beautiful. 1 haven’t been outdoors since I got here and won’t until about 25 more days.
I know that seems like a long time, but that is because you have tests, shots, physicals, 
and many other things.

The eating hours are very stiff, tor Instance we eat breakfast a 4 a.m ., dinner at
I I  a.m. and su()per at 4 p.m. All together this isn’t the best place to b4 but I think It’ s 
all light tor those who have done wrong.

Mr. Wall tell Johnny Ray to tell all the guys hollo, and to go to church because there 
Is no better place to be on Easter or any other day. We attend church every Monday 
down here, there are a few that go and there are those who don’t

Mr. Wall if I be good and don’ t cause my trouble I might make parole In about eight 
more months. B any of tbe guys have entered service write and M l. me, you know I 
like to know about home boys.

Mr. Wall, all that basketball {daylng has a chance to show me oft down here, since they 
have a team here. Wall, I better give my [>oocll a rest, but be sure to let me know if it 
Is all light to write you.

The G r e e n b u g  infestation 
seems to be decreasing at this 
time. Several wheat fields were 
checked this past week and the 
numbers were considerably re> 
duced. bi one field there were 
very few healthy greenbugs left 
but there were numerous ones 
that had been parasitized by a 
small gnat like wasp. These 
wasps were very numerous and 
active In most fields. They lay 
their eggs inside the greenbugs 
and when the egg hatches into 
a larva It eats the greenbug 
from the inside. A parasitized 
greenbug will be straw brown or 
darker in color, larger In the 
mid section and move rather 
slowly if at all.

Lady bugs and damsel files 
could also be found in most 
fields. They are also benefl- 
clals that eat the greenbugs.

If the warm weather contin­
ues, probably there will be little 
if any damage occurring this

year from this wheat pest.

The first grain sorghum was 
planted this week. The soil 
temperature is possibly still a 
little cool at this time, however 
It Is warming rapidly. Accord­
ing to research from the South 
Plains Research and Exten­
sion Center wet moist soil will 
warm more rapidly than dry 
SOIL The heat waves from the 
sun are absorbed more readily 
by the damp soil than dry solL

The soil temperature for cot­
ton to germinate should be 80 
degrees F. Grain Sorghum will 
generally germinate and grow 
at temperatures slightly below 
this.

Farmers should plant high 
quality seed If at all possible. 
Research shows certified ur 
high quality seed germinates 
and ‘ 'grows off”  (aster than 
(arm saved or poor quality- 
seed.
