State Fair Will 
Have 20 Millionth 
Visitor This Year

The State Fair of Texas will 
entertain Its twentieth million 
visitor sometime during the ex­
position this year, Cct. 5-20, 
W. H. Hltzelberger, executive 
vice president and general man­
ager of the State Fair Associa­
tion, predicted this week.

Since 1910, the first year o f 
official records on attendance, 
19,520, 312 spectators have 
thronged through the gates to 
view the great harvest festival 
of Texas. The total does not In­
clude visitors to the Texas Cen­
tennial and the Pan-American 
celebrations of 1930 and 1937.

Of the 22 State Fairs held 
since 1915, seven have drawn 
over a million visitors.

Sure enough! I attended 

church again, Sunday I had 
not Intended to begin this ef­
fusion with the same statement 
that I have been using nearly 
every week for the past several 
weeks, and thought sure I would 
be writing along a far different 
line this week, but when I sat 
down behind—on in front—o f 
the little writing mill, this same 
thing or matter seems upper- 

1 most in my mind, and this Is 
perhaps produced from the fact 
that some three or four peo­
ple have told me during the 
past few days that they had 
read last week's effusion and 
liked It, and are pretty much 
of the same opinion.

But, as I stated last week, I 
attended a different church, In 
a different city, with different 
people who belong to a differ­
ent branch of the church (I 
dislike the name, "denomina­
tion"» all of whom were stran­
gers to me with the exception 
of the one who was with me 
and two other people, who are 
good friends and former neigh­
bors of mine, and I  had the 
pleasure o f a few seconds visit 
with them following the ser­
vices.

Thus, It will be seen that con­

And 
the minister, a young man of 
perhaps tht:<y years, preached 
from an oft used subject, with, 
perhaps Just a very little varia­
tion. It being "THE KINGDOM. 
NOW," and he was fully alive 
with the Importance o f his sub­
ject, and I found myself follow­
ing hts line of thought with 
great Interest, and agreeing 
with him almost perfectly.

Now, here la what I am trying 
to get at: Just why ts It that 
the Protestant branch of the 
Christian church, must have so 
many varying branches?

Fertilized Legumes ior Improving 
Soil Urged by A  & M Agronomist

COLLEGE STATION, Septem- 
be 2(h Results o f experiments 
and demonstrations In Texas 
are convincing evidence that It 
pays to plant fertilized and In­
oculated legumes for soil Im­
provement.

As legume planting time Is 
near. F A Miller, agronomist of 
Km  Texas A. and M. College l x 
tension .So: vice, points out to 
Texas farmers that the use of 
Inoculated seed and fertilizer 
will enable them to get the 
most out of a legume crop.

To Illustrate that fact. Miller 
points to a demonstration car­
ried on at the Agricultural Ex­
periment Station at College 
Station The yield o f cotton fol­
lowing vetch that was not fer­
tilized or Inoculated was In­
creased only five pounds of lint 
an acre. On another plot, how­
ever, where the vetch was fer­
tilized and Inoculated, the cot­
ton yield was Improved on an 
average of 59 pounds of lint an 
acre.

At experiment substations at 
Nacogdoches and Tyler, ferti­
lized and Inoculated hairy vetch 
produced over 100 pounds more 
lint cotton an acre than did 
cotton that was planted on or­
dinary, unimproved soil. In a 
demonstration at the Temple 
Experiment Substation, cotton 
following Hubam clover, which 
was harvested for seed and 
turned under, produced a five- 
year average of 315 pounds of 
lint cotton an acre. The yield 
was only 165 pounds from cot­
ton grown continously without 
the clover. Com yield was also 
Improved—10 bushels an acre— 
by the clover.

won’t keep them out.

The Research Administration 
of The Department o f Agricul­
ture recommends dusts, sprays, 
WS hes cr dips containing 
rotenone as the bast treatment 
to get rid of the pests, Clearman 
says.

The destruction o f the grub 
stage of the heel fly. the USDA 
reports, not only reduces an­
noyance by the heel flies dur­
ing the spring, but prevents the 
cattle from having many grubs 
the following winter. Feeder 
animals previously treated for 
cattle grubs show a gain over 
untreated animals of about one- 
half pound a day.

Its worry that makes Bessie 
lose weight, say the experts . . . 
and the heel fly that makes 
Brss worry most.

A hide con'alnlng no more 
than five cattle grub Injuries Is 
classed as a No. 1 hide, and this 
grade brings the highest price. 
To produce such a hide, It Is 
necessary to kill the grubs 2 to 
3 months before the animals 
are to be slaughtered

Stockmen agree, says the 
USDA. that whatever method of 
treatment Is chosen, enough 
material should be used to In­
sure effective results . . . that 
Is. to reduce the number of 
grubs to the point that will In­
sure No 1 hides, the greatest 
gain In weight, and freedom 
from annovances during the 
heel flv season.

J. John. on, owner o f the Elite 

Cafe, was slugged and robbed 
of more than $300 In cash short­
ly before 11 o’clock last Sat­
urday night at his cafe on south 
Main street.

Two men believed to have 
been involved In the robbery 
have apparently escaped with­
out trace.

Johnson was found uncon­
scious behind the counter of 
the cafe at 11 o’clock Saturday 
nlcht by City Marshall Bruce 
Wooddell and Nightwatchman 
Earl Pittman. His wallet which 
was found near the cash regis­
ter, had been rifled of more 
than $300 In cash A number of ! 
checks were untouched.

The robbery was discovered 
after a local telephone operator 
had received a signal from the 
Elite, and hearing groans Issu­
ing from the receiver, notified 
city police. Wooddell and P itt­
man Immediately rushed to the 
cafe, where they found John­
son unconscious behind the

counter with the telephone 
clutched tightly to his chest 

Johnson told officers that he 
and his wife had closed the 
cafe shortly before ten o ’clock, 
after checking In the day’s re­
ceipts and placing the cash lr. 
his wallet, and had gone home. 
Then, missing his dog, he had 
returned to town to look for 
him.

Johnson said he had entered 
the cafe by the front door, ap­
parently falling to lock It a f­
ter himself, and went through 
to the rear door to call for the

dog. As he came back through 
the cafe, he noticed "a large 
man, wearing blue overalls and 
a light hat” standing In the 
door and was watching him 
carefully as he walked forward.

As he passed the end of the 
rear counter, he was slugged 
from behind, his assailant hav­
ing apparently hidden himself 
between the two counters

Officers said the weapon was 
probably a sand bag or bag o f 
small shot.

Time o f the robbery was plac­
ed at about 22 minutes to 11, 
as the electric clock In the 
front of the cafe was stopped 
at that time and Johnson was 
certain that It had been run­
ning when he entered the build­
ing The clock, which has a 
bright neon front, had been

Johnson was taken to the

At Hiroshima; Dodges Russian Zone

tlons either In Eucope or the 
Far Fast or the U. 8. We have
nothing to hide but apparently 
they have.

We made an unscheduled
landing at Seoul in Korea and 
spent a short time there with 
our own occupation forces As 
usual. I Inquired If there were 
any Texans about and o f course 
found Texas well represented. 
One member of the Committee 
was f:om a small Middle-Wes­
tern state but, much to his own 
dismay, he seldom found a 
ham? state boy.

In Korea our forces occupied 
the southern half with the Rus­
sian forces In the northern half. 
The Russians put our forces on 
notice they were not to come 
north of 38 degrees, a boundary 
which Is the dividing line of the 
ocupatlon forces While the Com­
manding Officer Informed us 
there had been no cecent con­
flicts between the two forces, 
we were given to understand 
that the entrance of any of our 
people Into the Ruslan Zone 
would be most vigorously op­
posed It  Is important to point 
out that the USSR has an oc­
cupation force of better than 
two hundred thousand soldiers, 
plus a strong air force, in their 
zone compared to the handful 
we have In the American Zone

Leaving Korea, our next sche­
duled point was Nagasaki on 
'he southwestern tip of the Jap­
anese chain of islands We had 
hoped to see where one of the 
two atomic bombs was dropped 
However, the weather was very 
bad over Nagasaki so we turned 
north to Hiroshima and saw 
where one single atomic bomb 
had killed at least sixty thou­
sand people. Save for a few con­
crete and steel buildings, ab­
solutely nothing was left of Hir­
oshima in the area where the 
bomb hit. I  have seen the sham­
bles left In several of the big 
German cities but the destruc­
tion there was not as complete 
as the destruction of Hiroshima. 
In addition, the German cities 
were destroyed by thousands 
upon thousands of block-bust­
ing bombs and Incendiaries 
whereas Hiroshima felt the 
force o f only one bomb. It 
should o f course be borne In 
mind that the construction In 
Japan Is entirely different from 
the modem German towns but 
one Important thing to remem­
ber is that the concussion from 
the bomb Itself and the radio­

active properties destroyed six­
ty thousand lives. Just compare 
this with the population of Am­
arillo, for example, and then 
wonder what sort o f defense we 
could use against an enemy at­
tacking with atomic bombs.
