read only by his family and a 
few close friends. He wanted 
them to serve other people, 
especially youths who ordi­
narily had no access to good 
books. So every Saturday the 
Colonel opened his library to 
boys and spent that day giving 
out and exchanging books.

How many boys learned 
enough through his generosity 
to rise in the business world of 
their day no one will ever 
know. But according to the 
legend one of his patrons was 
young Andrew Carnegie, who 
later became a great steel 
magnate. One day among 
Carnegie’s papers someone 
found this notation; “I resolved 
if wealth ever came to me that 
it should be used to establish 
free libraries, that other poor 
boys might realize the 
opportunities similar to those 
for which we are indebted."

When wealth did come to 
Andrew Carnegie, he carried

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Farmers Union President Criticizes
President’ s Ceiling On Meat Prices

Texas Farmers Union presi­
dent, Jay Naman, charged that 
President Nixon's decision to
put a ceiling on meat prices is 
characteristic of the lack of 
understanding that this Ad 
m inistration has of the 
problems of farmers and 
ranchers. In a statem ent 
released from the statewide 
farm organization's office in 
Waco. Naman said:

"It is shocking that Presi­
dent Nixon would point an 
accusing finger at the livestock 
producer in his frenzied effort 
to find a scapegoat for 
mounting inflation, when the

facts show that many consu 
mer prices have gone up faster 
than meat and with less 
justification. For instance, if 
cattle prices had gone up as 
fast as hourly wages since 
1950, cattle would now be 
bringing over 80c per pound; 
or if they had gone up at the 
same rate as hospital care 
costs, cattle would now be 
bringing $1.80 per pound. 
Instead, cattle are stUI only 
averaging 42c per pound. The 
same formula can be applied to 
other livestock and it is 
obvious that livestock prices 
have not gone up as fast as

other consumer goods, nor are 
livestock producers' profits 
excessive. In fact, after 
twenty-five years of little or no 
profit, livestock producers are 
beginning to make a meager 
return in a very high risk 
business.

"It is clear that although the 
ceiling is on meat at the retail 
level, the highly organized and 
integrated meat distribution 
industry will maintain its 
profits and use the price 
controls to depress the price of 
livestock to the producer. 
Farm ers and ranchers still 
must sell on the competitive 
market while the large chain 
stores set prices. They must 
now exact their profits by 
driving livestock prices down.

"The American consumer 
should be wary of government 
imposed ceilings on meat. 
They could result in artificial 
shortages and blackmarketing. 
Nothing but time, a good fee 
grain crop and a price 
incentive will produce more 
livestock. Only competition at 
the processing and distribution 
levels will keep the retail price 
of meat within reason.

"Consumer boycotts and 
producer withholdings provide 
no long range solutions to the 
problems of inflation and 
spread of price between the 
farm gate and the consumer. 
Rather, it is time for the 
Administration to deal with 
the persistent problems facing 
farmers and consumers by 
developing a national agricul­
tural and food policy that will 
assure farmers an adequate 
price and consumers abundant 
food supplies at stable prices. 
This is preferable to 'caving in* 
to political pressures from 
thoM who don't understand 
the problem.

"It is clear that the Ad­
ministration ‘shot from the 
hip' in announcing meat price 
ceilings. It is unfortunate that 
no one with an understanding 
of the problems of farmers and 
ranchers has the ear of 
President Nixon."

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retiring — either from a job or 
in going to bed until many 
years later), usually Dad 
would put in a large chunk of 
toal. close down the dampers 
to the proper level thereby 
insuring a good bed of coals 
which could be revived the 
next morning by putting in 
another chunk of coal, stirring 
up the coals and opening the 
dampers. Soon a roaring fire 
would reward you by roasting 
you on one side while you froze 
on the other.

Unless you were ill, you 
never slept in a heated 
bedroom. The featherbeds and 
patchwork quilts piled on until 
you could harly turn were 
quite enough.

The steam heated buildings 
of the town were few — the 
schools, the courthouse, per 
haps the post office and a few 
homes — but mostly it was 
the old coal stove.

Gas had been discovered in 
the Texas Panhandle in the 
1920's and to those who had 
lived in larger cities such as 
Dallas and Wichita Falls, 
getting gas to the towns of the 
plains was a must. Dad had the 
vision of what it would mean so 
made a trip to the gas fields 
where he made arrangements 
for all the gas he would need 
for his "pipeline to-be". The 
only trouble was — that day 
another enterprising promoter 
got the franchise of the key 
town to the area — Plainview 
— so Dad's plans died. But gas 
was on the way.

Since the last streets had 
been paved, we had never seen 
so much construction — well, 
maybe when the sewerage 
system went in — but it was 
exciting to t'le small fry of the 
town. Sales of gas heaters — 
some with aslwstos backing 
and others with a fancier clay 
"Radiance" backing — boomed 
and those houses with bath 
rooms in the house purchased 
hot water heaters.

No more ashes to haul out — 
no more messy coal — no more 
having to call Mr. Boothe to 
deliver a ton during a snow 
storm. The convenience was 
unbelievable and we so 
overheated our houses with 
unvented heaters that it is a 
wonder we weren't all killed. 
In fart if the houses had been 
as tight as they are built today, 
many would have perished.

Uncle Ira, who was about as 
cosmopolitan as any man in 
town, took great delight when

down at Dallas in acting the 
rube when asked how we liked 
the gas. His answer would be 
“Oh. it is great — but you 
know, it sure has played hell 
with the cow chip market in 
Floydada!"

If there ever were any “good 
old days" they must have been 
in the latter 20's after the gas 
came. There are no nostalgic 
memories from the coal days.

AUSTIN — Any county 
commissioners court in Texas 
would be permitted to set up a 
“county manager” and hand 
him any duties over which the 
commissioners court has con­
trol, under a bill by Rep. E. L. 
Short of Tahoka.

Short said a court might 
want to hire an expert in 
governmental economy, or it 
might want to hire an 
engineer, to run all the 
county's road work. His bill ia 
so broad and vague that a 
court could give the “county 
manager" any sort of duties it 
wants to.

Short suggested that there 
might be cases where there 
were rains in one commission­
er's precinct and the others 
were dry. Machinery and 
personnel could be moved into 
the flooded precinct by the 
county manager.

He stressed that it is 
completely optional, saying 
that two or three counties in 
his West Texas district were 
interested in considering such 
a system. Short also stressed 
that the commissioners court 
could abolish the county 
manager system any time it 
wants to. under his bill.

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Floyd Form Bureau Enters 
Cattle Purchasing Businesss

Goals have been reached for 
beginning operation of a 
Livestock Purchasing Division 
by the marketing affiliate of 
the Texas Farm Bureau, 
according to Boyce Mosley of 
Lockney, president of the 
Floyd County Farm Bureau.

Floyd County Farm Bureau 
is one of 18 counties in this 
area participating in the 
purchasing program, Pres. 
Mosley said. The Livestock 
Pur?hasing Division will be 
operated by the Texas 
Agricultural Marketing and 
D evelopm ent .Association 
(T.AMDA), the marketing 
affiliate of the Texas Farm 
Bureau. In order to participate 
in the marketing program, 
producers must pay a one-time 
membership fee in TAMDA.

The T.\MDA members in 
the 18 Panhandle and South 
Plains counties which comprise 
the Livestock Purchasing 
Division have committed the 
30,000 head of cattle and 
subscribed the $50,000 needed 
to underwrite the program, 
according to an announce­
ment this week by J. T. (Red) 
Woodson, TFB president. The 
Purchasing Division will be 
come operational after a 
manager has been employed. 
Woodson said.

Major objective of the 
program, which as been in the 
organizational and develop­
ment phases for about 18 
months, is to establish a 
purchasing service for mem 
bers that will provide the kind 
of livestock desired at the 
lowest possible net cost to the 
buyer. Dale West. Livestock 
Committee chairman, explain 
ed. "This means more direct 
movement of livestock from 
the original producer to 
provide the buyer producer 
with fresh cattle,” he said.

Cattle will be drawn from all 
marketing associations affili 
ated with the various state 
Farm Bureaus, as well as from 
individual producers in other

parts of Texas and the nation. 
It will deal primarily in stocker 
feeder cattle.

President Mosley said the 
local county Farm Bureau will 
set up a Livestock Purchasing 
Advisory Committee and will 
nominate two persons from the 
county to serve on the 
.Advisory Committee to the 
State Livestock Purchasing 
Division. Woodson will appoint 
members to the state commit­
tee from nominees among the

18 counties, he said.
“The initiative to develop 

this program has been on the 
part of local Fram Bureau 
leaders all along in getting it 
established, and the reaching 
of these goals as to number of 
livestock and funds needed to 
start the program is a real 
milestone in farm organization 
progress in this area," the local 
farm leader declared. The 18 
counties participating include: 
Armstrong. Bailey, Carson,

Castro, Collingsworth, Deaf 
Smith, Floyd, Gray. Hale, 
Hansford, Hartley, Lamb 
Moore, Ochiltree, Parm er,

Randall, Swisher, and Wheel 
er.

Efforts are being made at 
this time to hire a manager for 
this program and within the 
next 30 to 45 days, the 
purchasing program wil be in 
force. You will be informed in 
the next few weeks just how to 
order your cattle. Order forms 
and purchasing agreem ents 
are now available at the Farm 
Bureau Office.

Working wet soil produces 
clods that cannot be mixed 
properly with the herbicide, 
Metzer explains. As a result, 
weed seed germinate in these 
soil clods after a rain and cause 
weed problems after cotton 
emerges.

Proper application rate and 
good incorporation is the key 
to getting good weed contol 
with preplant herbicides, he 
says. Growers should follow 
the label, applying rates 
according to soil type.

"Heavy tex tured  soils,” 
Metzer emphasises, '!will re­

quire higher rates than lighter, 
sandy type soil. Excessive crop 
residue or more cloddy 
conditions may require slightly 
higher rates to get effective 
weed control. Heavy crop 
residue should be worked into 
the soil before spraying.”

The best incorporation is 
obtained when the soil is 
slightly on the dry side, the 
agronomist points out. but 
any time the soil works well 
with tillage equipment is a 
good sign that the herbicide 
will mix properly with the soil.

The Extension specialist 
added tha t under certain 
conditions, a producer might 
obtain higher return for his

banding herbicides at planting, 
using a drag behind his planter 
for slight incorporation.

"Banding herbicides at 
planting helps insure against 
weed growth if conditions such 
as cloddy soil, high crop 
residues, and excessively wet 
soil prevents good incorpora­
tion of preplant herbicides," he 
explains. "Producers should 
check the guarantee label 
concerning the use of Treflan 
and Planavin at planting. 
Applying herbicides at this 
time will result in substantial 
control of pigweed and other 
annual w e^s, but will not 
effectively control Johnson 
grass, volunteer grain sor­
ghum and other deeper 
germinating weed seed."

Spring P lanting  Behind Schedule. . .  Texas on 
Q u arte r ly  R eport . . . Summer Potato Plantings

Planting schedules throughout Texas are behind 
schedule from as much as two to four weeks in many areas. 
A ll of the state-with perhaps exceptioris in some 
ssetionv-have adequate moisture for 1973 spring growing.

Cotton planting in the Lower Rio Grande Valley has 
been hampered by a long siege of wet, cold weather. 
Seedbed preparation is consioerably behind schedule from 
the Blacklands to the Valley.

Wheat continues to make excellent growth on the 
High and Low Plains, Edwards Plateau, East Texas ar>d 
Central Texas. Oats are also providing good grazirig in most 
areas.

Grain sorghum planting is underway in the southern 
half of the state but has been slowed due to wet weather.

HOG numbers are down nine percent in Texes as of 
March 1. On that date there were 1,150,000 head of hogs 
and pigs in the state. Texes recently has been added to a 
quarterly hog report, which shows the increased importance 
of the swine industry in Texas in relation to the rest of the 
nation.

Texas hog producers intend to farrow 62,000 sows 
during March to May, which is nine percent more than a 
year ago.

June-August intended farrowings are estimated at 
68,OCX) head, the same as a year ago.

Of the March 1 inventory of hogs and pigs in Texas, 
16 percent were reported as being kept for breedir>g 
purposes.

Nationwide, hogs and pigs in the 10 corn belt states 
are up two percent from a year ago. The December 
1972 February 1973 pig crop is six percent above last year. 
A nine percent increase in sows farrowing was partially 
offset by a three percent decrease in average litter rate.

EGG production in Texas showed a big decline during 
February. The production was 20 percent below a year ago 
and seven percent under a month ago. Nationwide, egg 
production was down nine percent a year ago and a month
