Crop Loans For
1946 Now Being
Made in County

| ——

Loans are now being made to
finance 1946 crop production in
Parmer County according to W
E. Anderson, local Field Super-
visor for the Dallas Emergency
Crop Loan Office of the Farm
Credit Aministration.

Applications for these loans
are being taken in Friona at
Frank Spring's Insurance Office
|each Wednesday from 10 A M
|to Noon. The security required
is a first lien on the crops to be
financed. The loans are avall-
able only to those farmers un-
able to secure loans from banks
or othen sources.

These loans, generally known
as “The Seed Loans,” have been
made in Tex. since 1931 and have
proven of great benefit to far-
mers whose cash requirements
are small. Repayment of the
loans has been high. Borrowers
are required to plant large gar-
dens for home use and a bal-
anced program of feed, food and
cash crops is encouraged

A loan to finance the pur
chase or production of food is
also made on lvestock by this
Agency

The maximum loan to an in
dividual is $400.00

The seed and feed loans are
administered in Texas under
the direction of W. E. Farwell
manager of the Emergency Crop

An allotment of $198,000 for
construction of rural electric
lines by the Deaf Smith county
REA Cooperative has just been

|approved by the Rural Electrifi-

cation Administrator in Wash-
ington, according to a telegram
from Gene Worley, Member of

Congress from this district.
The new allotment gives the
local cooperative a total of more

than $300,000 for the construc-
tion of some 215 miles of rural

electric lines, extending the pre-
sent service in Deaf Smith, Par-
mer, and Castro counties, with
a short extension into Randall

county, Leo Forrest, project
manager, said.
In addition plans call for

comstruction of two sub-sta-
tions; one, a 3000 KVA station,
to be located 6 miles south of
Hereford to relieve the overload
on present lines and to take care
of addition] consumers; and the
second, with 600 KVA capacity,

to be located south of Dimmitt,
serving additional lines which
will be built through the Flag

community area

The planned extensions, For-
rest sald, are, with some addi-
tions, approximately the same
lines tht were planned for con-
struction before the war.

In addition to the $108,000
just appropriated, the Deaf
Smith Cooperative still has
available for the construction
$110,000 from previous appro-
priations, making a total of
$313,000 for the project.

“The new lines and sub-sta-
tions will be built as quickly as
materials are available,” For-
rest said, but warned prospec-
tive consumers in the areas to
be served not to hope for early
completion. Factories are be-
hind schedule on orders al-
ready, he pointed out,
strikes throughout the manu-
facturing industries are further
delaying the supply of materials

The new sub-stations must be
installed before any new irniga-
tion wells can be tied In, the
manager sald, and manufactur-
ers of the transformers for these
stations have quoted a 42-week
delay on delivery

The first new construction to be
undertaken will be four miles
of three-phase tie line west of
Hereford to relieve serious over-
loading on th present line, and

2 miles of tie line near Summer-
fleld
Included in the schedule of

new construction is about 20
miles of line running into Ran-
dall County; an addition of
about 30 miles north and west
of Friona to the Bootleg store,
and the long section of new
lines serving the Flag commun-
ity area south and west of Dim-
mitt
