Consider your figure
when selecting a zipper for a
garment, Many dress pat
terns call for a 22-inch
zipper; however, homesew
ers might actually need
other lengths. A short
person, for exampfle, may

find an 1820 inch zipper
better proportioned and
more comfortable. A tall

girl, on the other hand, may
need a longer zipper for
convenience when dressing
and undressing. Thus, a
24-inch zipper makes a
better choice for her.
There are other factors
that influence correct zipper
length. One factor to
consider is hip width. This is
especially important in
selecting a zipper for pants
and skirts. This dictates how
much room a person needs
to get in and out
Another factor to
keep in mind is garment
design. If a skirt's zipper
shows below the jacket hem,
the outfit loses some of its
appeal. To avoid this, use
two shorter zipers — applied
in two seams or utilize a
hidden zipper that's com
pletely inconspicuous
Following are a few
helpful hints that may be of
interest.

Myasthenia Gravis
is defined as “A neuromus
cular disease. . . .character-
ized by weakness and
abnormal fatigue — with
improvement following rest

Recently, Mrs. Under
wood calmly and matter-of
factly told this newspaper
about MG, in the hope that
early discovery might be
made in others with the
disease. There is no known
cure, and doctors are unsure
of the cause of MG, but
treatment is available, and
the earlier it is detected,
Mrs. Underwood says, the
better the patient's chances
of leading a nearly-normal
life.

Although she has been
told she has had MG since
she was a very small child,
Mrs. Underwood first notie

ed ‘“something serious
wrong” in 1966 and her

condition was not diagnosed
as MG until February, 1973,
when she collapsed at home
and her husband rushed her
to a Plainview hospital
where Dr. Gilmer B.
Johnson made the diagnosis.
Other doctors had said Mrs.
Underwood had arthritis,
and she had been to several
arthritis clinies with, under
standably, no results.

Dr. Johnson, though, had
had four other patients with
Myasthenia Gravis and had
worked with Dr. J. E.
Tether of Indianapolis, the
only MG specialist in the
U.S., and he suspected MG
soon after seeing Mrs.
Underwood

MG affects muscles all
over the body, different

Underwood wears a medical
bracelet with “MG" and Dr
Tether's name engraved on
it, and papers inside with
“Myasthenia Gravis' and
Dr. Johnson's name and
address. Although the con
dition does not resemble a
diabetic coma, if she
received medication normal
ly given diabetics in coma,
she would be killed instant
ly

She is now taking a drug
called Prednisone in an
experiment, She is the first
MG patient who was “still
walking” who has been
given the drug, she says. 83
other MG patients have
received the drug, but they
were ail bed-ridden. Mrs
Underwood started March 9
taking 100-milligram doses
of l'rrdnl\wno‘ 1\”111(-[‘ a
doctor's care and close
supervision at the Indian
apolis clinic) and is now
taking 25 mg. per day. The
drug is commonly used for
other disorders, she
but only in doses of up to 5
mg not the
dosage she has taken

The November, 1972 issue
of Reader’'s Digest says

of symptoms...." And a
special report prepared by
the National Institute of

Neurological Diseases and
Stroke says “Formerly,
about 30 percent of MG
patients died within the first
few years of their illness
Due to the development of
several approaches to treat
ment with a variety of
mechanisms, an estimated
three-fourths of the less
seriously affected patients
can now lead virtually
normal lives."”

That is why Mrs., Under
wood requested that her
story be told so that the

disorder might be diagnosed
and treatment begun for
other myasthenies at an
early stage of the disease,
and so that “. .. .the less
seriously affected patient
can Jlead virtually normal
lives."
