I f  Ned thought a song was too 
d ifficu lt fo r the choir, he qu ie tly  
suggested to the director, “we better 
pass this one in.”

The first time Ned was in Methodist 
hospital I visited him and asked about 
the bottle of water on the bedside 
table. Ned replied, “ that is good old 
Dougherty water...I don’t like this city 
water."

Ned exemplified the life of a true 
Christian...“ he kept the faith..." He 
fought a good fight against the gradual 
destruction of cancer...some five years. 
A fte r  it had begun to take over his 
bone system he told me one day...’’I get 
impatient, but I still have hopes that I 
can beat it out.”

Ned loved the earth...he became a 
successfu l fa rm er a fte r  graduating 
from Texas Tech. The college years 
were something else, as he and his 
band played for South Plains people 
many years.

F o r 22 years  N ed  em ceed the 
Lighthouse Electric annual meeting..-, 
he kept people laughing and made the 
day an enjoyable one for everyone.

Personally, we’ll miss Ned in so 
many ways...as will everyone who 
knew him and loved him.

I f  they 
want to Ulk, well. I’m here."

Asked what she thought 
she would be doing if she 
hadn’t been trained by the 
Job Corps, Mrs. Green said: 
"Oh, I’d probably still be 
rocking and sewing back in 
Somerville."

Vera Mabry, 19, is an 
example of the true grit 
a ttitude o f Job Corps 
graduates asking for a new 
start in life.

The mother of a daughter, 
a high school dropout and 
unem ployed, Vera lacked 
the financial means to secure 
vocational tra in ing. This 
made her eligible, like all the 
others, to apply for Job 
Corps.

Vera heard about the Job 
Corps through a friend.

“ It sounded so good, I 
really didn’t believe her at 
first." V'era says. “ I decided 
to see for myself."

A sa  non resident, she had 
to travel 66 miles round trip 
each day from Claremore to 
the Tulsa Job Corps Center. 
She wanted to do this so she 
could keep her child with 
her.

Upon entry into the Job 
Corps, she scored the 
highest tota l on Center 
record on her S A T  (SUnford 
Achievement Testl.

They actually pay you to 
go to school," Vera says. “ I 
got up to $20 every two 
weeks. They paid me my gas 
money. I go t $20 as a 
cloth ing allow ance and I 
could eat meals at the center 
when I wanted to. They 
even offered to send me to 
college.

"The Job Corps is a nice 
bunch of people to work 
w ith. They  have some 
problems with a few of the 
girls and they should really 
think twice. It was really a 
lot of benefit to me."

Vera had to arise at 5 a.m. 
every day to get to the Tulsa 
C enter. A t  17, she had 
completed her GED (High 
School D ip lom a) and a 
stenographer training and 
was eligible to enter the 
BRAC  (B rotherhood of 
Railway, Airline Steamship 
Clerks) program.

"On the average I make 
$41.50 a day at Frisco 
R a ilroad ,”  Vera says, “ I 
have worked ten different 
jobs, including shorthand, 
typing, filing, key punch, 
you name it.

" I  recently got a raise and 
have rece ived  my high 
school diploma. I sometimes 
think about my Job Corps 
experience and realize that 
if those people hadn’t been 
as nice as they were, I never 
would have made it. They go 
out of their way to help 
you."

Asked what she would be 
doing if it wasn’t for the Job 
Corps, V era  says, “ I f  I 
hadn’t gone to the Job Corps 
I’d be working some place 
for the minimum wage -if I 
was lucky."

Those are the stories of a 
Social Security worker, a 
mechanic, a reading instruc 
tor, and a secretary who 
made it not without a 
struggle--thanks to Job 
Corps.

A U ST IN -A  1975 water 
bank program aimed at 
helping preserve waterfowl 
habitat has been announced 
by the U. S. Department o f 
Agriculture (USDA).

More than $11 million 
tentatively has been made 
available for the program to 
be concentrated in the north 
central, west o f Red River 
and  M iss iss ipp i R iver 
waterfowl flyways.

T h e  p ro g ra m , firs t 
c o n d u c t e d  in  1 9 7 2 , 
com pensates participating 
fa rm ers  fo r  maintaining 
w etlan ds  and providing 
additional habitat for nesting 
and brooding places o f 
migratory waterfowl.

Agriculture Commissioner 
John C. White said state, 
f e d e r a l  an d  p r i v a t e  
c o n s e r v a t i o n  w ild l i fe  
agencies will be consulted to 
assure coordination o f the 
program.

live among the 2,000 Indians 
of Agato, Ecuador. With 
earth, wood and water, he 
constructed a simple Indian 
abode which had no running 
water, electricity or plumb­
ing.

Like the subsistence far 
mers in the area, he put in a 
small garden beside his 
home. But unlike his neigh­
bors who grew corn year 
after year. Walker’s garden 
contained a variety of new 
vegetables such as carrots, 
beets, cabbage and lettuce 
— plus an abundance of 
beautiful yellow marigolds.

Walker, who completed 
his Peace Corps tour in early 
March, said that when he 
first began farming there, 
"The flowers were a real 
attention ■ getter. First the 
women stopped by to ask 
what the flow ers w ere. 
During the conversation. I ’d 
begin to talk about the other 
vegetables I was growing. In 
turn, the information was 
passed along to their 
families and neighbors."

It was Walker’s job as a 
Peace Corps volunteer hor­
ticulturist to improve the 
family gardens in his area by 
introducing new varieties of 
vegetables and better gar­
dening methods to local 
farmers and school children. 
His other goals were to 
devise a better system of 
crop rotation and to intro­
duce companion planting 
and organic gardening.

When he first s ta r t^  out. 
Walker admits, a major part 
of his work was developing 
good community relations. 
’The Indian community was 
poor, but proud. They didn’t 
look kindly upon a stranger 
com ing into the ir midst 
te llin g  them that they 
should change their ways. 
Walker first had to prove he 
knew what he was talking 
about.

Things were slow at first, 
but as his garden progressed 
he was able to get 12

fam ilies to begin sim ilar 
ventures. He explained that 
although the flowers were 
the “ ice b reakers ," they 
were really put in to show 
the value o f companion 
planting.

Experiments had shown 
that certain flowers, such as 
marigolds, could be inter- 
planted with vegetables to 
help retard  germ s and 
insects that attack food 
crops. The strong roots of 
the flowers are able to fight 
certain germs and keep the 
vegetables from being over­
whelmed. Also, the colorful 
blossoms o f the flow ers 
attract insects away from 
the vegetable plants. His 
work helped to show that 
these findings held true for 
Ecuador.

W alker didn ’ t try  to 
introduce irrigation in Agato 
because water is in short 
supply much of the year. 
However, he did encourage 
farm ers to  use organic 
fertilizers to improve their 
crops and to cultivate their 
land better.

Period ica lly , he would 
hold conferences for farmers 
so they could see his 
vegetable garden and hear 
about various techniques 
they could try. About once 
every two weeks. Walker 
would go to the school to see 
how the children were 
com ing along w ith their 
garden projects.

The school garden was 
one of his first projects after 
he became accepted in the 
community. He asked school 
officials to let the “ future 
farmers” of Agato plant a 
garden for the school. W’hen 
his plan was accepted. 
Walker began teaching the 
children the basics o f 
farming. Now, the kids help 
with all phases o f the 
gardening — preparing the 
soil, p lanting the seeds, 
hoeing and harvesting.

W alker extended  his 
orig ina l tw o-year Peace

Corps tour by an additional 
year in March, 1974. He 
hoped that his additional 
work would ingrain the new 
farming methods so that the 
Indian com m unity would 
continue them after he’d 
gone. He feels they will and 
that he has helped the 
people of Agato permanent­
ly improve their diets and 
farming habits.

A native of Plainview, 
Walker is the son of Mrs. 
R.C. Walker of 2601 West 
11th St., P la in v iew . He 
graduated from Plainview 
High School in 1967. He 
attended the University o f 
Texas in Austin for a year 
and graduated in 1971 from 
Texas Technological Univer­
s ity  in Lubbock w ith a 
bachelor’s degree in civil 
engineering.

During summer vacations 
he worked for Walker Bros. 
Produce Co. in Plainview as 
a farm hand and for the 
Grubbs Consulting Engineer 
firm as a field engineer.

Walker was one of 230 
Peace Corps vo lun teers 
serv ing  in Ecuador in 
agricultural, health, educa 
tion and special placement 
programs. Around the world 
about 7,900 Peace Corps 
volunteers and trainees are 
serv in g  in 68 deve lop in g  
countries.

The Peace Corpa it part o f

Honey Bees 
May Be Aid 
To Soybeans

Honey bees could play an Im 
portant role in science's quest 
to develop hybrid soybeans 

Long recognized for its polli­
nation o f about a hundred 
crops ranging from alfalfa to 
cucumbers, the bee up until 
recently was thought to be of 
little benefit to soybeans which 
are self-pollinating.

However, agricultural re­
searchers in Wisconsin noted 
that bees mcreased yields of 
certsdn soybean varieties that 
were being grown in caged 
plots by as much as 16H.

Other varieties were not no­
ticeab ly  a ffec ted , how ever. 
Now scientists are screening 
several hundred varieties to 
test their appeal to honey bees 
and their potential for higher 
yields through bee pollination 
These results are expected to 
aid plsmt breeders in develop­
ing new varieties, and be of 
special help in programs that 
require use of hybridization.

The process of hybridizing 
soybeans was recently made 
feasible by a team of scientists
