Near the town site on which 

Del R io •% situated today, a set- 
tli’ment was laid off and estab­
lished a«. a toisn. by a colony of 
.59 English people in March 1834, 
It was called D«dores It was the 
f rst Anglo-Saxon settlement in 
Texas west of San Anti nio, at 
that time long before Castro- 
ville or Quihi were thought of. 
hut it did not la.st very long

About two years later, after 
the Indians had killed several of 
the settlers and several of them 
hud gone on to Mexico, a terrible 
drouth set in and the crops failed 
The remaining mi-mbem of the 
colony. 14 adults and 3 children 
he*’ame discouragi^l and decidi’d 
to go hark to England

They got together several 
carts and on the lOih day of M ar- 
I h, 1H36. they startl’d for the San 
Patricio c«ilony For many yearn 
they were never heard of The 
supi' ’sition was that the Indians 
iiaii Killtd liieiii, but fhat b*H;ome 
of their carts’  No sign of th*’m 
could 1h’ found and they have 
never !>*'*’n found Thi’re is no 
doubt that if the rums of those 
old carts are still in existence 
they would have hi’en discovered 
long siiiie, if they had not been 
huru’d. When I read a reference 
that unfortunate colony .several 
years ago, I recall*^ the fact that 
when I went to C arnzo Springs 
in 1880 no Mexican m that coun­
try would camp at, or near, the 
Kspantosa laike They .said it 
was haunted. Tliey had a legend 
haiuli’d down form the early set­
tlers that the Indians had once 
killed a whole lot of pepole who 
were campexl on that liank of the 
lake, and threw them and their 
carts in the lake (There is 
usually some truth behind a l*’g- 
end, and this legend was only a- 
bout 30 years old.)

Carnzo Springs was settled in 
the late sixties and this tragedy 
had occured in 1836. 1 made up
my mind that if it were true that 
these people and their carts had 
so mysteriously disappeared 
while enroute from Del Rio to 
San Patricio, that those people 
and their carts were in the Es- 
pantosa Lake The lake is a l­
most on a line from Del Rio to 
San Patricio. It is very narrow 
and deep. It was a place that 
would suggest to the Indians, if 
they had killed thooe pepole near 
that lake, to dump their carts in ­
to the lake, and thus completely 
and forever cover up the evi­
d e n t  And they could go on

leisureK with no fear of being 
pursued.

I began to inquire of schtail 
teachers in Texas history if there 
was any necord of these mioaing 
settlers None of them had ever 
seen any account of it So  I 
went to j  Frank Davis and gave 
him the address of a UicmI h isto­
rian at Refugio who was a d i­
rect des*en*Ient of one of the pi­
oneers of San Patricio. This 
huiturian. Miss Mary A M itchell 
of Refugio went to work and 
found the following facts

F.leven men. three women, and 
three children left Dolores, on the 
10th day *>f Marvh, 1836. to go to 
San Patricio They had no road 
They reached the Nueces R iver 
near the Iair«Klo road (evidently 
the old Presidio road) and r e ­
mained in the vicinity several 
days They conceali’d them selv­
es as much os possible for they 
could hear Santa Anna'a trtMips 
passing on the road, and they 
were as afraid of them  as they 
were of the Indians They re ­
sumed their mart’h on the second 
day of April F jirly  one a fte r ­
noon they camp«Hl on a large lake 
containing many fine fish (T h e 
F.spantoso laike is one of the 
moat famous lakes in Southweat 
Texas for its many fine ratfish  ) 
S«M>n afterwards, while the men 
were variously occupied or a -  
slecp.and no one on guard, they 
were attacked by 40 or 50 In ­
dians who speedily kiil*Hl all the 
m*’n and made captives of the 
three women and children The 
Indians went on south and killed 
several M exicans

A Mrs H am  and Mrs H arris 
two of the three w*>men captives, 
were rcsx’ued and returned to 
.Miosouri about a year later. T h eir 
treatm ent had h*’en the most bru ­
tal and they soon died, but Mrs 
Ham livt’d long enough to  tell 
the foregoing facts.

Now 1 believe the Indians 
would have gone away from E s- 
pantosa I.4*kr after killing these 
people, hurrunlly, instead of le is ­
urely as Mrs H;im said they did. 
If they had mil dumped those 
ixidies and their earts into that 
lake, and thus com pletely co v er­
ed up any evidence

We know these people were 
killed by Indians while in cam p 
on a large lake, and knowing that 
Ksj^ntosa la ike is the only large 
lake anywher*’ near their route 
from Dolore.s (lx-1 ivttij lu S,in  
Patricio, it seems to me it would 
convince anyone that those carls  
are in the Rspi>nlosa l.a k r  —S  m 
Antonio Express.
