J. Morales Wins 
Week's Grid Event 

Thomas Reed, director of the 
Soil Conservation Service (SCS) 
office in Friona, has responded to a 
letter sent to him the Farwell 
Chamber of Commerce's agriculture 
committee concerning the Madigan 
Plan which would consolidate three 
government agricultural offices. 

The letter was signed by 
committee chairman Ralph Franse, 
Anne Norton, Jerry Don Glover, 
Tom Nichols and Bert Williams. 

Reed said the Madigan plan 
called for the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS), SCS, and Farmers 
Home Administration (FmHA) 
offices to be relocated in one 
building. This is a nationwide 
plan. 

In Parmer County, the SCS 
office is housed in Friona in a 
building owned by the Parmer 
County Soil and Water 
Conservation district. The ASCS 
and FmHA agencies are located in a 
building they lease in Farwell. 

The Friona building isn't large 
enough to house all three agencies. 
If the Madigan Plan is approved, 
it's likely bids will be sought for a 
building in Parmer County to 
house all three agencies. 

According to Reed, "Secretary 
of Agriculture, (Michael) Espy has 
proposed a total re-organization of 
these agencies which goes far 
beyond the original Madigan plan. 
Some details of this plan were 
released last week and it looks like 
the ASCS and part of the FmHA 
will be combined to form a new 
agency and the SCS will become 
the Natural Resource and 
Conservation Service. All this is 
still subject to Congressional 
approval but regardless of what the 
agencies will be called, co-location 
(moving into one building) of all 
three agencies will be required. The 
USDA is forcing all offices serving 
an area to be co-located to provide 
one-stop shopping to better serve 
the farmers. 

"The decision to place USDA 
offices in communities is made by 
the State FAC Committee which 
consists of the SCS State 
Conservationist, ASCS State 
Director and the FmHA State 
Director. This committee will

The Friona Chamber of 
Commerce and Agriculture has 
answered the recent suggestion that 
would move the Soil Conservation 
District office from Friona to 
Farwell. 

The following letter has been 
mailed to our U.S. Senators and 
Representatives, as well as state 
lawmakers and other state and 
federal officials: 

"This letter is in reference to 
the proposed Madigan Plan, which 
advocates the re-organization of the 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service (ASCS), Soil 
Conservation Service (SCS), and 
Farmers Home Administration 
(FrnHA) offices. 

"The Friona Chamber of 
Commerce and Agriculture agrees 
with the proposition of creating a 
centralized Farm Services Agency 
to better serve farmers and ranchers 
of Parmer County. 

"The Friona Chamber of 
Commerce and Agriculture has long 
felt that all government offices 
which provide services to farmers 
and ranchers should be located in 
the area which best meets the needs 
of government and agriculture alike. 

"The State Soil Conservation 
Service decided many years ago that 
Friona, with its central location, 
could serve agriculture best, trying 
to protect our precious environment 
through on-site technical procedures 
enhancing our valuable soil and 
water. 

"Many years ago at the advent 
of the ASCS programs, the 
logistics in connection with CCC 
warehouse receipts, liens on 
commodities by agricultural lenders 
and the recording and investigation 
of these documents, made it more 
practical that the subject 
government offices be located in

WATCHING THE OPENING 
game of the American League 
baseball playoffs this week caused 
all sorts of memories to flood back 
to Ye Editor. 

A number of years ago, as a 
teenager growing up on a Bailey 
County farm, I coaxed an invitation 
from cousins then living in Clovis, 
Tom and Virgie Inman, to 
accompany them to Chicago on 
their vacation trip. 

Any trip would beat what I was 
doing at the time--hoeing cotton 
and irrigating cotton and maize 
during a dry, hot summer. 

Ye Editor was 16 at the time and 
halfway through high school. We 
were great baseball fans, due to the 
"Game of the Day" on Mutual 
Radio. 

The highlight of the trip was 
that I was able to see my first 
Major League baseball game in 
person--in fact two of them, while 
in Chicago. (That was my lead-in 
to this year's White Sox team). 

Right then and there, that 
youngster decided that if he couldn't 
make it to the major leagues, then 
he'd do the next best thing, and be a 
sportswriter, covering their games. 

And I did, too--for my first two 
years out of college, working at a 
daily newspaper at San Mateo, 
California. I was able to write-up 
not only the San Francisco Giants' 
games, but also the NFL 49ers, and 
the Oakland Raiders, in addition to 
the baseball all-star game of 1961. 

At that game, I got to see and 
photograph the likes of Willie 
Mays, Stan Musial, Mickey 
Mantle, Roger Maris, Hank Aaron, 
Yogi Ben Orlando Cepeda, Willie 
McCovcy, etc., etc. 

Having achieved my boyhood 
dream, about that time Carol and I 
got homesick and we came back to 
God's country, where we got into 
the weekly newspaper business, and 
I became "just a fan" of major 
league baseball once again. 

I have followed virtually every 
pitch of Texan Nolan Ryan, since 
he joined the Houston Astros, and 
then the Texas Rangers. Realizing 
that Ryan was perhaps the "last of 
the legends," I kept a pitch chart on 
Big Tex the last several years. 

So, while watching the White 
Sox and Toronto Blue Jays this 
week, more memories were called 
up, since "Nolie" faced both of 
these teams several times, and had 
more than a little success against 
them, even at his advanced age. 

For instance, many of you know 
that Toronto's Ricky Henderson 
(then with the Oakland As) was the 
player Nolan struck out in 1989 for 
his 5,000th strikeout. 

I always thought it was great 
that Henderson got the honor for 
that strikeout, since Ricky always 
thought he was God's Gift to 
Baseball. A couple of years later, 
Henderson broke the all-time major 
league record for stolen bases, but 
had to share the headlines the next 
day because Ryan got his seventh 
no-hitter later in the day. 

By the way, that last no-hitter 
was against none other than this 
Blue Jay team, the defending World 
Series champs. (The year Nolan no-
hit them they were "only" league 
champs). 

When I see Roberto Alomar 
come to bat for Toronto, I'm 
reminded that this young man 
struck out to end the game and give 
N.R. his last no-hitter. It also added 
"Robbie" Alomar to a special list 
of fathers and sons who both were 
strikeout victims of Ryan. 

Bo Jackson of the White Sox, 
the comeback player of the year due 
to his hip replacement, knows quite 
a bit, according to his TV 
commercials. One thing he knows 
is that he didn't do too well batting 
against Ryan. 

The former two-sport star struck 
out the first five times he faced 
Ryan, who was more than 20 years 
his senior. He ended up his limited 
career against "Old Man Ryan" with 
just four hits in 20 at-bats. 
including 12 strikeouts. 

Frank Thomas, the home-run 
slugging first-baseman for the Sox, 
along with Jackson, was benched 
when Ryan started against the

1 cup chopped nuts 
1 cup flaked coconut 

Mix all the ingredients together 
and bake in a bundt or tube pan at 
350 degrees for 1 hour and 15 
minutes. Repeat the process to 
make 2 more cakes. 

Remember, the entire process 
from making the original starter to 
having cakes to give away takes 40 
days. Give yourself enough time to 
have the cakes ready for Christmas.

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High-income taxpayers may be 
able to significantly increase their 
investment income by considering 
limited-maturity, tax-free mutual 
funds. 

As interest rates on certificates 
of deposit (CDs) and similar 
investments have declined, 
investors have been forced to look 
elsewhere for acceptable levels of 
income. Short-term or limited-
maturity, tax-exempt bond funds 
may be a reasonable alternative for 
many of these investors. 

At this writing, the top 
income-tax bracket is 31 per cent, 
but this is likely to increase to 36 
per cent in the future. Short-term 
CDs are currently paying about 3 
per cent taxable income. At today's 
tax rate, a 4.85 per cent tax-free 
mutual fund is equivalent to 7 per 
cent in a fully taxable investment. 

The additional income offered 
by limited-maturity, tax-exempt 
funds, however, does not come 
without limited volatility. Unlike 
traditional savings vehicles, where 
your principal remains stable, the 
share price of tax-exempt funds 
fluctuates. That means your 
principal could at any time be 
worth more or less than your 
original investment. The risk so 
far has proved relatively small, 
according to one portfolio manager, 
who suggests that savers owe it to 
themselves to check out the extent 
of the risk. 

One way to do this is to 
examine the fund's high and low 
share price during the year. For

example, if a fund is offered at $10 
a share at the beginning of the year, 
and the range between its high and 
low price during the year is 25 
cents, its risk that year is 2.5 per 
cent (.25 divided by 10). In this 
example, the additional tax-free 
income, even after any possible 
loss of principal, would still be 
better than conventional savings 
vehicles. 

There is no way to accurately 
forecast future performance, but a 
simple look at highs and lows can 
give you an idea of possible risk. 
Of course, price fluctuation also can 
work in your favor by increasing 
principal value. 

Another quick check of risk is 
to examine the fund's portfolio. 
Conservative, short-term funds 
typically buy only investment-grade 
bonds. The managers concentrate 
on quality issues and try to avoid 
any bonds with credit problems. In 
addition, the maturities are typically 
short. This limits the normal 
market swings and credit problems 
that can arise in long-term issues. 
Even though risk cannot be entirely 
eliminated, short-term investments 
take a lot of the uncertainty out of 
investing. 

Some savers are strongly 
opposed to any risk of principal. 
To them, conventional, insured 
savings vehicles offer more peace of 
mind. In return, they typically 
settle for much less income. On 
the other hand, many investors, 
particularly those in high tax 
brackets, understand and are willing 
to Lake reasonable risks. To them, 
short-term, tax-exempt bond funds 
could be the solution to low 
interest rates.
