IRS Seeks Highway Use Tax Dodgers’

A district-wide campaign by
the Internal Revenue Service to
make sure that owners of heavy
trucks and busses have filed
Federal Highway Use Tax re-
turns covering the use of such
equipment on the public high-
ways, was announced by Dis-
trict Director Ellis Campbell,
Jr., of the Dallas Internal Rev-
enue District,

Director Campbell sald that
the Internal Revenue Service
has gone to great lengths to
obtain voluntary compliance
with the Highway Use Tax fil-
ing requirements before re-
sorting to enforcement meas-
ures, Various informational and
publicity programs have been
undertaken to acquaint owners
of trucks and busses with the
filing requirements so that they
can avoid lability for penal-
ties and interest, in addition to
the tax, for fallure to file or
for late filing.

Tax returns and {s designed to
assure that all owners of trucks
and busses, whose use on the
highways is subject to the tax,
pay their fair share of the tax,
Director Campbell said that the
Highway Use Tax became ef-

Congressman Doubts

‘Balance’ Of Budget

On January 18th the Congress
received the Budget Message of

the President of the United
States for Fiscal Year 1963,
The 1963 Fiscal Year begins

o1 July 1, 1962 and ends on
June 30, 1963, The Budget Mes-
sage reflected a balanced bud-
get for 1963, However, it is
well to note that very few bud-
gets have ever been presented
to the Congress in which bal-
ance was not claimed, It might
also be noted that the final
result was an unbalanced bud-
get, 'n the past |6 years there
has been a deficit 10 times,
Deficit spending has been the
order of the day 8 years out
of the past 11, The year 959
produced the highest peacetime
deficit in the history of this
country, This, together with
prior deficits, continued to push
up the public debt to near the
three hundred billion mark,
Another increase inthe national
iebt will be requested, Wecan-
not continue to operate on a
deficit, It should not have been
permitted as many times as it
occurred in the past, There
are times when deficitspending
is necessary for the protection
of our country, Butinpeacetime
when we have the abundance that
we enjoy in this country, re-
covery should be made to offset

the deficits created during war-
time, This has been a contro-
versial issue every step of the
way, and will continue to be a
controversial issue, An an-
alysis of the Congressional
votes on spending matters will
reveal that a substantial mi-
nority has consistently voted for
an actual balanced budget rather
than a proposed balanced
budget, Had those of us whohave
strongly advocated an actual
balanced budget every year been
successful, there would be no
need for a requested increase
in the public debt,

One of the main reasons that
we in this country have suf-
fered from deficits is the age-
old problem of greed, There
are too many people who are
willing to cut Federal expendi-
tures so long as it does not
personally affect them, their
community, or their State, The

result {s deficit spending, If it
is to be cured, every area of
this country and every segment

of its economy should take a
long, hard look at its past fis-
cal policies, its requirements,
and its demands, and come for -
ward with some realistic and
effective reduction proposals,
The Congress should, in my
opinion, authorize the ap-
propriations committees to as-
sign employees of the commit-
tees to work along with the
bureaus, boards, and the
agencies when they are pre-
paring their budgets, Theseem-
ployees should be able to pro-
duce a documentary story that
will result in measurable cut-
backs in many of the depart.
mental areas, If the appropria-
tions commitees cannot or do
not desire to so proceed, a
separate budget committee
should be created to make a
continuing and constent evalua-
tion of the requests of the many,
many departments of the
government in their budget re-
quests, It {s my opinion that a
full and complete story on tiis
subject would afford the Mem-
bers of Congress with sufficient
information to effectively save
several billion dollars a year,
In addition to this, the Congress
should adopt legislation requir -
ing a fixed fund to be set aside
out of revenue each year and

to be paid on the public debt,
It must be realized that to be
effective, such a practice pre-
supposes a balanced budget,

As for the present proposal,
you will be interested to know
that in the 1962 Federal Bud-
get, which was the last budget

of President Eisenhower, the

tax dollar was divided as fol-
lows:

Q Would faltout limit the use
of plants for human food?

A; It depends on the extent of
the radioactivity, Leafy vege-
tables, such as lettuce, should
not be eaten unless they are
thoroughly washed, and are
known to be free of hazardous
amounts of radioactive ma-
terials,

Q What special precautions
should be taken for workers
in the fields?

A: Everyone should remain in-
doors until the danger from fall -
out has diminished,

When you are advised by
local officials that it is safe
to work outdoors, you may be
asked to take certain precau-
tions against collecting dust on
your body, such as wearing
boots, coat, hat, and gloves, If
you work with livestock, touch
them as little as possible; fall-
out may be on the backs.

In spite of all the precau-
tions taken by homemakers, it
is almost impossible to keep
spills and spatters off carpets,
80 it is important to know how
to remove the most common
ones,

Below are some methods
which are recommended for
removal of a few of those most
likely to turn up in average
households,

Otfly and creamy substances:
Use drycleaning fluld or
absorbent cleaner,

Sugar and starch: Wipe spot
repeadedly with cloth or sponge
wrung out of clear water,

Milk: Sponge repeatedly with
detergent solution, then with
clear water,

Beverages: Use clear water
or detergent solution,

Acid: (fruit juices, etc.): Blot
up as soon as possible with damp
cloth, Sponge several times with
clear water, If spot remains,

Blood stains: Sponge with cold
water, If spot remains, use
small amount of detergent and
water and follow with clear
water,

Nail polish: Blot up as much
as possible, taking care not to
spread the spot. Lacquer thin-
ner or nail polish remover may
remove spot.

Pet spot: Sponge urine spot
thoroughly with clear water and
blot quickly. Go over spot with
detergent solution, then wipe
with cloth dampened with clear
water, blotting up excess. If
spot has dried, saturate with
solution of 1/2 cup white vine-
gar to 1 cup water and let stand
a few minutes. Flot, and repeat
untdl stain disap ears. Thendry
carpet as quickly as possible,

recipe:

CHOP SUEY

1 pound lean pork, cubed

1 pound lean veal, cubed

2 tablespoonsi olive ofl

2 cups sliced sweet onion

New Records Set
For Hybrid Grain

Though Texas grain sorghum
producers set an all - time
high of 45 bushels or 2,520
pounds an acre in 1961, they
still have a long ways to go to
match the 9,383.9 pounds an
acre produced by Bill Cole, a
Deaf Smith county 4-H boy,
Cole's production was made
under {rrigation and won for him
top honors in the 1961 Texas
Hybrid Grain Sorghum Pro-
gram,

His RS 610 was planted on
June 19 after a preplant ir-
rigation and at the rate of 10
pounds of seed an acre In 27-
inch rows, It followed a cover
crop of barley and received
an application of 131-0-0 fertil-

Wall Panel Developed
For Farm Buildings

An experimental wall panel,
made of a 2-inch layer of plas-

tic sandwiched between half-
inch layers of reinforced port-
land cement, has been developed
by the USDA for use in con-
structing farm buildings,

These panels are light enough
to be handled by two or three
men and are cast with holes
for bolting to wooden posts
set 8 feet apart, No special tools
or equipment are needed to
erect a one - story building
with the panels, the USDA says,

According to USDA scien-
tists, an experimental panel
building constructed at Belts-
ville, Md., nearly two years
ago shows no signs of weather-
ing. They estimate the panels
will last more than 20 years.

Cost estimates indicate the
panels are more expensive than
concrete blocks for buildings
of equal size, Total building
costs would be comparable,
however, because a panel build-
ing can be erected about four
times faster than a block build-
ing,

The panels are suitable for
milking parlors, chicken hous-
es, barns and other enclosed
livestock buildings where in-
sulation {s necessary, Tests
simulating an animal fallingor
being pushed against the panels
proved that the panels canwith-

stand heavy or repeated blows
by livestock.

Buildings constructed with
these panels would be easty
to clean and disinfect be-
cause the inside of the build-
ing is free of studs and the
interior surface {s extremely
smooth, Joints are sealed with
a caulking compound,
