Workers May Be
Permanently Insured

You may be one of the thou-
sands of wage-earners who
gained permanently insured
status under old age and sur-
vivors Insurance during the last
quarter of 1946. But if so, don't
expect that one per cent de-
duction from your pay-check
to be discontinued. George D
Clark manager of the San An-
gelo social security field office,
pointed out today that workers
and their employers must con-
tinue to pay the social security
tax as long as the wage-earn-
ers stays in covered employ-
ment. Continued participation
in the program, however, ser-
ves to increase steadily the val-
ue of the wage-earner’s insur-
ance account, against his re-
tirement after reaching age 65
or for the benefit of his survi-
vors in case of his death at any
age

The Soclal Security Act pro-
vides that when a wage-earner
has attained forty calendar
quarters of coverage he Is per-
manently Insured Attalnment
of “forty quarters” first became
possible In the last quarter of
1946, for the Act went into
operation on January 1. 1937
Thus, If you earned as much as
$50 In each cadendar quarter
of those ten years, you gained
that life-time protection. Or at
any future time when you do
finally attain forty quarters
the same will apply. Of course
forty quarters are not required
for eligibility for benefits now
A man can be eligible with less

But Clark reminds you that
if, betore reaching age 65 you
should stop work in employ-
ment covered by the Act the
value of your insurance account
would commence to decline
and might drop to the mini-
mum value of $10 per month in
benefits
