The High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District is
making final preparations for
the trial of a lawsuit brought
by Marvin Shurbet, a Floyd
County farmer, againstthe U, S,
Internal Revenue Service,

The trial willcommence Jan-
uary 3, 1962, in the U, S, Dis-
trict Court at Lubbock; Judge
Joseph B, Dooley will preside,

Shurbet's suit is sponsored
by the High Plains Water Dis-

water In the southern High
Plains of Texas is a natural
deposit and that it is being ex-
hausted by pump extraction,

Plaintdff will further contend
that landowners who can estab-
lish an acutal Initlial cost in
the ground water beneath their
land, as distinguished from the
cost of the land itself, and who
are using that water to produce
income, are entitled to deduct
this cost of water on their
federal income-tax returns as
the water s exhausted,

The High Plains Water Dis-
trict has worked for seven years

in an effort to establish ground
water In the southern High
Plains as a depletable natural
resource under the federal tax
laws, If the court finds that the
plaintiff's contentions are valid
and justified under the law then
all water-users in the area with
a like set of circumstances
should be eligible to deduct,
on their income-tax returns, the
cost of the ground water as it
is used,

The trial will be open to the
public, The court {s located on
the third floor of the Post Office
Bullding in Lubbock.
