Charcoal rot or lodging is a
common disease of grain
sorghum and cornin mostareas
of Texas. The fungus root rot
causes more damage than head
smut in many areas. Close to
100 percent infection may occur
in susceptible selections or
varietes. Losses are apt to be
heaviest during years of little
Yainfall with dryland farming
Although lodging s caused by
other things In many cases (it
it charcoal rot disease

Damage s noticed during
June and July In South Texas
The disease appears in North
Texas during August and Sep-
tember

Damage is easiest to detect
when the plants are approach-
ing maturity, Charcoal rotdam=-
aged plants have poorly filled
heads or ears with lightweight

grain. Diseased stalks ripenand

iry early

Weakening of the stalks by
the fungus, i1 nany cases,
causes them to lodge. Stalks are

soft and discolored at the base

with the pith disintegrated and
shredded Small pin=point,
blackish, se¢ bodles (sclere
otia) may be among the shredded
pith

In an effort to determine how valuable the application of
phosphate would be to Parmer County soils, four farmers
indertook individual experiments on their wheat this year

According to the results of the tests, the application of
phosphate was especially beneficial on sandy lands

joe Jjones, Parmer County Agent, says that these tests
were taken to help get information for the farmers themselves,
as well as others who are interested in knowing the value of
phosphate when applied in combination with nitrogen

“One should keep In mind that these tests were not research
work,'" Jones says, "but they do have the practical aspect
which most everyone is interested in."'

Walter Kaltwasser, who farms seven miles east of Farwell,
planted six different five-acre hlocks of wheat. On each
ek he applied 99 pounds of nitrogen with different amounts
of phosphate. Also, he experimented with different sources
of applicaton, Here are the results:

Time is rapidly approaching
when grain sorghum will be in
its peak water use state, Proper
management of {rrigation water
is very important during this
time and especially to those who
have a limited supply of irriga~
tion water. Crop ylelds are di-
rectly affected by the way water
is applied

Crops usually produce the
highest yields when they can
easily obtain moisture from the
soll throughout the entire grow=-
ing season. An application of
water before it is needed will
result in extra irrigation costs,
excessive leaching of plant food
and in some cases harmful ef-
fects on the crops. On the other
hand, allowing the soil to dry
out untdl the crop suffers for
lack of molisture will result in
lower, low quality ylelds,

Some factors to be considered
that will bring about more ef-
ficient use of i{rrigation water
the storage capacity of the
soil, the kind of crop that is
being grown, the stage of growth
of the crop and weather con-
iitdons.

New Trailer Law
Reduceslicense Fee

House and Senate agricultural
leaders sald this week that the
new farm traller law will save
farmers and ranchers of Texas
millions of dollars annually by
reducing the license fee

They sald many farmers do
not understand how the law
benefits them and were protest-
the payment of the annual
license fee required under the
new legislation

HB 1082, the farm trailer law,
was passed during the rep .x]ar
session of the Legislature and
became effective May 29 with
Governor Daniel's signature, It
requires that farm trailers of
from 4,000 to 10,000 pounds
gross weight be registered with
the county-tax assessor. Italso
provides that owners must se-

cure a special farm trailer
license plate for a $5 annual
fee

Farm trallers up to 4,000
pounds gross are not required
to have license tags, and all
farm trallers up to 10,000
pounds gross are exempt from
brake requirements

Senator A. ]. (Andy) Rogers
of Childress and Rep. Grainger
Mcllhany of Wheeler, sponsors
of the traller bill, said many
legislators have encountered

mass resentment on the part
of of farmers over the $5 license
fee.

In a statement to the Texas
Farm Bureau legislative office
here, the two lawmakers sald
they wanted farmers to under-
stand that without passenger of
the trailer law this year, the
cost of operating farm trallers
would have been prohibitive.

They sald, for example, that
before the new law was passed,
the license fee for a 10,000~
pound traller (gross weight) was
$55, or $50 more than is re-
quired by the new law. They
pointed out that the Department
of Public Safety had warned that
if a farm trailer bill was
not passed this year, the de-
partment would begin stricten~
forcement of laws on trailer
licensing and brake require-
ments,

Bob A. Lilly, legislative di-
rector for the Texas Farm
Bureau, sald HB 1082 was a
compromise bill. He added that
it was quite evident thatif some
law was not passed, the DPS
would enforced the old farm
traller law which exempted
farm trailers only up to 4,000
pounds gross and which
provided for brake require-
ments on all farm trallers of
more than 3,000 pounds gross.

He sald the elimination of
brake requirements under the
new law will save farmers ‘‘un
told millions of dollars'’ an-
nually, He estimated the mini-
mum cost for adequate brakes
at $200 per trafler.

Senator Rogers estimated
that the new law will save
farmers in his 1S~county dis-
trict some $25 million a year.
He based this on an estimate
of 100,000 farm trailers (used
mostly for hauling cotton to
the gin) in hs High Plains dis-
trict. He said a $50 savings on
license feed and a $200 sav-
ings on brakes for 100,000 trail«
ers adds up to $25 million.
