mated to be from 30 to 100

Cotton stalks were ripped,
stripped of leaves and bolls and
in many places the holls re-
maining on the stalk were
crushed by the hall,

Rainfall left ditches running
bankfull all day and sent Frio
and Running Water Draws
coursing water over the
weekend,
