Austin — Escheat** la a word 
you'll hear often during the next 
3U daya

With the fourth seaalon of the 
57th Lcgtalature under way, the 
muat important item on the 
agenda la “earheat” Governor 
Price Daniel called this third 
special session because he be­
lieves the more than 1.500 banks 
and savings and loan aaaoclatioiu 
should be subject to escheat

But Juat what la "eacheat'*'
It's a process as ancient as Ro­

man history, written in Old Eng­
land's feudal law, described by 
Webster as “ Reversion of land to 
the crown, or to the state in the 
Cnited States, by failure of per 
sons legally entitled to hold the 
same **

Escheat pruvisioas weiy Incor­
porated in the constitution of the 
Republic of Texas and enacted 
as a statute in 1885

Texas law always has stated 
that when anybody dies without 
heirs, or disappears and canT be 
found, hu property shall be turn­
ed over to the state, after seven 
years But the law has larked a 
provision by which persons or in­
stitutions holding property of 
missing persons were required 
to report It

Governor Daniel started push­
ing for a provisioa three year* 
ago, and last summer the I.egl«- 
alture finally passed a reporting 
provuion But the bankers have 
(ought It long and successfully 
They are still exempt from the re­
porting Isw, sithough all other 
businesses and public agencies 
must comply

During the interim between 
legislative aeaaiuns. a specut 
house committee has been inves­
tigating enfurrsrment of escheat 
laws applicable to banking insti 
tulmos Committer diacovereU 
that much of the M.IHO.OOO es- 
rheatable accounts lying dorman:

The Legulative Council had a 
heated debate, and voted 8-2 to 
recommend a loan bill backed hy 
Kepreaenlative Crtas Cole of 
Houston

Cole's bill sets a 10 per cent 
celling on inleretl to be charged 
oa loans

A lender would be able to 
charge more than 10 per cent on 
loans under 81.500 only If he got 
a stale licenae, paying 8200 for 
investigation and 8200 a year li­
cense fee To get the license, he 
would have to bold 815.000 In 
liquid aaaets for each loan office, 
and post s 820,000 surety bond, 
plus 85,00 for each branch, plus 
the 8200 annual fee for each of­
fice

Cole's bill calls for creation of 
a Consumer Finance Commisaion 
which would examine each lend­
er's books annually, at the ex­
pense of the lender
