Bell System microwave-in-sky satellite
is latest communications triumph for
America arising from telephone research

The world's first private enterprise communi-
cations satellite is now being used for dramatic
experiments in relaying telephone calls and

television internationally.

Its name: Telstar. It was launched from Cape
Canaveral at Bell System expense by the Na-
tional Aeronautics and Space Administration.

Telstar receives signals beamed to it from a
ground station, amplifiese them and transmits
them to another station on the ground below —
perhaps an ocean away from the first one. The
new satellite thus acts as a microwave relay
station in the sky, enabling voices, TV pictures
and data messages to leap thousands of miles

in a new and exciting way.

The ground stations in the US. now being
used for Telstar were built by the Bell System
at Andover, Maine, and Holmdel, New Jersey.

Telstar is a first major experimental step
toward a worldwide satellite cormmunications
system that was first proposed as a practical
venture at Bell Telephone Laboratories.
