A hank In the Cumberland moun 
tains had been swindled b> a notor­
ious (Juy Props by mean* o f  forged  
checks and the association assigned 
one o f  Its most noted man-huuters to  
go Into the mountains, get the crlm 
Inal and bring him to  justice. For  
obvious legal reasons names o f  place* 
snd persons are changed but In all 
other respects whut fo l lows  are In 
the words o f  the detec t ive  h imself 
as set down each night during the 
progress o f  the hun t:

1 called on the state bank and ms* 
the mahler who advised ms o f  a deputy 
sheriff. Ned Harkness. who Is familial 
with the country around Awh county 
and had heard that Guy Prop* w u  
running a moonshine still sround Paid 
Clif f 1 then met Deputy Harknes* who 
advised o f a R  Knoll ton who operated 
a acneral store and post offlc# st — 
Point where Props sometime* visit* 
wh«n  he mails his letters This R 
Knollton sdvlsed he was ta lking with 
props less than two weeks ago and 
that Props Is suppe ♦d to be running 
liquor there.

1 then saw Sheriff Jsrkson snd we 
went over all details o f pnstnble ways 
to rapture Guy Props. Jackson advised 
that where Props was rumored to be 
In the hill*  was In another county 
and that he could not cross the river 
and make arr. ht*

Jackson advised o f  the reputation 
Props had, also his brothers with whom 
he sometimes lives, and then asked my 
plans 1 advised Ja< kson that 1 would 
like to have Deputy tiarkneae and 
Deputy Elton accompany me snd re­
main with me until I caught props or 
returned without him I told him the 
Information 1 had was that Huy would 
only call at home for a supply o f  food, 
then go Into the hills and live, which 
would necessitate tying In wait for 
hie return to the house We then talked 
o f  transportation, which Sheriff Jack- 
son advised he was unabl* to furnish 
Thera have been very heavy rains but 
w ith  a car which was not slung low It 
was thought w# could drive to —■ 
Point and then walk the rematning d is ­
tance Deputy Elton was away but 
would return st noon, so I decided to 
wait eo as to have him m i l  *s ss 1 
knew the caliber o f  person he was 
through work ing with him before, also 
•earned that Harknesa was much the 
same type o f  man
* 1 met Klton and then with Harkness
w e  laid our plans Harknesa advised 
that the Bald Cli ff country wee only 
penetrable over trails which ere herd 
to fo l low  If  you are not familiar with 
them, as there are cross trait* which 
would confuse one, end he did not know 
the route a fter  crossing the county 
line, but at — ----I - S iM  get e
responsible guide who also would be 
handy with a gun, this being one R 
Knollton W e also decided on picking 
up Real Knollton and his brother Luke 
while enroute and taking them along 
because we would need more men as 
thers sre twelve  or more Props In­
cluding the women who sre dead shots 
with firearms We then talked of 
equipment and decided on fifty rounds 
o f  ammunition spier*, each to be 
equipped with a flashlight snd pistol, 
tobacco for several days, also that the 
w r iter  dreea In the garb o f the moun­
tain boys, such ss blue denim, cap 
and ysllow farm sh«>ea

I then had Sheriff Jackson engage s 
car from the l ivery man and a fter  d in­
ner, In company with Deputy Klton end 
Deputy Harkneee. we departed, first 
circling the town, fo throw * off any 
suspicions ss to where we were head­
ing for. At —  we picked up Beal 
Knollton Ws left a fter  having re­
freshments and made our next stop at
-------- Point where we put the machine
up and took supper at R Knollton'a

R Knollton was requested to come 
al<»ng with us ss s guide, but he re ­
fused to do eo unless I would keep 
him absolutely under cover, ee he wsa 
afraid o f  the Prop* family, also sag- 
p**t*d they would burn his store end 
buildings down If they thought he was 
In our party. R Knollton was not eo 
sure o f  the trails to the home o f  Prope 
but could take us to Bald Cliff poet 
office I then asked as to anyone else 
who lived cloee who would be In posi­
tion to direct us to Props’ bom*, also 
who could identify Guy. * *  none o f our 
party knew him Gsns Roper's name 
whs suggested, eo ee it was on our 
route to 'h r  river, I called a stop at 
Roper's home where I talked with him 
He told o f  his fear o f  the Props crowd 
end did not care to go  I then advised 
Roper, from Information I learned from 
Best Knollton, that he could have his 
choice to act ae guide to props home 
where I would dtemlas him and give 
him a chance to leave as soon as I had 
captured Ouy or that I would cause 
hie arrest immediately on warranta he 
knew shout In the county

With Roper unarmed and acting as

our guide, we ferried across the river 
and made a stop at O. X. Standaon’* 
home and requested that hs accompany 
us to arrest Guy Props Standaon’* 
mother and w ife  cried and begged him 
to stav at home, but Standaon, being 
bloodthirsty snd wanting to be able 
to spill <Juy Props' or any o f  the Props 
family blood lega l ly  to even a score 
because one o f  them turned state ’s 
witness against hltn In a stil l case, d e ­
cided to accompany ua.

We then, with Standaon and Roper 
as guides, proceeded to  cover the e ight- 
mile hike to the Propa heyue. At on* 
point In the trait, Standaon called for 
a halt and together with him and 
Harknesa we proceeded very cautious­
ly to sho re  Guy Props hides out when 
not at home At this place we found 
where Guy had his fire, the place where 
he spreads his blankets, etc. Thia was 
encouraging aa ft showed no evidence 
where Guy had slept out recently When 
within one-quarter mile o f  Prope* 
horns I than, a fter  ge tt ing  a descrip­
tion o f  position o f house snd Its loca­
tion and buildings, borrowed a gun 
from Beal Knollton and armed fftoper. 
1 then gave  them all their instructions 
and positions to play, placing R. K no l l ­
ton and Roper to cover barn, Deputy 
Klton to cover the le ft rear and Stand- 
son the r ight rear, both where thev 
could command the rear and aide of 
house at earns time, Beal Knollton to 
cover the front and Deputy Harkness 
and self  to enter house hy front door.

We advanced on house together, each 
taking up position designated and 
Harknesa and 1 to porch door where 1 
knocked snd called Andy ’ Tel! Propa 
opened the door and Harknesa and self 
Immediately had him covered, padded 
him down qul<<Vly and turned him over 
to Beal Knollton Harkness and self 
turned our lights on Inside o f house 
and covered the Interior where we 
found seven men and an equal amount 
o f women. Ae mas arranged as soon 
aa Beal Knollton saw us safely Inside, 
he signaled the remaining guards snd 
they entered house, and R. Knollton 
snd Roper would depart for  their 
homes Harkness and self kept all In 
house covered until the other boys en­
tered and covered the crowd. As was 
prearranged, 1 had Standaon remain 
outside for fear he would want to 
kill some one and hide behind the

There wae none In our crowd could 
Identify Guy Props. I made Inquiries 
f.»r Frank James and was told he wae 
not there  I then asked who all the 
men were and wae told all seven were 
brothers. 1 asked how many boys In 
family and was told seven, eo 1 knew 
Guy wae In our presents. 1 tnen 
searched for a person with a scar on 
forehead and In this manner found 
Guy 1 Immediately had him hand* 
,-uff*d to Deputy Harkness nnd made 
hasty search for pistols, finding twe 
leaded shotguns and a rifle but no 
pistols.

1 then started Harknra*. Beal Knoll- 
ton and Standaon bark to town and 
with Klton remained In the houae with 
the Krone, assembled all  In one room, 
and told them that we arreated Guy 
In a fair manner and Intended to a it  
fa ir ly with him. bat that 1 had ordered 
him to be kept covered over the en­
tire rouraa by two guna, alao that l 
ordered ’ f  one single ahot were heard 
from theae Mila, whether It be directed 
at us or elsewhere, that Ouy should 
be dropped In hie tracks. I aaked If 
1 had made myself thoroughly under­
stood and If there waa any doubt In 
any o f  their minds aa to my meaning 
All anawared that Ouy waa our pris­
oner and they would not Interfern

Klton and aelf caught up with the 
party and covered the distance back to 
It Knollton'a home, where we re ­
mained until dawn, when we had Mra 
Knollton prepara breakfast for my 
perty and prisoner A fter  hYeahfaat 
and at braak o f  day, wa le ft enroute 
to town, where after encountering 
much trouble with machine, due to th» 
terrib le condition o f  the roada. and 
after breaking the running board and 
tearing a fender due to fa l l ing  tn a 
rut. we arrived at t p m and placed 
Ouy Props safely in a cell In the Jail

I then advised the court that Props 
advised he would plead gu ilty  and the 
Judge on my request arraigned him 
Immediately The commonwealth a t­
torney and aelf held conference In the 
Judge s chambers and agreed on a two- 
year aentenca on each o f  the Indict­
ments. which at this time totaled flva 
Commonwealth attorney advised the 
Judge that the hank and the state 
would oe satisfied with nothing leas 
than a ten-year aentenca.

props then waa called before the 
Judge who advised him that In accept­
ing hie plea o f guilty he would g ive  
him the minimum of ten years Prope. 
who Baured on gett ing lees than one 
year, woulg not make a plea until he 
saw hie father whom he sent for The 
tudge deferred the case four days and 
requeated J try le  secure more evidence 
In the form of checks Also to be 
presented at trial aa the commonwealth 
may want ma for witness Props asked 
tf he turned state's evidence If  he would 
receive a l ighter sentence and on be 
Ing advised tn the negative, he did not 
mention whnt he Intended to turn 
state's evidence no

1 then purchased some cigarettes 
and gava Ouy Prope a pmkage  and 
tried to tenrn whs* he had In hie mind 
In regard to data 's  evidence, thinhinn 
It waa perhaps implicating one ('hits 
Hacheller Polit ics play a very larxe 
part here tn thia locality l>eputy E l­
ton advised that Propa had a fen 
friends here In the farm part of ronnty 
and It would be wise to get ae mink 
on him as possible Also the Judse 
knows Props' father and thinks well 
of him and terms him a very honest 
man. although I know that the entire 
family le on Ihe other aide of the law 
and that G u ys  brother Pell was ar 
rested for forgery  a while back *nd 
the father Used it O K with the Judge 
and Pell got out o f  it.

I then had fthenlf Jackson detail El 
ton to aaalal me Klton nnd I then car­
ried on an eatenelve search o f local 
merchants for those holding bad check#

Ouy Props. J did. however, learn o f  a 
Jere Soars who had been heard to say 
ha held one o f  Guy Props' checks 
Deputy Elton called for  me with hli 
car and together we proceeded to the 
rural districts In aerroh o f  mors f o r g ­
eries dua to activ it ies o f  Ouy Propa. 
Also met Jere Scare who had n check 
given him on the etate bank against 
account o f  C. Young, same which the 
bank returned to Hoars on account of 
wrong signature I asked Soars to go 
before the grand Jury and hava In­
dictment made against Propa

Being unable to find any more forged 
checks on Props, we returned to town 
where 1 called at the Jail with another 
package o f  c lgarrttea and presented 
same to P rope  I had a very lengthy 
talk with Propa who denies he ever 
killed a negro In tha coal mines In 
West V irgin ia but advised he had 
forged  considerable checks In a town 
In Kentucky last August, 191T Propa 
then advleed that he haled to aqueal 
on anyona but believed the writer 
r ight In advising that "he can help 
himself  If  he helped the writer."  He 
then advleed that he met Chris Hachel­
ler while v is it ing In F lams Valley and 
It was there the auggeetlon wife made 
by Uhchetler that they commit f o r g ­
eries, Hacheller to split 10-H Bach­
eller a duty waa to go  to the bank 
hnd get blank checks and to scout 
around for merchants who would, ha 
thought, caah eame. Then Prope was to 
write  checks and get the cash. Props 
was unable to advlaa where Chris 
Bacheller waa at present but sug­
gested the name o f  a man who would 
be the person who knows, aa he com­
municates with Bacheller.

I  called on the commonwealth at - 
tornay and advised as to thia person 
Chria Bacheller. The attorney ad ­
vised he would see Hacheller ride for 
long time I f  I would Indict hlin and 
be able to find him. I then appeared 
personally before the county grand 
Jury aa witness and requested they 
hear Guy Prop* and return an Indict­
ment against Bacheller. I drew a men­
tal picture o f  Prope to them and waa 
assured that an Indictment would be 
returned They requeated I produca 
Props aa another witness against Bach­
eller.

I then called at tha Jail and had the 
Jailer bring Propa to tha grand jury 
room and after a while returned Propa 
to  his cell where I remained and talked 
with htin Prope feels, although rece iv ­
ing no promises, that ha w i l l  get a 
l ight aentenca, dua to his turning 
s ta tes  witness. Propa also advised 
o f  the political Influence his father 
carries aa does his brother and had 
hoped they could do some good with 
the Judge Props next advised o f the 
reform movement he hnd taken, ad­
vising he had secured the Bible and 
was going to put In hla time studying 
to be a Methodist clergyman

1 then called on the Circuit court 
clerk and requeated him to Issue a 
subpoena for a certain witness so sa I 
could fled If  possible location o f  Chria 
Hacheller. This waa done. I next called 
on the commonwealth attorney and ad­
vised him of the supposed Influence r 
o f  Props' people, snd was advised that \ 
Props la In tha wrong county to bring 
any pressure.

At • lb  p m. the Are alarm sounded 
and we learned tha Jail waa on fire 
Klton and self rushed for Jail and in 
event they released prisoners, we would 
be there to take Guy Props The Are 
which waa started In a cell by a drunk | 
waa confined In the one eectlon o f 
the building and although prlaonera 
wars turned out o f  cell*, they were 
kept in the Jail proper A f te r  the flre 
Prop s was safely  lodged In hla cell !

Mbit day I met the Judge and waa 
advleed that Guy Props' father and 
brothers wars In town and had called 
on the tudge. The Judge advleed M- 
Props that the only one who could 
help him would be the writer and sug­
gested that he see me I railed at the 
stale bank and from the cashier learned 
that Mr. Propa had called there and 
off-red a compromise o f -p a y in g  tha 
loss o f the bank through forged checks 
If  the hank would Influence the writer 
to accept n two-year aenienca which 
could be arranfled for with the court 
The cashier asked my opinion and I 
advised 1 thought It best lo make an 
example o f  the subject, call ing atten- 
tion to Ihe fact that not only Is the 
•Ml# hank being protected by placing 
Gup Prope In Jail for ten years but 
all  banka.

The cashier then made me acquainted 
with the president o f  Ihe bank, who 
waa not so famil iar with the case and 
thought It would he satisfactory to ac­
cept the bank's loss and have Props 
sentenced to two years I then railed 
hla attention to the fact that Props hsd 
committed forgeriaa on another bank, 
also called hla attention to the charac­
ter o f Guy Props and told him It waa 
only an act o f Providence that Props 
waa taken without any o f my party 
being ahot.

I then called at the courthouse and
• hr re met Mr Props who offered me a 
compromise ne mentioned above 1 ad­
vised Mr Props that when Guy waa 
arraigned Iasi week that I had only 
flve Indotmente returned agalnal him. 
hut since then I have hsd two more, 
making a total o f seven, that sentence 
on each was two to ten years, that I 
was going to insist on Guy being tried 
on each Indictment and advised him. 
tf Ous were tried, the beat hs could 
hop- for would be the minimum of 
fourteen years Props then tried to 
get to the commonwealih attorney, also
• he Judge, and on earb occasion waa 
referred hack lo  me

Mr Prope then suggested we dua l 
try Guy but that he accept the tan 
vest sentence This message waa con ­
veyed to me hy the commonwealth 
attorney and met with my approval 
The Jury was railed and Instructed 
by the Judge that hy mutual agree- I 
men i with all concerned that Gny 
Prope would be sentenced to ten years 
The foreman of the lury. female, signed 
the pepers A id ing  Guy Props guilty 
nnd sentenced ten years la the atste 
penitentiary

Main Trouble Is That Gaso* 
line Does Not Vaporize 

Readily Enough.

Of course the principal difficulty In 
Starting a car when It la cold la that 
the aaanllne does not vaporize readily 
and combine with air Into a com­
bustible mixture. Understanding this, 
do not wear out the storage bat'ery 
with the starter or your patience with 
the crank handle In a fruitless eu 
dear or to start something. Use your 
head Instead of your arms. It will 
■tart eusier, for uelther beadstrouc 
nor armstrong starters are worth 
while.

Open Choking Oevics.
As mam as the engine starts It ts 

"very Important that the choking de­
vice be opeued partially, depend nix 
upon the temperature until the en­
gine heats up, and then fully opened 
Otherwise the excess of gasoline r ill 
cause the engine to run sluggishly. 
Indeed. It may load up the cylinders 
with such a mixture that the engine 
way stop again. Thia In turn will 
make It harder to start the engine 
than before. l>o not close the choker

Warming Device.
Practically all modern carburetors 

have some sort o f warming device to 
heat the gasoline and air entering the 
mixing chamber. Some get air from 
a stove or hot air furnace attached to 
the exhaust pipe and some depend 
on hot water from the cooling ays 
tera. Neither o f these will get Into 
action, however, until after the en­
gine has been running some time and 
will not help the cold morning trou­
bles of the owner. I f  there I* a hot 
water Jacket on the carburetor, per­
sons who drain the cooling system on 
cold nights will aid starting material­
ly I f  they fill the radiator with hot 
water In the morning Just before It 
Is time to start the engine. This 
warms the entire engine, so that con­
densation la not likely to occur.

Church Divided Into
Orthodox and Catholic

Many a word lit Its origin Is a 
screen concealing an Interesting shelf 
of history. "Orthodox," from Greek 
words meaning true opinion, I* an ex­
ample. Tbe first occasion of It* use 
seem* to have been by Clement of A l­
exandria In the Second century.

It was used to describe the whole 
church In very ancient times, but 
after tbe great division, when the 
church became divided tielween Greek 
and Roman, the former church seem* 
to have appreciated the word “orth­
odox" as describing Itself Hnd Hie lat­
ter the word “ catholic." The division 
of the church Into Roman Catholic and 
Greek Orthodox was one of the re­
sults of the division of the Ronisn em­
pire, which, for a time, had two cap­
ital*. Constantinople and Rome. Hut 
“orthodox" was early and generally 
used ns a kind of official description 
of the eastern church. The division 
came uround A. P. 313 Ivtrolt 
News.
