Celebrate 
Texas

No single name is more revered in 
Texas than that of Sam Houston. Not be-
cause that name has been given to count-
less schools, libraries, and public spaces, 
and to our biggest city. No. Sam Houston 
is revered by Texans because the man de-
serves it. He led the battle of San Jacinto, 
which won the Texas War of Indepen-
dence. Then he became the first president 
of the fledgling Republic of Texas. Then, 

three years after his first term ended, he 
came back for a second, out of sheer love 
and duty. When the Lone Star Nation be-
came a U.S. state, the people elected him 
senator. Then they elected him gover-
nor. And let’s not forget that before Sam 
Houston became Texas’s most famous 
Texan, he’d already started the first pri-
mary school in Tennessee (though he’d 
received little formal education of his 

own), been a congressman and governor 
for Tennessee, fought against the mis-
treatment of Indians before Congress, 
and taken a bullet in the War of 1812. The 
challenges Houston faced in life would 
certainly have been more than enough to 
take down almost any man. (Sam Hous-

Texas Flag & Pledge

Why a bond now? 
– In 2016, Friona Indepen-

dent School District com-
missioned a facilities study 
and assessment. The results 
of that study recommended 
replacement of several fa-
cilities. However, budget 
constraints meant prioritiz-
ing the most important proj-
ects; those that addressed 
education as well as safety 
and security. After studying 
existing campus safety and 
security, educational oppor-
tunities, facility structural 
condition and feasibility of 
building renewal, the citi-
zens’ committee determined 
that moving the Primary 

Friona ISD 2019 Bond Election
Frequently Asked Questions

What is a “bond”? 
 - A school district general 

obligation bond (a “school 
bond”) is similar to a home 
mortgage. It is a contract to 
repay borrowed money over 
time at a fixed interest rate. 
Interest paid on the bond 
is tax exempt for the bond 
holder. School bonds are ap-
proved by voters and sold by 
a school district to lenders/
underwriters to raise funds 
to pay for the costs of con-
struction, acquisitions, reno-
vations and equipment.

How are the bonds repaid? 
– School bonds are paid 

with property taxes. A school 
district has two components 
to its total tax rate: the Main-
tenance and Operations 
(“M&O”) tax rate and the 
Interest and Sinking Fund 
(“I&S”) tax rate. A school dis-
trict levies an annual I&S tax 
rate against the taxable prop-
erty in the district to make its 
bond payments. The I&S tax 
rate can only be levied for 
the repayment of bonds that 
have been issued following 
voter approval. School bonds 
can only be used for the rea-
sons permitted by law, and 
as approved by the district’s 
voters; typically, renovation, 
construction and equip-
ment of school facilities, the 
purchase of land or sites for 
school facilities, or for the 
purchase of school buses.

How much is the bond? 
The proposed bond mea-

sure before the District’s 
voters is $19 million. If the 
bond measure is approved, 
Friona ISD also intends to 
utilize approximately $2 mil-
lion from the County Perma-
nent School Fund, subject 
to distribution from the Par-
mer County Commissioners 
Court, and $500,000 from 
the District’s operations ac-
count.

Do the tax limitation agree-
ments between the District 
and wind farms affect the 
District’s property valua-
tions for bond repayment? 

– The tax limitation agree-
ments in place for the wind 
farms only apply to the Dis-
trict’s M&O tax. If the bond 
measure is approved by the 
voters and bonds are issued, 
the District’s I&S tax rate will 
be imposed upon the actual 
appraised value of the wind 
farms’ taxable property.

Is there a tax exemption 
for homeowners who are at 
least 65 or disabled? 

-For taxpayers who are 
over the age of 65 or dis-
abled, home property taxes 
will not increase if an “Over 
65” or “disabled” homestead 
exemption has been grant-
ed. This tax freeze is on the 
homestead only, and may be 
increased if major renova-
tions to the property occur 
after the exemption is grant-
ed. For more information on 
these exemptions, call your 
County Appraisal District.

What is the term/payback 
period of the bonds?

 - Depending on the proj-
ects being financed with the 
bond issue, a school district 
bond may have a term of be-
tween 20 and 35 years (but 
may not exceed 40 years). 
The anticipated term of the 
District’s proposed bonds is 
20 years.

What will the interest rate 
be? 

– The interest rate will 
depend on market condi-
tions, and a rate will not be 
determined until the bonds 
are sold, which would occur 
only if the bond measure is 
approved by the voters. Tex-
as school district bond issues 
are secured by a pledge of 
I&S taxes and also qualify for 
the State Permanent School 
Fund Guarantee. This Guar-
antee allows school bonds 
to receive a higher rating; 
meaning bonds will likely be 
priced at the lowest available 
interest rate at the time of is-
suance.

What does the District want 
to accomplish if the bonds 
are issued? 

– The list of proposed bond 
projects includes, but may 
not be limited to, the follow-
ing*:

New Primary School: To 
be connected to the west 
side of the existing Elemen-
tary School. This proposed 
facility includes new aca-
demic classrooms, library/
storm shelter, primary 
school offices, other spaces, 
new playground/equipment, 
and relocating existing play 
equipment. Abatement and 
demolition of existing Pri-
mary School.

Elementary School: Ren-
ovation and security im-
provements to school’s main 
entrance, expansion of caf-
eteria and kitchen renova-
tion for an additional serving 
line and re-working existing 
playground.

Junior High School: Reno-
vation and security improve-

School and adjoining it to 
the west side of the existing 
Elementary School campus, 
and constructing secure en-
trances to the other academ-
ic campuses were the most 
economical and preferred 
options to address the opera-
tional and safety needs iden-
tified by the facilities study.

What was the process used 
by the Board when deciding 
to order the bond election? 

– The District sought the in-
put from a group of approxi-
mately 12 FISD citizens who 
met regularly for almost a 
year. The Committee’s charge 
was to review the results of 
the facility assessment re-
port, study master-plan op-
tions and formalize a rec-
ommendation to the School 
Board that would address the 
District’s facility needs. The 
Citizen’s Committee also re-
viewed information from the 
District’s financial advisor 
and ultimately recommend-
ed an $18-$20 million bond 
measure to the FISD Board 
of Trustees on February 11, 
2019.

“The 
largest concentration of fed 
cattle in the nation is right 
here in the Texas Panhan-
dle,” Dr. Jerry Miller, dean of 
the T. Boone Pickens College 
of Business, said. “We have 
a responsibility to prepare 
local residents for manage-
ment positions in our major 
industry.” WTAMU adminis-
trators and faculty designed 
the 30-credit-hour, 2-1/2 
year program which includes 
courses in English, speech, 
accounting, entrepreneurial 
studies, global economics, 
management, marketing, 
finance, computer informa-
tion systems and commod-
ity strategies. “The program 
will challenge our faculty as 
well as the students,” Miller 
said.

Working on 
a jigsaw puzzle, learning a new language and playing strategy 
games are a few ways to strengthen your memory -- as long as 
they are new and challenging tasks. Research has also found cor-
relations between higher levels of formal education and a better 
cognitive reserve -- so sign up for a class!

Another way to promote brain health is taking care of your 
mental health. Managing stress and anxiety is not only important 
for overall health and wellbeing, but studies have found a link be-
tween depression and increased risk of cognitive decline. Take 
care of yourself and seek medical treatment if you have symp-
toms.

Being social may also support brain health. That’s right. Add 
“hang out with friends” and “have fun” to your list of healthy hab-
its. Better yet, take on several of these lifestyle changes for maxi-
mum impact. For example, enroll in a dance class with a friend.

Alzheimer’s researchers are now looking into whether a “cock-
tail” of these interventions can protect cognitive function. The 
Alzheimer’s Association’s U.S. Study to Protect Brain Health 
Through Lifestyle Intervention to Reduce Risk (U.S. POINTER) is 
a two-year clinical trial that hopes to answer this question, and is 
the first such study to be conducted of a large group of Americans 
nationwide.

While there’s currently no certain way to prevent Alzheimer’s 
and other dementias, there is much to be gained by living a 
healthy lifestyle and adopting brain health habits that you enjoy, 
so that you stick with them for the long haul.

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Gasoline prices in Texas have 
risen 8.0 cents per gallon in the 
past week, averaging $2.14/g 
yesterday, according to Gas-
Buddy’s daily survey of 13,114 
stations in Texas.

There Are Always Two Sides

Psalm 115—Not to us…

Psalm 115:1 says, “Not to us, O Lord, not to us, but to Your 
name give glory, for the sake of your steadfast love and your 
faithfulness.”  This verse gives what should be your greatest 
goal, your holiest aspiration and the church’s continual cry.  
In reality though, the world is seeking to press into your heart 
and mind a message that thinks, worships and proclaims 
your three favorite people, me, myself and I.  Climb that 
corporate latter and make a name for yourself, grab all the 
fame and attention possible, accumulate the most friends on 
facebook and more followers on twitter, so that people can 
know how amazing and unique you are.  All the while, these 
selfish aspirations forget that in a few short decades you will 
be completely forgotten about, except for the occasional 
descendent who may run across you name as they research 
family genealogy.  

In light of the vanity the world pushes you toward, Psalm 
115 is a radical recalibration to seek God’s fame and glory 
above any other goal.  Notice that in the first verse, the cry 
is for God to get all the glory, “for the sake of” two impor-
tant attributes of God.  God’s steadfast love and faithfulness 
are the prongs of the anchor for the soul in the storm tossed 
world we live in.  God is loving, so we can draw near to Him, 
but God is also faithful, so we can count on Him always.  If 
God was not loving, we would have no hope of forgiveness 
in Christ, and if God wasn’t faithful, we could not count on 
Him.  As our world changes rapidly, may the Glory of God be 
your greatest goal as you rest in His love and faithfulness to 
guide you each day.

We live in a world today where people rush to judgment; 
they think they know what is going on in a particular situa-
tion when they don’t have all of the facts.  Our news media is a 
great part of the problem, especially if it concerns one of their 
pet ideologies.

For example, everyone in the media rushed to the airways 
to report on the incident with the young men from Coving-
ton Catholic High School.  Because they were wearing “Make 
America Great Again” caps, and they were in Washington, DC 
for a pro-life rally, they were automatically the trouble-makers 
and were guilty.  As it turned out, there was another side of the 
story, and when it finally came out, these young people were 
perfectly innocent.  

Every day we hear stories and we take a side, without hear-
ing the other side.  I am guilty of this, too.  I trust and believe 
nearly everyone who tells me something, even if I doubt it.  

As I get older, I am trying not to rush to judgment, but sit 
back and take it easy until I hear all of the facts, but I still mess 
up.  For example, I was disappointed to hear last week that 
Robert Kraft, owner of the New England Patriots, was involved 
in prostitution solicitation.  When I heard there was video 
proof, I automatically assumed he was guilty.  Later, I was talk-
ing to Feller, and he reminded me to wait until all of the facts 
come out, and that is something I need to do, whether I was 
right or wrong about Mr. Kraft.  

Even though it won’t be settled until later today (Tuesday), 
it looks like the Methodist Church will be standing, again, with 
the Word of God on homosexuality.  It is easy for me to only 
look at God’s side of this issue, but last night, I heard one of our 
delegates say it was tough, because even though they are there 
to do what is right, which is uphold and support the Word of 
God, there are people involved in this issue.  These are people 
that believe in a lifestyle contrary to God’s Word.  Hopefully, as 
a denomination, we will look at their side, try to understand, 
continue to show them God’s love, pray for them, and help 
them repent.

She longed to be loved and found the love of a man who had a 
wife.

She was in and out of relationships each time thinking this was the 
one only to leave a string of 5 divorces and not the energy to marry 
again, shacked up with some fella. She was the talk of the town in a 
bad way other women didn’t even want to be around her.

He was a rich thief. Extorted money from those who barely had any 
and lived like a king or so he thought, but when he looked around 
there was no one he could trust. His greed was his only friend.

At sixteen she was on the streets learning harsh realities about life 
that no child should have to face. By eighteen she was a pro in a very 
old profession. No self-worth, no home and no future.

The first four little stories come from the Bible. The adulteress in 
John 8. The lame man in Acts 3. The Samaritan woman in John 4. 
Zaccheus in Luke 19. The last story is a modern day representation 
of any one of us, but for the decisions we made. 

They all were opportunities for redemption. Jesus did not con-
demn the woman in John 8, but told her to go and sin no more. The 
beggar was healed in the name of Jesus by Peter and John. The Sa-
maritan woman’s encounter with Jesus lead the whole town out to 
meet him and the rich thief found a friend and the value of his soul. 
What about our girl? What if she found the Lord? Let’s pretend she 
did. She found her value, married a godly man and now counsels 
girls caught in the sex trade.

Not all stories will end this way, I wish they did. But for those who 
do the old hymn rings true. “This is my story, this is my song, praising 
my Savior all the day long.”

Serving Locally—Pride of Place
The Texas Panhandle ap-

preciates hard work, persis-
tence and commitment to 
family and community. This 
value system should never 
be taken for granted. It oozes 
from the ground and sprin-
kles from the sky. Those who 
inhabit the space between live 
it.

 As we complete our plan, 
WT 125 – From the Panhandle 
to the World, I have reflected 
on how a regional university 
serves its home. WT does not 
wish to be like any institution 
in Texas or anywhere else. We 
are the Panhandle. 

WT is the only general 
academic institution in the 
Panhandle, and it provides 
over 70% of the schoolteach-
ers and administrators in the 
top 26 counties (the Panhan-
dle) with at least one degree. 
There are 23,635 WT alumni, 
representing 40% of the Pan-
handle population, who live 
in the Panhandle and earned 
at least a bachelor’s degree. 
These graduates serve fami-

lies, communities and various 
enterprises. We serve most 
who educate many. 

In the last two-and-one-
half years, WT, through The 
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem, has invested over $200 
million in new facilities in 
Randall and Potter coun-
ties. Most of those resources 
leave Canyon, Texas, every 
day headed to Amarillo and 
other Panhandle communi-
ties—paychecks and property 
taxes in tow. The WT payroll, 
student spending and visitors 
contribute nearly half-a-bil-
lion dollars to the Panhandle 
economy annually. WT serves 
through economic prosperity 
and will grow if correctly nur-
tured.

 In January WT initiated a 
doctor of education degree 
tailored to the needs of small-
er rural school systems like 
those of the Panhandle. The 
inaugural class of 29 students 
is twice what was expected.

 WT’s nursing program 
posts a pass rate 96% on the 
RN exam—among Texas’ best. 
Recently, WT’s RN to BSN 
program ranked number one 
in the nation by Great Value 
Colleges. WT serves through 
nationally-acknowledged ed-
ucational experiences.

 The TAMU System and 
WT’s Paul Engler College of 
Agriculture and Natural Sci-
ences have a commitment to 
large-animal agriculture evi-
denced, in part, by $50 million 
in funding for a new building 
($10 million of which was pri-
vately raised). Moreover, an-
other $20 million in funding 
will provide a modern Texas 
Veterinary Medical Diagnos-
tic Laboratory located adja-
cent to the new agriculture 
facilities and a new Veterinary 
Education Research and Out-
reach Center. In addition, five 
new faculty join a committed 
corps of faculty who work and 
serve locally with Panhandle 
students, ranchers and busi-
nesses in the large-animal 
agriculture industry, the Pan-
handle’s economic backbone. 

 WT’s engineering programs 
encourage students to utilize 
their education at companies 
in the Texas Panhandle such 
as Bell Helicopter, Golden 
Spread Electric and Pantex. 
There are over 600 employees 
working at the Pantex plant 
who are WT graduates. WT 
alumni outnumber graduates 
from any other university in or 
out of Texas. We serve through 
commitment to the America’s 
security. 

WT’s Paul and Virginia 
Engler College of Business, 
widely recognized for excel-
lence, enrolls over 2,700 stu-
dents. Two of three students 
are online, but all faculty must 
teach at least one course on 
campus and live in our re-
gion. Serving locally through 
excellent business programs 
produces worldwide impact. 

 WT’s Sybil B. Harrington 
College of Fine Arts and Hu-
manities provides a cultural 
foundation for the entire 
Texas Panhandle by training 
performers and artists for the 
Amarillo Symphony, the Lone 
Star Ballet and the TEXAS 
outdoor musical. The college 
enables other organizations 

and communities in the Pan-
handle to transmit culture 
and values. Over half the pro-
fessionals who preserve and 
enhance Panhandle commu-
nity culture are WT graduates. 
This is the highest public ser-
vice a university can provide. 
It is learning’s purpose. 

 The Harrington Academic 
Hall WTAMU Amarillo Cen-
ter houses communication 
disorders, special education, 
licensed professional coun-
seling, graduate social work, 
school psychology and in-
structional technology pro-
grams for upper-level and 
graduate classes. The WT 
Amarillo Center is also home 
to the Speech and Hearing 
Clinic, the Center for Learn-
ing Disabilities, the Small 
Business Development Cen-
ter and the Panhandle Area 
Health Education Center. 
WT’s nursing program plans 
to move its home to the WT 
Amarillo Center filling the 
facility to capacity to better 
serve our region.

 Lastly, a $200 million capi-
tal campaign that will easily 
be the largest such effort in 
the history of the Texas Pan-
handle is in the early planning 
stages.

 WT is a great university 
that for 110 years has called 
the Panhandle, and nowhere 
else, home. The next century 
will be no different. We will 
unapologetically serve the 
Panhandle with first-rate, lo-
cally-driven educational op-
portunities. No metropolitan 
consultants drive WT—just 
Panhandle pragmatism and a 
Panhandle heart of service.

Round Steak AUSTIN, Texas – State law-
makers have filed bills to help 
bring high-speed internet to 
rural Texas.

Senator Charles Perry (R-
Lubbock) and Reps. Charles 
“Doc” Anderson (R-Waco) 
and Four Price (R-Amarillo) 
have sponsored bills that 
seek to improve broadband 
access in areas of Texas that 
are currently underserved. 
Broadband refers to high-
speed internet access that is 
always on and is faster than 
a dial-up connection. It in-
cludes technologies like Digi-
tal Subscriber Line (DSL) and 
cable modem.

While broadband access 
is a problem in many places, 
the sparseness of rural com-
munities often creates an 
extra barrier for consumer 
access. In many parts of ru-
ral Texas, residents often pay 
higher prices for lower qual-
ity service, if they can get 
broadband at all.

AARP Texas, a nonprofit 
and nonpartisan advocacy 
association for older persons, 
and Glasshouse Policy, a Tex-
as-based nonprofit, support 
the measures, which were 
filed this week. The bills are: 
Senate Bills 1103 and 1104 
by Senator Perry, House Bills 
2422 and 2423 by Represen-
tative Anderson, and House 
Bill 1960 by Representative 
Price.

“These broadband-access 
proposals offer a solution to a 
real problem facing many ru-

ral Texans,” said AARP Texas 
Director Bob Jackson. “Ac-
cess to broadband can help 
older Americans live inde-
pendently in their homes and 
communities. It also combats 
social isolation and improves 
well-being by supporting ser-
vices like distance learning 
and telehealth.”

SB 1103 and HB 2423 cre-
ate a broadband office within 
the Public Utility Commis-
sion of Texas that would pro-
vide grants to public or pri-
vate entities for projects that 
stimulate the installation and 
maintenance of broadband in 
rural areas. The bills also au-
thorize the PUC to set state-
wide goals for broadband de-
ployment, coordinate various 
local and state governmental 
efforts, act as an information 
clearinghouse on the issues, 
and be empowered to seek 
federal funding.

SB 1104 and HB 2422 
would encourage deploy-
ment of broadband conduit, 
such as fiber-optic cables, on 
state-owned land and in state 
buildings. Meanwhile, HB 
1960 creates a 15-member 
Broadband Council to ad-
vise the Legislature on steps 
needed to improve access in 
rural areas.

Bills Aim to Bring High-Speed 
Internet to Rural Texas

On any given day, Parmer County is 
home to over one-half million cattle in-
cluding beef stockers, dairy cows, and 
cattle on pasture.  This makes Parmer 
County 3rd in the state just behind Castro 
County and Deaf Smith County for the 
number of cattle that is fed and grown 
here.  That means there are around for-
ty head of cattle per person in our little 
county.  So, it should come as no surprise 
that my recipes have returned to beef.  

This week the focus is on the beef 

round primal cut.  It is found on the rear 
leg and rump of a beef.  It is then divided 
into the retail cuts: the top round, bot-
tom round, and the knuckle.  This part 
of the beef is exercised regularly so it is 
a tough cut.  However, since it is farther 
back on the animal it is a lean cut as well.  
If not cooked properly, the meat will be 
tough and chewy.  

The bottom round and eye of round 
are also known as the outside round and 
rump roast.  The top round is often called 

the inside round.  Both of these cuts are 
ideal for roast beef sandwiches.  It is best 
to cook them to medium rare and then 
thinly sliced.  The knuckle or sirloin tip 
is a very tough piece of meat.  It is best 
to braise this cut like you would for any 
roast.

  The top round is often cut into round 
steaks as well.  These are familiar cuts 
that are often tenderized.  They are used 
to make chicken fried steak and swiss 
steak, as well as our recipes this week.

One of our favorite family meals is our version of 
carne guisada.  I know that every family probably 
has their on take on this Mexican classic, so feel 
free to experiment with this recipe and find the 
way you like it best.

Carne Guisada
By Janel Franklin and Sue Vaughn

Slightly brown in saucepan…. 
2 pounds round steak, cubed and floured  
¼ cup oil

Chop and add the following…. 
¼ green pepper    
¼ onion    
2-4 cans tomato sauce, as needed  
1 fresh jalapeno, seeded    
2 cloves garlic

Add….  
½ tsp. ground cumin 
½ Tbsp. chili powder    
Salt and pepper    
1 can (14 oz.) beef broth, or water

Cover, simmer gently 2 hours or until very ten-
der.  Add broth or water as needed.  Serve over 
white rice. For a wonderful meal add pinto beans 
and guacamole.  
We actually cook this dish in our electric pres-
sure cooker or Instant Pot.  Just brown the floured 
meat in the pressure cooker set on sauté.  Then 
add the other ingredients, set to high pressure 
for 40-45 minutes, and let the pressure release 
naturally.

Smothered Steak
by Sharon White

4-6 round steak, preferably tenderized
4 medium sized potatoes, peeled and sliced
1 cup flour
Salt and pepper 
¼ cup vegetable oil
2 cups milk, more or less as needed  

to make gravy
1 can cream of mushroom soup
1 ½ cups cheddar cheese

Heat a medium skillet with vegetable oil.  
Mix the flour with the salt and pepper.  Then 
lightly coat each steak with the flour.  Then 
brown the steak until browned on both sides.  
After the steak is browned, remove it from 
the skillet and place on the bottom of a 9x13” 
dish.  While browning the steak, peel and 
slice the potatoes.  Layer the potatoes on top 
of the steak being sure to make just one layer.  
Then use the skillet to make a cream gravy.  
Add flour to the skillet to make a roux.  When 
the oil and flour mixture are brown, add the 
milk.  Stir the milk until it begins to boil and 
thicken.  Then add the can of cream of mush-
room soup.  Pour the gravy over the potatoes 
and steak.  Finally, sprinkle the grated ched-
dar cheese on the top.  Cover the dish with 
aluminum foil and bake at 325o F for 1 ½ 
hours or until the meat and potatoes are fork 
tender.  You may want to remove the foil for 
the last five minutes of cooking to brown top 
of the dish.

The Parmer County Commissioners Court met in regular 
session on Monday, February 25th at 10:00 a.m. in the County 
Courtroom of the Parmer County Courthouse in Farwell, Texas. 
The meeting began with prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance to 
the American Flag and the Texas Flag.

The Minutes from the previous meeting were read and ap-
proved. Approval was given for payment of the accounts payables 
as presented by County Treasurer Sharon May. The Commission-
ers also reviewed the Treasurer’s Report and approved the cal-
culated payroll and disbursement for all county employees and 
elected officials.

The Court discussed the County’s policy on the disposition 
of the body of deceased paupers. Since detailed written policy 
could not be found, the Court approved a written contract with 
Hansard Family Funeral Home of Friona, Texas. The policy in-
volves direct cremation only and allows for a predetermined 
amount to be paid for each occurrence.

Next, the Commissioners revisited the Permanent School Fund 
Distribution Plan. This involves funds from oil leases that are 
held by the Court and distributed to the four school districts in 
Parmer County. Since the Texas Attorney General has required 
a more detailed census of school enrollment in the county, the 
Commissioners approved a formula that involves resident stu-
dents that live in a school district in Parmer County and scholas-
tics that are age 5-21 who are enrolled and have a Parmer County 
home address. Details of the formula have been sent to all four 
school districts.

In other business, the Court approved a request to place a 
water line under a county road that was located in Precinct 2. A 
request from Friona ISD for a little over $17,000 of Permanent 
School Fund money to be used for added security measures was 
approved. Also, 20 hours of continuing education hours was ap-
proved for the Parmer County District Clerk. The discussion re-
garding the selling of a one (1) acre parcel of land in the northeast 
part of the county was postponed until the next meeting.

The Court gave approval to the Parmer County Sheriff’s Office 
to apply for a 100%  grant from the State of Texas for the purchase 
of rifle resistant body armor. The Court also approved the 2018 
Racial Profiling Report. The next scheduled Commissioner’s 
Court meeting is at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, March 11th.

All meetings are open to the public. The Commissioners Court 
reserves the right to go into Executive session at any time. Go to 
parmercounty.org to find meeting agendas. Information in this 
article is only a summary. Any questions concerning specific ac-
tions should be directed to the Court.

State Capital Highlights

Caucus names 
legislative priorities 
for public education

AUSTIN — The Texas 
House Democratic Caucus 
on Feb. 21 announced its 
“Texas Kids First” education-
funding package that would 
include all-day pre-kinder-
garten, teacher raises and 
retirement and property tax 
reform.

“We hope to work with our 
colleagues to incorporate 
some of these ideas into their 
bills,” said Rep. Chris Turn-
er, D-Grand Prairie, caucus 
chair.

Caucus member Rep. Gina 
Hinojosa, D-Austin, a former 
Austin Independent School 
District board president, said 
Texas rates 42nd in the na-
tion in per-student funding. 
She said Texas public school 
students are funded $2,300 
per year below the national 
average.

The proposed funding 
package is embodied in sev-
eral bills that caucus mem-
bers have filed or are in the 
process of filing, and would 
add some $14.5 billion more 
in baseline budget estimates. 
Items to be covered include:

- Teacher pay and benefits 
increases;

- Incentives for educating 
low-income students, chil-
dren speaking little or no 
English, and special-needs 
pupils;

- Funding for the hiring of 
more counselors;

- Using money from the 
Rainy Day Fund for retired 
teachers;

- A monthly state contribu-
tion of $100 toward teachers’ 
health care premiums; and

- A one-time $500 teacher 
reimbursement for out-of-
pocket school supply pur-
chases.

The caucus also proposes 
to achieve property tax relief 
by doubling homeowners’ 
exemptions from $25,000 to 
$50,000, an amount they sug-
gest would give most home-
owners a break of up to $325.

Defendants settle 
with state

Texas Attorney General 
Ken Paxton on Feb. 19 an-
nounced that Xerox Corpora-
tion and several of its former 
subsidiaries, including Con-
duent Inc., agreed to a $235.9 
million settlement with the 
State of Texas.

The settlement resolves a 
lawsuit brought by Paxton’s 
office under the Texas Medic-
aid Fraud Prevention Act and 
other grounds regarding the 
processing of prior-authori-
zation requests by dentists to 
deliver orthodontic services 
to Medicaid patients. Xerox 
and its companies, Paxton 
said, were responsible for 
reviewing and approving or 
denying requests by Medic-
aid providers to deliver orth-
odontic services between 
January 2004 and March 2012.

Paxton’s office determined 
that employees of Xerox, Con-
duent and related companies 
rubber-stamped orthodontic 
prior-authorization requests 
without assuring the required 
review of each request by 
qualified clinical personnel. 
As a result, expensive, taxpay-
er-funded orthodontic work 
was performed on thousands 
of children who either didn’t 
meet the Medicaid standard 
for braces or didn’t require 
treatment. The Medicaid pro-
gram does not pay for braces 
for cosmetic purposes. Under 
Texas law, only those requests 
that meet strict Medicaid pro-
gram requirements are allow-
able.

Oil & gas boom 
to continue

Commissioners Ryan Sit-
ton, Christi Craddick and 
Wayne Christian of the Texas 
Railroad Commission on Feb. 
20 told the state Senate Com-
mittee on Natural Resources 
& Economic Development 
that discoveries of massive 
energy reserves in West Texas 
would enhance the state’s 
booming energy industry.

Christian said the reserve 
found in the Wolfcamp Shale 
and Bone Spring Formation 
in West Texas is estimated to 
contain more than 46 billion 

barrels of oil and 281 tril-
lion cubic feet of natural gas, 
enough to support decades of 
production at current levels.

Craddick told the panel that 
in 2017, the Legislature set a 
target for the Railroad Com-
mission to plug 1,900 “or-
phan” wells in the 2018-2019 
biennium. She estimated that 
the commission would cap 
more than 3,000 such wells 
by the end of 2019.

Sitton said the demand for 
the Railroad Commission to 
plug non-producing wells 
is also going to increase as 
the industry grows, and for 
that, the agency is requesting 
$39.1 million in 2020-2021 
to support the well-plugging 
program.

Governor 
nominates justice

Gov. Abbott on Feb. 21 
nominated Houston attorney 
Justin B. “Brett” Busby to be 
Justice of the Supreme Court 
of Texas, Place 8, for a term to 
expire Dec. 31,2020.

Busby, if confirmed by the 
Texas Senate, would succeed 
Justice Philip W. “Phil” John-
son of Amarillo, who retired 
from office effective Dec. 31, 
2018.

Busby served as a justice on 
the Texas 14th Court of Ap-
peals from 2012 to 2018.

House honors 
former speaker

Former Texas House 
Speaker James A. “Jimmy” 
Turman died Feb. 13. He was 
91. His body lay in honor in 
the hall of the Texas House of 
Representatives on Feb. 22.

Turman represented 
Fannin County from 1955 
through 1963 and served as 
speaker during the 57th Texas 
Legislature in 1961-63.

Abbott extends 
declaration

Gov. Greg Abbott on Feb. 14 
extended the State Disaster 
Declaration for Texas coun-
ties affected by Hurricane 
Harvey.

Because of catastrophic 
damage caused by Hurricane 
Harvey, a state of disaster 
continues to exist in some 60 
counties.

The declaration, originally 
issued in August 2017, autho-
rizes the use of all available 
resources of state govern-
ment and of political subdi-
visions that are reasonably 
necessary to cope with the 
disaster.
