Tha quiet youth walked Into 
Friona about 10:30 a. m. F ri­
day, and after a short ‘‘coffee 
break'* at Peg** Villa Cafe, 
continued his Journey, in spite 
of 13-degree weather and fall- 
lag snow, refusing an offer of a 
ride.

Lara say* he plans to attend 
a Latin-American college lit 
New York on a U. S. scholar­
ship which he can obtain. He 
plana to stud , adverts 1^ .

While his trek across Parm­
or C wunty didn't come at the 
most opportune tin e — in suh- 
freealng weather. Lara has en­
countered ether obstacles. He

pointed out that ha waa attack- 
ad by a hungry sag la la Coats 
Rica, shot at by motorists la 
Nicaragua, and almoat bitten by 
snnkea In Central America.

Marie la learning English aa 
he traverses the ceuaory. He had 
In hla possession an Inexpensive 
translation boek which he pur­
chased upon entering the l toted 
States, and Is fairly capable of 
making himself understood.

He Isn't quite capable of com­
prehending the language aa 
spoken at the normal rata, but 
can translate almost Im­
mediately If the question la 
written out for him.

Lara carries a '3 - pound peck 
on hla back, filled with news­
paper clippings of the countries 
end cities he ha* visited, read 
mips sad a passport stamped 
with all the couaeries through 
which he has travailed.

The pack Is lighter than the 
40-pound loed he left home with, 
'"tending otov about five feet two 
end weighing ISO pounds. Lars 
developed leg trouble In 
Honduras and stopped to aee a

doctor. The doctor recommend­
ed he take some ef the weight
out ef the “ knap-sack."

A companion, Id-yoar-ald 
Jaime Andrade, loft Fcuador 
with Lara, but had to te-ep out 
of tha venture whoa he develop­
ed feet trouble la F1 Salvador.

Carrying no money with him. 
Lara depends upon tha genero­
sity af people ho moots along 
the wny id "nee him through." 
He checks with the police de­
portment when he ranches the 
piece he Is to spend the night. 
They usually feed him hla eve­
ning meal end arrange for lodg­
ing-

Lara had spent Thursday 
night la Bovina, and made It to 
Hereford oa Friday, where he 
spent the night. He was hoping 
to roach Amarillo by Sunday, 
and If so would depart from 
there sometime Moadav en- 
route to Oklahoma City.

Traversing Mexico by way of 
the Pan-American Highway. 
Lara entered that country 
th ro u g h  Guatemala l a s t  
November 13. and ranched 
Juaran, Mexico March I , walk­
ing 20 to 30 miles per day.

The traveller says he la of­
fered maay rides lx automo­
biles, but refuses unless night­
fall happens to find him several 
miles from his destination.

GALVANIZED ROOFING
Planning to buy soma galva­

nized roofing for your farm or 
commercial buildings? If so, 
you should know what serv- 
Ics the material will give.

Quality roofing will give 
longer years of servlcs at the 
lowest annual cost. Roofing 
sheets srs usually 26, 2t, or 
29 gauge. The lower figure Indi­
cates the thicker sheet. Gauge 
Influences ths weight and 
strength end the time required 
to rust through.

Galvanized roofing Ismadeof 
zinc coated steel or Iron. Un- 
coatel Iron or steel will start 
rusting soon after sheets are put 
In place. Zinc does not rust. 
Therefore this material Is ap­
plied In thin costs on both sides 
of roofing sheets to give protec­
tion to the base metal.

The amount of zinc coating 
determines the lasting quality 
of the roofing before rusting 
begins. Zinc coating are de­
signated In ounces. The highest 
quality roofing was two ounces 
of zinc, the next grade one and 
one-half ounces, and lower 
grades one, or three-fourths of 
an ounce.

This ounce designation Is the 
amount of zinc coating per 
square foot, on both sides of 
the sheet. The amount of zinc 
should be stamped on each sheet 
you buy. If there is no stamp 
on the roofing, there is no way 
to know how much /.Inc It has.

la s ts  Indicate that galvanized 
roofing with two ounces of zinc 
lasts twice as long as roofing 
with one ounce. The zinc coat­
ing Is evantually worn off by the 
weather. The atmosphere In dif­
ferent localities has soma ef­
fect on the lasting qualities. 
Roofing with a two ounce coat­
ing of zinc should last 10 to 15 
years and sheets with one and 
one-half ounces should last 5 to 
10 years before rusting ap­
pears. Roofing with no desig­
nated zinc coating may start 
rusting In one to three years.

Galvanized roofing should be 
painted before any rust appears 
and If this Is dons, any quality 
roof paint will be satisfactory. 
If you wait until rust appears, 
you should use a metallic zinc 
paint to prevent further rusting.

SULPHUR
Increasing Interest Is being

shown In the use of sulphur for 
High Plains so'ls. I would like 
to discuss In this column the 
effect of sulphur on plant growth
and the role of sulphur is 
plant nutrition. In later 
columns, 1 will dlscusa tome 
results of research on the use 
of sulphur, sell reactions of 
sulphur and the various sources 
of sulphur.

Sulphur Is present In the plant 
as a part of plant proteins with 
the two proteins being cystine 
and mathlonlne. Sulphur also 
aids In the reproduction proces­
ses In the plant and will usually 
hasten the maturity of a plant.

Sulphur deficiency symptoms 
will usually he expressed aa a 
yellowing of the plant very 
similar to a nitrogen deficiency 
symptom. Sulphur deficiencies

may also show up In slow plant 
growth, late maturity and small 
spindly heads and stalks. These 
s y m p t o m s  are somewhat 
similar to phosphorus.

Sulphur normally exists 
naturally In ths soli aa the 
sulphate form. It Is In this form 
that the plant take* up sulphur. 
Some organic sulphur com­
pounds also exists In the soil 
and are released upon normal 
decomposition of organic mat­
ter.

Sulphur Is usually added to the 
soli for one of three reasons. It 
Is a plant nutrient essential for 
plant growth. It ta added to re ­
duce the alkalinity of the soil 
and thereby Increase the avail­
ability of phosphorus and cer­
tain micronutrlants. It la also 
sdded as a soil amendment to 
decrease the detrimental affect 
of sodium.

Frlona Woman’s Club was or­
ganized In September of 1W  b\ 
s group of progressive-minded 
young women who had moved west 
with their husbands to establish 
the township of Frlona. The Club 
was federated la 1932 and has 
been Interested In community 
activities from the very begin­
ning.

The Club has oar living charter 
member. Mrs. 1’earl Kinsley, 
who has kept a careful history of 
the club from the early days to 
the present time. Mrs. Kinsley 
has a collection of all the club's 
books and even has a complete 
record of the first club meeting 
held in 1909.

In the early years the club 
met In the members’ homes. 
Then for several years during 
the 1930*s the women met In the 
basement of the C ongregational 
Church, which for years was the 
only church building In Frlona 
end was sits of most club and 
town mee tings that were held.

The members of Frlona 
Woman’s Club were Instrumental 
In getting the present Club House 
built. After Its erection la 1940 
the local clubs began to use the 
Club House facilities for most 
meetings.

The Frlona Woman’s Club or­

ganized the Friona Junior Study 
Club In 1931. That club Is now 
the Modern Study Club.

The Club’s 1964-65 theme Is 
"Americanism, A Way Of Life.”  
The Club’s current projects are 
the Boys* Town at Tahoka, a 
book-shower for the Frlona 
Civic Library, and the sponsor­
ship of an essay contest In the 
local Junior High School. The 
essays are to be written on 
Americanism and the Club Is to 
present first, second and third 
prises to the winners.

One of the Club’s outstanding 
programs for thj year will br 
the trip to Hereford on May 12.

Jerome Buchanan, Margaret 
Henschel and R. H. Kinsley.

Built In 1940 at ■ cost of 
$3,000, the native rock structure 
Is now valued at approximately 
$10,000. The rock came from San 
Jon. New Mexico. The lots were 
donated by Mrs. Margaret 
Henschel.

Local clubwomen who helped 
with the building project recall 
that Mrs. Pearl Kinsley loaned 
them $1,000 to completr pay­
ment of building cost. This was 
quite s sum for the group to 
owe. The thinking was that the 
clubhouse could be converted to 
residents! rental property If the 
loan could not be repaid. 
Fortunately no major difficulty 
was encountered In paying off the 
note In four years time. Now. 
the cost of malntenam e Is shar­
ed by the three Frlona federated 
clubs — Frlona Woman's Club, 
Modern Study Club, and Progres­
sive Study Club. Rentals for 
parties, showers, family re ­
unions and the like help defray

upkeep expenses.

Women’s Clubhouse la used for 
many community activities as 
well as for clubs. Lion's (Tub 
meets her* twice a month for 
meals served hy the clubwomen. 
The building la used by a troop 
of Ctrl Scouts every week; too, 
for regular Girl Scout leaders' 
training sessions.

In the past when school snd 
community facilities were limit­
ed Junior-Senior banquets and

proms were held here, as well 
as Chamber of Commerce af­
fair a. Square dance clubs, game 
tournaments, home demonstra­
tion councils are groups need- 
tng the building. It has been used 
recently for church school 
classes when extra apace wa* 
needed; this wss true, too, other 
times In the past 25 years.

Many anecdotes are recalled 
by those who planned and helped 
with the building of the club­
house a quarter century ago.

Their money making schemes 
were many and varied. At pres­
ent the edifice la being used in 
way* which are a worthy tribute 
to the early day clubwomen who 
"saw a vision" and carried 
through.

So when the clubwomenofCap- 
rock District meet for a tea dur­
ing the Convention March 30, 
1965 not only will they be honor­
ing their 101 presidents but also 
the pioneer federated clubwomen 
of Frlona.
