Registranis Shonld 
Notify Draft Board 
Of Any Status Change

.AUSTIN, Tex., March 16. — 
Brig. Gen. P. L. Wakefield, slate 
dirt>ctor of Selective Service, to ­
day reim ndid all men registered 
with Uk'uI draft boards that the 
law requires them to report any 
change in personal status to their 
respective boards.

•'Young men have asked us by 
telephone and le tter just what 
changes are requ irtd  to lie report­
ed," Gen. Wakefield said. ‘‘G ener­
ally, anything which may have a 
bearing on classification should 
be reportt'd.”

The state director pointed to the 
follow ing things which would be 
regarded as a change of personal 
status;

1. Change of address. This is 
IS a change in the address at 
which a man expect» tv receive 
hi.s m ill.

2 Change in ma; it.al '■•.at-js. If 
a man m arries, he shou.d advise 
the local board of the name of 
the person he m arrii.'. the place 
ai.d date of m arriage, and name of 
county m which the m .irnagi' is 
recorded. If he has children, the 
d.itf and place of birtii should lx? 
named, and place w here birth  is 
iveorded. If he becomes separat­
ed. divorced, or his wife dies, this 
should be reported.

3. Change of job. The local 
board should be advised only if 
th is IS a piermanent change.

4. Change in physical status. 
If a man has had a serious injury 
or has otherwise acquired a phy­
sical defect, it should be reported. 
It should be reported w hether it 
is perm anent or tem porary.

5. Students. If a m an becomes

6 idembers of armed foiTes 
reserves or National Guard.

If a man has attem pted to volun­
teer for the army, navy air foix-c. 
or an.v other branch of the armed 
services and has been rejected, 
he should advise the local board.

Much of this information is vital 
m determining proper classifica- 

' tion of any man. The law re­
quires men to keep local boards 
I advised about such matters.

Heart Disease Not 
''Spell of Doom" Says 
Stale Health Head

AUSTIN—Too prevalent today 
is the belief that heart disease 
is the spell of doom and that one 
must cease all work and activity. 
Modern medical knowledge eas­
ily disproves this notion, and 
thousands of case histories bear 
witness to its falsity.

Heart disease, medical science 
now knows, is not a single ail­
ment. Many troubles can afflict 
the heart—some less serious than 
others. While some restrictions 
arc necessary, it is now generally 
true that patients w ith any form 
of heart trouble should be active 
w ithin the limits of their ca- 
paeity.

Not all persons with heart ail­
ments can continue working at 
th«'i:‘ .-lame pace. Obviou.-ly there 
ari' those v. ho require bed ri.-t 
and oft> n a veiy .st.ict limitation 
of phy.-'ical and mental activity. 
But there ai m.inv \\ h.i ■. ,n e"n-

tinue working, performing some 
type of useful or pix>ductive ac­
tivity, w ithout fear that their 
hearts will suddenly give out.

No individual with a Tieart con­
dition, it should be cautioned, 
should determ ine for himself 
w hether he is able to work or not 
and how much work he can do.

Ju st as there are many who 
became cardiac invalids because 
of fear, there are those at the op­
posite extrem e who ignore proper 
medical advice and subject their 
hearts to unnecessary strain  and 
abuse by overactivity. Only a 
com petent physician is qualified 
to say w hat are the limits of an 
impaired heart.

Depletion Tax Decreaie 
Wonld Cnrb Oil 
Exploration Seen

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Five 
billion barrels of oil must be 
found to support defen.se em er­
gency production, and the tax 
revenue from the sale of this oil 
would greatly outweigh the tax 
gains resulting from a cut in the 
oil depletion allowance, Jno. R. 
Lynch, president of the La Gloria 
Corp., Coipus Christi, Texas, told 
the House Ways and .Means Com­
m ittee recently. i

"If percentage depletion w e re ! 
reduced, the price of oil w o u ld ' 
have to be increased,” Lynch said. | 
"However, m ote im portant th a n ' 
the price increase would be the 
fact that taking away percentage 
depletion would be cutting the 
ground from under the operator, 
as perrentage depletion i,'! his spe­
cial and direct incentive to ex­
plore for oil.

‘‘Our country now needs an ­
other million ba: rels of oi! pc: 
day for its natirmal security. In 
my opinion, five billion barrels of 
oil in re."orve must be found to 
piovide and support this pro­
duction.”

Oil production exists have soared 
since !!»35 because of inflation and 
the necessity to drill deeper to 
find oil, Mr. Lynch pointed out.

"In li»35, the average cost pier 
well, for exploratory wells, in the 
N. S. was $32,578.” he said. "In  
1948, it cost $87,337 for an explo­
ratory well. At the same time, 
the  num ber of wells required to 
discover one million barrels of 
new reserves has doubled.

“As a result, the average cost 
of finding one million barrels of 
new reserves has increased in ex­
cess of 500 per cent. Only one 
out of 44 wildcat wells discovers 
a field which results in more than 
one million barrels of oil; only 
one out of 245 discovers a field 
which results in more than 10 
million barrels of oil; and only 
one out of 966 finds a field with 
more than 50 million barrels.

A fter discovery of a field, thou­
sands or millions of dollars have 
to be spent for drilling of produc­
ing wells, pipe lines, tank farms, 
and other physical equipment 
necessrry to recover the oil."

Publicity attached to a few phe- 
nomcn.il successes in oi' discov­
ery has prometed a popuier mis-

oonception that is “particularly  
unfair to those hundreds of hon­
est, hard-w orking independent op­
erators who for years have strug­
gled in the business and risked 
their assets w ithout any substan­
tial gam,” Mr. Lynch said.

"We have grocers, m erchants, 
bankers, ranchers and farm ers in 
our own town (Corpus Christi) of 
100,000 population, supposed to 
be prim arily an oil town, who 
have all had a greater degree of 
financial success in their own bus­
inesses than most of our indepen­
dent oil men."

MORE FLOWING OIL 
IN UPTON WILDCAT

More flowing production has 
been developed in the Ellenburger 
a t Sinclair Oil & Gas Co. No. 1 
McElroy, NW Upton County w ild­
ca t discovery 18 miles NW of 
Rankin.

The im portant new field opener 
took a 4 hr. 38 min. drillstem  test 
at 12,212-278 ft. A 1,456-ft. w ater 
blanket was used. There was a 
one-inch top choke and a 3-4 in. 
bottom choke on tester.

The w ater blanket started  flow­
ing out in 30 min. and oil came 
to the surface in 38 min.

During first hour the  section 
produced 162 bbls. of oil; in sec­
ond hour flow was 146 bbls.; in 
third hour the flow was 130 bbls. 
and in fourth hour the well made 
135 bbls. of oil. There were no 
signs of water.

Gas-oil ratio averaged 275-1. 
G ravity  was .54 deg. Open flowing 
bottom hole pressure was 4,450 
lbs. The bomb failed to work in 
the try  for a shutin pressure 
gauge and there  was no reading.

O perator is to core 50 ft. deeper 
and then will probably take a 
drillstem  test.

Top of Ellenburger is at 12,042 
ft. Elevation is 2,781 ft. Top sec­
tion at 12,042-110 ft. unloaded oil 
while the drill pipe was being 
pulled a lte r a drillstem  test.

The first actual flow from the 
E llenburger came in a test a t 12.- 
102-149 ft. From there on down 
e.tch zone which has been tested 
has flowed oil in heavy amounts.

The wildcat also showed as a 
flowing discovery from Fensylva- 
nian lime at 9.376-9411 ft.

Location is 660 ft. from south 
and 1,980 ft. from ea.st lines of 
sec. 129, blk. D. CCSD&RGNG 
survey. It is 23 miles NE of Mc­
Camey and 12 1-2 miles SW of the 
Pegasus field.

Operations have been started at 
three offsets to the discovery.

Wilshire Oil Co. No. 24-129 Mc­
Elroy, a one location west offset 
had spudded and was m aking be­
low 508 ft. in shale.

W ilshire No. 23-129 McElroy 
was moving in ro tary  equipment. 
It is 1 location NW of the Sinclair 
discovery.

Sinclair No. 1 J  B. W indham, 1 
location south of field opener, is 
rigging up rotary tools.
