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FREEDOM FOR EVERYONE
"The answer to the problems of medical care will not 

be found in any political panacea or throut>h the development 
of a super bureaucracy. The answer to the problem will 
be neither simple nor easy, but it will be tound within the 
framework of our present economic system and our present 
constitutional safeguard,"

That wasn't said by a spokesman for the medical frater­
nity. Instead, it was recently said by one of the most ag­
gressive labor leaders m the country—Dave Beck. Executive 
Vice President of the International Brotherhood of Teamsters. 
He then added. "The answer as proposed by advocates of 
government-controlled medicine is contrarv to our economic 
structure and goes beyond our traditional ,,’uarantees. Any 
system which proposes such modifications in our way of liv­
ing and doing things w^mld lead to a dangerous socialistic 
trend and cannot be tolerated. Such a system would destroy 
our liberty."

It IS often argued that those who oppose socialized or 
government-dominated medicine are sinister representatives 
of special interests, who have no concern for the problems of 
the "common man " That certainly does not apply to Dave 
Beck, who fights hard for what he considers the rights of 
labor. But. in company with a growing number of other 
labor leaders, he knows that socialism destroys free labor 
just as It destroys free enterprise.

Mr. Beck pointed out. with complete accuracy, that much 
is being done to solve the medical care problem—and it is 
being done voluntarily His final sentences should be read 
and remembered by all of us: "I .say that we have built this
great nation through individual initiative and intelligence. 
Let us never make the mistake of socializing the medical pio 
fession. We have been born as a great people and we will 
continue to thrive as a great people only under a system of 
free enterprise—free for the business man. free for labor, 
free for the doctors and free for all of our people.”

THE NATURAL STORY OF MERCHANDISING
An editorial in a recent issue of The Freeman make this 

interesting observation: "The natural story of merchandis­
ing. as any large retailer will tell you. is »hat from the mo­
ment the goods arrive from the factory and arc unwrapped 
and put on the shelf, there is ^ily one thing normally that 
can iiappen tii the price It can go down.

On top of that, the consumer’s best friend, competition 
is always pre.scnt to protect his interest.

Every 
m.erchant knows that price is the biggest inducement to the 
bull; f c. n.sur.'.or' S o inevitably, he sells his wares at as 
lo w  a price as he can and still pay his bills and m.ake a little 
profit.

These are economic facts of life. But thev can exist 
only in a free, competitive economy.

New Asphalt Machine 
Halves Highway Costs

A  machine which rips up de­
teriorated asphalt pavements ana 
uses the old material to lay down 
a new pavement simultaneously 
has been developed by the joint 
efforts of an oil company and an 
allied firm. The mechanical mon­
ster permits roads to be rebuilt 
speedily and is expected to save 
up to 50 per cent in highway re­
pair costs.

The broken-up pavement which 
formerly was hauled away and dis­
carded, is pulverized and mixed 
with a special asphalt softener 
developed by the oil company.

Thus, not only are materials sal­
vaged, but inconvenience for mo­
torists is reduced.

State Health Officer Dr Geo W

“These small increases are over- ■ 
due and are more than justified by | 
the rising cost of living.”  Senator i 
Connally declared “ When the 
bill was before the Finance Com-1 
mittee. I urged and voted for in­
creases of S5 a month for the aged 
and the blind, and of $3 a month , 
for dependent children Average , 
old age assistance payments in 
Texas in May were $32.74, whfth is I 
obviously not enough to live on.”  1

The bill as passed by the Senate 
included a provision requiring the 
States to maintain their present 
payments so that the full amount 
of the increased federal contribu­
tions would be passed along to the 
recipients

In the case of Texas, this should 
mean a S3 a month increase for 90 
per cent of the 222.155 old persons 
receiving pension.s: if the Texas j 
Department of Public Welfare 
makes appropriate adjustments in| 
its standards of judging needs. i

Ten per cent of the pensioners! 
are already receiving the State’s ' 
maximum of S50 a month and 
would get the increase only if the 
maximum were lifted to $53.

The bill also makes it possible 
for Texas to give a S4-a-month in­
crease to recipients of aid to de­
pendent children by increasing the 
state payment only by SI a month. 
This would bring the average pay­
ment up from a little less than 
$12 a month to about $16 a month.
