'Beat The Bask' Have 
Year Car laspected At 
Earliest PessiUe Time

AUSTIiv.—Motorists are urged to 
have their motor vehicles safe­
ty inspected while there is a lull 
before the expected rush to inspec­
tion stations.

G. W. Busby, chief of the Motor 
Vehicle Inspection division of the 
Texas Department of Public Safety, 
said 2,400 inspection stations have 
been certified to a.d motorists in 
complying with the new state law. 
Sept. 6 is the final deadline for 
having all motor vehicles certified 
for safe driving.

Busby said the movement of ve­
hicles to inspection stations is 
lagging, with only about 40,000 be­
ing inspect^ weekly. If a bottle­
neck is to be avoided before the 
deadline, he said, at least 100,000 
vehicles a week will have to flow 
through the stations.

Requirements under the new 
safety law have been modified con­
siderably following an anticipated 
rush to inspection stations when 
the law became effective a few 
months ago. Safety Department 
officials said many new inspection 

I stations are being certified weekly 
to aid in avoiding another bottle­
neck.

“We earnestly hope that motor­
ists will take advantage of the lull 
we are now having and avoid a 
last-minute rush in order to com­
ply with the Sept. 6 deadline,” 
Busby said.

Fox Bakiot Epidomic 
Now Sooa la Coatral 
Texai Coaniies Soon

AUSTIN. — Central Texas’ fox 
population will have to be reduced 
by at least 50 per cent immediate-: I ly in order to avert serious fox 

I rabies troubles this spring, the 
State Department of Health has 

I warned.
I Unless livestock owners, fox hun- 
I ters.' and the public generally get 
I on the ball, the whole region is 
¡in for increasing numbers of ra­
bies cases. Sate Health Oificer Geo. 
W. Cox predicted.

Five rabid foxes have been killed 
within Austin’s city limits or ad­
jacent to them since the first of 
the year, Dr. Cox said. All were 
found to be positive by laboratory 
tests.

The grim warning came on the 
heels of a report that the disease 
had been diagnosed in Fayette 
County for the first time in history.

The health officer said Central 
Texas rabies had been almost erad­
icated except for a small pocket in 
Milam County. Because no cases 
were reported for some nine 
months, fox thinning efforts were 
relaxed. That’s when the trouble 
began.

In November, 1951, he reported, 
the disease flamed in the southern 
part of Milam County and advanc­
ed rapidly toward the heavier fox 
population of Lee, Fayette, Bastrop 
and Travis counties.

The direction of spread now. ac 
cording to all indications, is west 
ward and southwestward. New 
outbreaks can be expected in thoso 
sections.

He said there was only one way 
to stop the disease which is 100 
per cent fatal to livestock and hu 
mans alike, once symptoms de­
velop That way is to kill foxes 
“by trapping, shooting, poisoning 
—any way to cut their number in 
half and break the chain of in­
fection.”

“If it isn t done, watch out for 
an epidemic,” he warned.
