Teachers Association
To Ask For $3,000

Minimum Salary

AUSTIN.—A minimum beginning
salary of $3,000 instead of the pre-
sent $2 403 for public school teach-
ers will be asked of the next leg-
islature by the Texas State Teach-
ers Assn.

“Texas annually must have near-
ly 5,000 new teachers either as re-
placements or to take care of the
rapidly increasing enrollment,” C.
H. Tyson, executive secretary of
the association, said in making the
announcement here recently.

The average salary for all Texas
professional public school person-
nel is $3,185, but that of the aver-
age class room teacher is only $2.-
980. The first-year teacher who
holds only a bachelor's degree gets
$2.403.

In comparison, the average for

tional average for workers and the
class room teachers are 12 per cent
below the national group.

Since 1939, Tennyson said, the
average employed person has had
an increase of 167 per cent in his
pay, while the Texas teachers have
had a 124 per cent hike. If teach-
ers’ salaries had increased as much
as others, the present average
would be up by $615.
