When Confiress extended the economic controls, it added 

a significant statement of piilicy which began: It is h e te l'  |
declared to Ix' the policy of the Congress that the Piesident 
shall use the price, wage, and other powers conferred by this 
Act. as amended, to promote the earliest practicable balance 
between production and the demand therefor of materials, 
and 'er\•lce^ and that the general control of wages and prices 
shall be terminated as rapidly as possible consistent with 
the r -licies and purposes set tortli in this Act . . .

The policy st.itement said further that controls should be 
suspended in tlie case of commodities .o' services where sup-j 
ply IS abundant, and the eoing price is below ceiling. |

It IS evident from this that Congress ■« wearving of the] 
controls, even though the majority decided against their total 
elimination at this time. And there is everv reason why Con­
gress should instruct the President to terminate them in the 
relatively near future.

Home-Buying Involves | 
Serious Legal Prohlernsj

Thinking of buying a house? Be­
fore you si»»n sr.ything. be sure 
you know the effects of your ac­
tion. Many legal problems are 
involved in such a transaction This 
column and those to follow on this 
subject, will attempt to point out 
and explain some of the legal an­
gles connected with your purchase.

For the average person, the 
buying of a home is the largest sin­
gle transaction of his life. It is 
also, in most instances, the most 
permanent or longest term invest­
ment he will ever make. Whether 
or not ho bought wi.sely will be 
determined by his ability to resell 
without difficulty, or to enjoy the 
use of the premises without annoy- 

j ance or interruption.
Possibly the first legal problem

ĵ you will meet will be when you are __
asked by the seller or his agent to 
sign a contract of sale or earnest 
money contract. In connection 
with the latter, you will be asked 
to deposit a sum of money which 
would be forfeited to the seller 
and agent for damages in event 

, you do not fulfill the contract 
' Although no forfeit money may be 
required with the former, you may 
still be legally liable for damages 
if you renege. Be sure, therefore, 
that you know exactly what your 
obligations are.

The next legal problem would 
probably be to determine the sta­
tus of the title to the property.
Many persons become confused 
during this stage, thinking that 
securing possession of an abstract 

'or title insurance policy will afford 
them complete protection against 
title defects. This is not necessa­
rily true in either case.

Keep in mind that an abstract is 
mer« ly an outline of public records 
on the tract. .Any [H-rson may pur­
chase an abstract covering any 
piece of land, whether he owns 
It or not .\ Title Insurance Pol­
icy indemnifies you only up to a 
certain maximum sum of money, 
and contains various exceptions to 
the specified coverage.

Following this would be the prob­
lem of transferring the title from 
the legal owner to you. as pur­
chaser, in such manner that no 

I legal question might later arise 
concerning your sole and exclu­
sive ownership.

Incidental to your title problems 
 ̂ is that of ascertaining what restric- 
jtions exist upon the lot vou are 
! buying and upon the neighborhood 
I generally. Municipal zoning ordi 
I nances and restrictive covenants 
placed upon a tract by previous 

j ow ners or developers of the sub­
division may prove a protection 

I or a hindrance, according to the 
I plans you have for future use or 
improvement of your property.

Other legal questions may arise 
I in arranging the method of pay- 
I ment for the house. The fact that 
; most people need years in which 
to complete such payment makes 
this a matter to be considered 
carefully.

These aré some of the major 
legal problems you are likely to 
encounter in purchasing a home.
Of course, a number of others may 
arise in some cases due to peculiar 

‘ individual circumstances.
