WITH THK 40TH INFANTRY 

DIVISION IN KOREA (Exelusi\e 
to The McCamey News).—Today 
was McCamey Day at the 40th Di 
vision Headquarters in Korea.

Laughable, affable Cpl. John 
Marquis, delegate-at large ihe's six 
feet two inches tall), to the 40th. 
packed him duffel bag. turned in 
his entrenching shovel and shook 
hands with hundreds of his fans 
this morning

Then he clombed aboard a truck 
to begin his 7 500-mile trip that 
will take him over two seas and 
through three republics between 
here and McCamey, Texas.

Drawled John wTien told it 
would take him from 30 to 40 days 
to get home “Mah stars, a fella 
could nearly fly clean across the 
state of Texas in that time”’

McCamey John—a name Marquis 
picked up early in his highly check­
ered military career—has been 
with the 40th since October, 1950 
He was drafted in September of 
that year and spent nearly a month 
at F7 Sam Houston before joining 
the 40Th at Camp Cooke. Calif 

The tall, tired voiced Texan, who 
has amused and amazed his army 
colleagues with salty, crackerbar- 
rel quips, last saw McCamey in 
March of 1951. just before he sail­
ed to Japan with the 40th Division.

McCamey John—also called the 
Sagebrush Philuaopher. the Sandy 
Soothsayer and the Dean of the

Dunes—has served continuously as 
non commissioned officer in charge 
of tran>portation for the Division s 
Military Coiernment office, which 
in Japan and Korea has acted as a 
liaison group between the military 
and civil governments.

It was during his tour of duty in 
Japan that McCamey John became 
the victim of a great journalistic 
blunder Soon after the division 
arrived in Japan. Stars and Stripes, 
a daily publication for members of 
tthe Far East Command, sent ta 
reporter to the 40th to do a story 
on the division's first impressions 
of the Orient. Marquis was one of 
the men interviewed Peals of 
protest poured from the 40th when 
the story was printed and Cpl. 
John Marquis was named as ‘‘Cpl. 
John McCamey ”

McCamey John was with one of 
the first groups of draftees to join 
the 40th at Camp Cooke He was 
with the first elements of the di­
vision to land in Japan. And when 
an advance detail was chosen to 
move to Korea two weeks ahead of 
the body of the Division, John was 
part of it.

John kept his fir$t-to-go record 
intact this morning, when he be­
came one of the first draftees in 
the 40th to be returned home be­
cause of an expired term of ser­
vice

Drawled John: “At last Ah've got 
a first .Ah's got a thirst for.”
