“DEED OF TRUST” SECURES
REAL ESTATE NOTE

In most cases the seller wants
the cash when the buyer buys the
house. Then the problem to the
buyer is how to raise the money?
The answer is, borrow it. Regula-
tion X of the Federal Government
requires the buyer to have a cer-
tain amount of his own money on
hand for payment on the house, if
it is not older than a certain age.
However, even as to houses not un-
der Regulation X, the buyer should
have some cash of his own.

One item common to all loans is
the promissory note. In this note,
the buyer promises to repay to the
lender the amount of money bor-|
rowed. Of course, the borrower|
agrees to pay the lender some in-
terest for the use of the money.
