New ideas in tiio design and con-1 
struction o( home furnishings have | 
grown more popular with Texans  ̂
the past five years.

Mid • century furnishings are 
changing the appearance of Texas j 
home interiors, and this growing' 
trend acceptance w ill be seen in 
furniture stores throughout the' 
city during the observance of the 
Texas home Fashion Time Sept.j 
18-27. '

The trend follows the demand 
for greater utility, more informal­
ity, and pieces which blend but 
do not necessarily match in color 
Thus most of the furnishings you 
see in today's stores can be tag­
ged "Mid-Century Modern "

Along with this trend, interest is 
still seen daily in Early American 
nnd I’roMncial styles

Eaih of the three periods of 
furniture design had marked ef­
fects on the others But all in all. 
mid-century mi>dern continues to 
be the first choice of home-mak­
ers

If a key word is needed for this 
trend, it could be the word "com­
fort " Texans, a friendly people, 
seek comfor* and informality above 
all other features

r>o you wonder sometimes why 
home fashions change’  Why pe­
riod pieces your grandparents liked 
ha\e been modified rather than 
preserved intact'

If you take stock of your pres»*nt 
needs in furnishing your home, the 
needs to fit of mid-century tempo, 
you will answer the question your­
self

First consider the size of the 
house your parents or grandpar­
ents lived in They generally-had 
a separate dining room Today 
dining rooms are almost consider­
ed a luxury with the predominat­
ing ideas surrounding open space 
idea combining the Ining and din­
ing rooms

Homes today are srmller thus 
furnish'ngs must t>e styled in pro­
per'' n to less floor space In 
bringing chairs, tables and drawer 
units down tt) the scale of a room 
with smaller area and probably 
lower ceilings, designer-. ha\e left 
out a lot of the so-called "ginger­
bread” of detail that marked pieces 
of earlier ps-riods

In the case of the commonplace 
livingdining room, seating units 
underwent r.adinl changes The 
sofa and chairs needed to be more 
versatile Thus -a-etional sofa- came 
into b^ing Homc.maker« can take 
a sec'ioml «nfa and m a k e  t he  
pieces- fit almost at will—in odd 
corners, turn co-ners. making use 
of every inch of floor space

Single chc't units today take up 
little floor -pace but they may- 
open up info full length tables or 
a dc-k surface

Many cabinet pieces are made 
with finished backs so they may be 
placed out in the room as room 
dividers “Two-faced" pieces are 
desiened with storage space ac­
cessible from both sides to serve 
both dining and living area

In the bed room, combination 
pieces are becoming more popular. 
Head hoards have built in shelves 
and s'orage space with tambour or 
sliding door closings so you may 
have a comfortable backrest while 
reading

These design principles are ap­
plied to every room in the house 
The demands of space, a changing 
pace of life and homemaker wishes 
for more practical uni's are major 
factors leading to the acceptance of 
m;d-cent'jry modern as the leading 
home style

r>e-;gners have experimented 
more than 20 years with pew ideas 
to fill these ne^ds. Results have 
not always been satisfartory

Recently there was a period of 
.strange designs without particular 
beautv, highly touted for the “ funr- 
tional " f<-ature.s But rather than 
prac'icalify. the periml was markeil 
with monstrous, bulbous masses 
of stuffing, zebra striped uphol­
stery fabrics and ornate trims 

Today, however, the designers 
are making rae/i line individual, 
yet each is purposeful and simple 
with the air of restrained ele­
gance.

A new slvle cropping up this 
year is “collection" look Furni­
ture no longer needs to match ex­
actly in finish, color and styling. 
Rather, each piece stands alone 
as a part of a well-balanced sche>me 

The decorator combines the oi- 
gredients of color, line, texture and 
style to produce a room particu­
larly suited to its occupants.
