The institution of appellate i 
courts, of which the U. S. Supreme 
Court is the highest, illustrates' 
how .Vmerica has tackled the proh-j 
lem of attaining justice. Plato 
long ago showed that the idea of 
justice is difficult to come by. It 
is perhaps more difficult to trans-  ̂
late into human conduct any apply' 
in the settlement of individual 
cases. i

How does a c-i.se come before an 
appellate court' If you and your 
neiphbor_h.lv 0 a dispute over the  ̂
property line Ivetween your tw o ' 
lo's. you would he foolish to go to 
court for a setlleriont if you did 
not believe that right was on your 
side. Therefore, practically every 
civil action that comes before a 
♦rial court originates in an honest i 
difference of opinion as to what’ 
the law or the facts of that case 
are.

But right cannot be on both, 
sido.v so one or the other of the I 
litigants must be mistaken. When 
yru seek legal counsel on such a . 
quostioi^. it frequently happens j 
that your lawyer will advise you > 
not to go to court. Only a rela-’ 
lively small percentage of cases 
reach trial The law is clear e-' 
nough so that among the millions | 
transactions taking place in the 
country, only a relatively few ever 
result in lawsuit.

Put suppose you and your law­
yer have decided that your case 
has enough merit to warrant going 
to court. The facts on both sides 
are presented. Ihe lawyers on both 1 
sides argue the merits of their j 
clients' cases and the court is Iheii- 
called upon to render a decision. 
In some cases this deci'ion will 
1h‘ ba.sed on findings of a jury. The 
vast majority of the cases are .set­
tled then and there with the de-| 
cisión of the trial judge. j

But judges, like all of us. are 
human, and the l.ivv is complicated 
and subject to varied interpreta­
tion. At times Ihe trial judge may 
err in admitting or evaluating the

facts, or in interpreting the law 
applicable to the facts. Under 
such circumstances your case may 
be appealed to an appellate court.

Some states have no intermedi­
ate courts between the trial court 
and the stale Supreme Court. In 
such states a case from District 
Court is appealed directly to the 
Supreme Couii, the highest C(>urt 
of appeal in the state.

In Texas, cases are appealed 
from a I>i.«triet Court to one of 11 
Courts of Civil .Appeals. Some­
times the judgment of the latter 
court is final, as in ordinary di­
vorce cases not involving property. 
But if the case meets certain re­
quirements it may be further ap- 
pe.iled to the Supreme Court of 
Texas. Criminal cases are appeal­
ed directly from the District Court 
to Ihe Court of Criminal Appeals, 
which is the highest state court in 
criminal matters.

Federal eases ate appealed from 
a I ’ S District Court to a Circuit 
Court of Appeals and fiom there 
to the Supreme Court ol Ihe Unit­
ed Slates, provided the latter will 
n.ssume jurisdiction of the matter.

When you appeal your case, you 
ask that Ihe error you believe you 
have found be corrected. If it was 
an error, that is what will happen 
— the trill judge’s decision will be 
reversed.

Sometimes the courts are com­
pelled to decide a question one way 
because the law says so, but the 
re.'ults bring to light erious de­
fects on the existing law. When 
such an inju.sticc is discovered, the 
legislature may remedy the defect 
by passing laws to correct it

Another form of clemency is 
Ihe commutation or shortening of 
a sentence. This is granted only 
in eases where error in the court's 
judgment is proved, or in instances 
of especially meritoriiis conduct, 
or in case.s where facts di-.closod 
after trial provide the basis for 
a shorter period of confinement. 
K 'cry t«mnuil;.tion case i.s con­
sidered individually on its merits. 
Incidentally, a prisoner can reduce 
his sentence 30 days by making a 
blood donation.

A third kind of clemency is the 

emergency reprieve or furlough. 
Reprieves are given in cases of 
critical illness or death in the pri­
soner's immediate family, in the 
event a prisoner needs medical or 
-surgical attention not available in 
Texas Prison System, and rarely 
in cases such as that of a prisoner 
whose presence may be needed to 
defend his family or properly 
against court action.

It is natural for a prisoner to 
want to get out of prison, and for 
his relatives and friends to want 
him out. Both the governor and 
Ihe Board of I’ardons and Paroles 
got mail and visits from many 
persons .seeking clemency for their 
lovetl ones, .\llhough under the 
present system there actually is 
little to be done by the convict's 
friends, opportunities are gi.en 
for them to be heard They should 
beware of persons who in.tke glow­
ing promi.ses to ‘get a pardon” for 
a l)ig fee; While it is entirely in 
ord<-r for a family to retain repu­
table counsel to represent them 
in clemency matters, it is not nec 
essary to do so in order to obtain 
a hearing. The "p a yo ff has no part 
in the pardon and parole picture 
in Texas.

The parole, of course, is one of 
the most important forms of clem­
ency. Its purpo.se is to enable se­
lected prisoner's through super­
vision and guidance, to make the 
uiffieiilt transition troin prison 
life to normal eomiminity living. 
Th eidea behind a parole is that 
Ihe training and treatment given 
in prison are only a part of the 
correctional process.

For a pri.soncr's complete re­
habilitation. his behind-the walls 
experience must be followed by a 
satisfactory adjustment on the out­
side.

Supervision is one of the big­
gest problems in connection with 
the paroled prisoner s Texas, un­
fortunately. is one of three states, 
the others are New Me.xico and 
Montana, having paid no probation 
and parole officers. .\t present 
most counties in Texas have vol­
unteer parole boards w hich arc 
maned public-spirited citizen. They 
are doing a wonderful job, but 
most of them are business and pro 
fessional men who cannot spend 
as much time on this task as 
they would like to devote to it .
The Board of Pardons and Paroles 

has estimated that 30 probation 
and parole officers, plus a director 
and staff, are needed. 1 have rec- 
omAiended to the Legislature that 
a start be made by authorizing 10 
paid officers. Thi- would be a pro­
gressive step, ttf coui'sc, we still 
would need the services of the 
volunteer officers.

Experimental work has shown 
that potatoes French fried or pan 
fried in meat fats, such as lard 
or a lard shortening, are more 
digestible than the same variety

of potatoes w'niih are cooked or 
bailed in water. The digestibility 
i f  the boiled potatoc.s increased 
with the addition of the lard 
shoitenir.g.

Martha Logan, home economist 
for Swift & Company, reports the 
secret of projK-rly French fried 
foods is constant temperature of 
the fat during cooking. Overheat 
the fat for p,-n frying or French 
frying and the digestibility may 
be impaired. A deep fat ther­
mometer to indicate when the fat 
reaches the proper frying temper­
ature is important. In frying 
several pans of food, make certain 
the fat returns to the proper 
tem.perature before adding the 
next food to be fried. After fry­
ing, cool the fat, strain to re­
move all food particles and re­
frigerate.
