BOAT SAFETY IS
STRESSED BY G. &
F. COMMISSION

AUSTIN.—The Executive Secre-
tary of the Game and Fish Com-
mission said the annual spring
fishermen's rush to the state’s
lakes and streams calls for adher-
ence to boat safety rules.

He said several reminders al-
ready have been reported in the
form of fatal or near fatal aquatie
accidents.

The Executive Secretary sug-
gested that fishermen remember
that a comparatively new cause of
boating tragedies is in overpow-
ering small craft. He said some
persons use motors too large for
their boat or else use twe smaller
motors which throw the craft out
of balance.

The E. S. said concern has been
expressed by authorities on the
Gulf Coast over persons from in-
land points using their own equip-
ment to fish in the Gulf. “This
is perfectly safe where fishermen
know their boats and know their
waters,” he said, “but occasional
trouble indicates that some fisher-

men are ill-equipped to meet con-
ditions in the Gulf which can be-
