A statement from the city coun­
cil this week should give Rankin 
taxpayers a clearer undersUndlng 
of tax valuations on city property 
for the coming year.

The council stated that appar­
ently some taxpayers are under 
the Impression that taxes have 
been raised In the new renditions 
made for 1955. This Is not the case, 
the commision has explained.

Each year, on or before October 
1, a board of equallzaUon la ap­
pointed by the council to go over 
the city tax rolls and equalise the 
valuation on all city property own­
ers. This means that the equalisa­
tion board is to try to determine 
as nearly as possible the selling 
price of the property In queation. 
This figure is then divided In half 
and this Is used as a basis for tax 
value of that particular piece of 
property.

An example would be the present 
considered selling price of a busi­
ness lot on Main Street. Theee loU 
are usually considered to be worth 
$1600. That would mean their tax 
valuation would be $800 with •  
city tax of $g per year. Thm aaxM 
■ystem would apply to boueae or 
buainem property-

When this year's equalization 
board was appointed by the city 
council, they were Instructed to try 
to get everyone's taxes as nearly 
equal as possible. This they tried 
to do, spending considerable time 
llnvestigatlng different property 
The results of their efforts were a 
raise In the tax valuation of some 
property, the lowering of Others 
where It was found that one piarty 
might be paying more than his 
property was actually worth.

In aome Instances, the board I 
found property owners with prop-1 
erty valued at $30.000 being ren-1 
dered for as little as $1,200 for ta x : 
valuation. To equalize this property; 
with what the majority of proper- i 
ty oarners were paying, or W of the 
estimated worth of the property, 
the tax valuation had to be raised 
to $15,000. This policy was carried 
out oa (airly and aa Impartiall)' as 
pooslble. In acvetal instances, the 
board lowered valuations on entire 
blocks when it was felt that the 
property had declined in value 
from tU original rendition.

The.se figures represent the act­
ual amount ot money that .should 
have been, or is to be. collected 
from taxes for the years shown.

Actually the amount collected for 
taxes Is never as high as the ren­
ditions due to failure of property 
owners to pay the taxes as they 
come due. In 19,53. only $8.486 00 
was collected out of the $12,1.56 75 
that was outstanding. In 19.54. $9,- 
008.75 was collected from the pos­
sible $12,776.25.

An audit made of city books this 
year showed a total collection of 
revendit* from all sources, taxes, 
fines, trash, sewer, etc., (or 1953 to 
be $17.300.22.

Women on Juries
Que.stlons arising about Jury ser­

vice by women have b«“«‘ii wide­
spread. One of them is: Is the
amendment self-enactlug. or will 
legislation be necessary to estab­
lish the duty and right of women 
to serve on Juries?

During the last fifty years It has 
been the presumption that all pro­
visions of a Constitution are self- 
executing, otherwise the Legisla­
ture would have power to Ignore 
them and thereby nullify them 
The amendment therefore Is self- 
enacting After the effective date 
t November 19 •, It will be lawful 
for women to serve on Juries In 
Texas.

If Jury commissioners make up 
lists after the effective date of the 
amendment and intentionally ex­
clude women, the panel will be 
subject to challenge, but it appears 
that the challenge would not be 
sustained If the reason for omit­
ting them Is a lack of adequate 
facilities to take care of women 
Jurors, or doubt on the part of the 
Jury commissioners as to whether 
the constitutional amendment was 
self-enacting—in other words. 11 
there was justifiable reason for 
omitting them and the omussion 
was not an Intentional discrimina­
tion simply because they were wo­
men Until counties have had a rea­
sonable time to provide for the 
necessary facilities. It appears that 
a failuie to include women on the 
Jury panels would not be a valid 
ground for challenge. If a "jury 
should be challenged for any rea­
son. It appears that only a woman 
could do it.

In general, only old peo­
ple and those engaged m certain 
occupations They make no men­
tion of small children or other 
valid excu-ses peculiar to women 
Until the l^egi.slature makee furth­
er exemptions, a woman cannot 
of nghl be excused from Jury aer- 
vice except tor the reasons set out 
In the statute. However, the Judge
