1 arms amd legs were already bad- | 
ly paralysed by the disease 
However. Dr. 8tlmson question­
ed the mother closely. Finally 
he asked. Are there any other 
children at home?”

"Oh yes," she said. " I  have a 
boy of nine and a two yean-old 
girl at home."

"How are they?”
“Oh they're fine," she replied, 

The nine year-old had a little 
headache and a stomach upset 
a few days ago. but he’s per­
fectly well now."

Despite the mother’s reassur­
ing remarks. Dr Stlmson asked 
her to bring the boy into the 
hospital. H ie next day She ap­
peared with the rather reluc­
tant youngster A very careful 
examination o f the boy reveal­
ed that he had a slight stiff 
neck and some evidence of 

| weakness In the muscle o f one 
leg The child was kept In the 
hospital and given specific 
treatment for the muscle weak­
ness. In a few weeks the child 
had recovered perfectly. There 
was no trace o f weakness or 
paralysis Dr Stlmson pointed 
out that If this child had not 
received prompt treatment, the 
mild weakness would have de­
veloped into a serious crippling 
handicap.

Dcciors are continually re- 
, porting cases, who, complain­
ing of minor ailments such as 
headache aind fever, refuse to 
report sick but keep going on 
with their usual work until in 
a few days they develop severe 
attacks o f infantile paialysls, 
Dr. John Paul o f Yale Univer­
sity, who has been active In the 
fight against Infantile paraly­
sis for many years, lays great 
stress on the importance of 
putting patients with Infantile 
paralysis to bed at the very be- 
ginning o f their symptoms. The 

! worst cases, he observes, occur 
In those who fight the disease 
and keep going for a few days 

| until they finally succumb to 
severe infantile paralysis at- 

1 tacks.
Parents are urged by H ie  Na­

Use fresh clean eggs. Break 
them into a clean bowl and beat 

, or churn them thoroughly un­
til the yolks are broken and 
well mixed with the whites. 
Beating prevents gumminess of 
the yolk during storage. How­
ever. be caneful not to whip In 
air Whites may be separated 
from the yolks and packaged 
without churning, but the yolks 
.■should be slightly beaten.

I f  eggs are to be used for 
cakes or sweets, add 1 teaspoon 
sugar, com syrup, or honey for 
each cup. I f  they ans to be used 
for scrambled eggs or salad 
dressing, add 1 teaspoon salt for 
each cup

Plain tin is the most desirable 
container for eggs. Air-tight 
and leak proof paper cartons 
also may be used. Freeze in 
small amounts so that they can 
be used soon after thawing

One good way to have small 
amounts o f frozen eggs Is to use 
a refrigerator tray. Mit about 
3 tablespoons o f the egg mix­
ture In each cube section. Quick 
free**, then wrap each cube In 
cellophane Several wrapped 
cubes may be packaged In one 
carton or bag Small paper cups 
may be used as molds Instead 
of the Ice cube tray.
