This law alone 
makes it unlikely that any store 
anywhere is going to cut prices any 
great deal.

BIG ADS AND FANCY SPREADS 
Take the tooth paste, floor wax 
frying pans, school supplies, foot­
ball pictures and give-away gim­
micks out of the big ads and they 
won’t have as many items on spec­
ial as you will find advertised by 
merchants in the Rankin News
