RANKIN POSTAL
RECEIPTS GAIN

Postmaster Grace Roach released
the figures for receipts at the local
post office for the first quanter of
1957 this week. They indicate &
definite increase in business for
this post office.

In the first quarter of 1957, the
Rankin office did a total business
of $4,726.54. This was an increase
of $1,01492 over the $3,711.62 for
the first quarter of 1956.

Last month also showed a slight
increase over March of last year
with $1477.06 reported this year
as compared with $1431.24 for
March, 1956.

An indication of new people in
Rankin is found in the fact that
10 new boxes have been rented in
the first 5 days of April. Among the
new crews in Rankin are Southern
Geophysical and Ard Drilling.
