Many local homeowners nhave al-
ready made inquiries as to when
the sale will be held and have in-
dicated their satisfaction with
merchandise bought in previous
years.

" The US Post Office is a three billion
dollar a year business. With half a million
people on the payrolls, it is the nation’s
third largest employer, ranking after the
Telephone Company and General Motors.

Through its 40,000 branch offices flows
60 percent of the world's mail—a piece
a day for every man, woman and child in
the US. But it flows more slowly than it
did before World War II, for—although
this stream has reached flood proportions,
the Post Office “uses the same methods
of gathering, sorting and delivering the
mail that it did 100 years ago” with the
possible exception of the pony express
and the addition of modern transporta-
tion.

This is today’s picture of the Govern-
ment institution that most directly affects
the life of every citizen—that spends two
million dollars a day more than it takes
in—as presented by Wolfgang Langewies-
che in the May issue of Reader’s Digest.
