A couple of weelc-s ago. the editor 
oonuneinted on the two Rankin JP 
oourta and Justice in general as re­
garding fines handed down to law 
violators.

Both Onuu* Warren and Curley 
Oowen have come forth to say that 
“ It ’s not all our fault.'*

Both JP's have admitted that 
they do not get much busmess from 
local law officers and highway pa­
trolmen and that most of the cases 
are taken to McCamey for trial

“ We can’t try them If they don’t 
bring them to us.” Omar Warren 
has said. Regarding the matter of 
past cases that were brought into 
his court, Omar said that he did 
not always hand down a fine be­
cause — in some instances — he did 
not approve of the way the arrest­
ing officer handled the case

“You wouldnlt want somebody 
trying to tell you how to print your 
newspaper,” he told the editor, 
“and I  don't like for a law officer 
to try to itell me how to hand down 
fines.”

Cowen stated that he “ finea 
some of them and turned some of 
them loose.”

“ rve been on the bench for 3 
years and guess I haven’t satisfied 
a single person during that time. I 
certainly have no complaints again­
st our law officers—they are €dl 
right. As for highway patrolmen, I  
consider them the Knights of the 
Road.” he said.

“But, the .TP’s are not entirely to 
blame if the laws have not been 
properly enforced. As regarding one 
reoent case in which I  turned two 
mea loose wHtiout fines, the ar- 
reettng officer did not even appear 
in court to back up the coEnplaiat. 
The law says that the cureBting of­
ficer must be present for me lo  
hand down a fine,” Cowen told the 
Rankin News.

After listening for two weeks to 
ooounents on the above mentioned 
aitlele — from both sides o f the 
fence, the editor has come to the 
ooncluslon that the question goes 
right back to the old one of; 
“Whkdi came first—the chicken or 
the e « g r

As we said before, we don’t blame 
the JP*s entirely. Just as an ex

ample, a*e have seen drunks hang­
ing on the fence at the football 
game—a strict violation of theylaw 
—and we have good reason to be­
lieve that said drunks were seen 
and heard by law enforcement o f­
ficers. Nothing « ’as done about it.

Who then is to blame. Take your 
pick. Is It the law officers, the JP ’s 
or could it be the public? And to 
refer once again 'jq the original 
article, we, the public, are the ones 
who do the eli<cling and if that’s 
the way we want our basiness 
handled, then we have the right 
idea—jus: turn our heads and make 
like everything is f'me and dandy 
and all 'Jie while keep hollering 
that "something ought to be done 
—that etv.ybodyelse’.s kids are de­
linquents and should bt locked up 
—that law abiding citizens and 
their pTope.-tv are being violated.

Law abidmg citizens—that’s us. 
The .same citizens wlio sneak thru 
the stop signs, who speed on the 
highway when we think there is no 
chance of getting caught, who 
fudge a little here .and a little there 
as regarding the law BUT who ex­
pect our chilaren to grow up into 
fine specimens who will walk the 
straight and narrow —respecting 
law and order and doing justic« in

all things.
I t ’s a fine dream but Just wait 

until the opium runs out.
More than likely, the time will 

come when we’re going to have to 
decide here In Rankin and Upton 
County Just how we want the melon 
cut as regarding law enfor9emenb— 
whether or not we will want to put 
some teeth into the business or «en- 
tinue to make a pretence of the 
thing by looking upon any law vio­
lation less than murder and rob­
bery as .some sort of practical joke.

We'll have to decide whether or 
not we’re gomg to make the mini­
mum fine the rule In DW l cases 
—and ever>’ time, in so doing, make 
it appear that the defendant—al­
though found guilty—was the sub­
ject of a rather mean trick by our 
law officers who arrested him.

In our JP courts, there must be 
some way to reach an understand­
ing between the officers and the 
JPs.

We don’t believe for a minute 
that arrests are made by officers 
just .so they will have .something 
to do. And if a person has broken 
the law here in Rankin, he should 
not have to be taken before a Mc­
Camey JP to get the matter settled

At the same time the “ laws” are

going to have to be ready to put 
the arresting arm on all citizens 
alike—regardless of personal friend­
ship or political pull.

When we do these things— ŵe 
might not have any noticeable d if­
ference in our community but we 
should have a little easier con­
science since we’d be practicing 
what we preach.

Avoid Late Postal Rush
"The time has passed to talk 

about mailing early for Christmas." 
Postiimster Grace Roach said yes­
terday, but she added that “our lo­
cal patrons still can help us avoid 
a last-minute pile-up of Christmaa 
mail by sending the rest of their 
packages and cards now.”

The Postmaster .said the mail 
volume this year, no doubt, will 
break last year's all-time Christ­
mas record. She expects to keep 
local mail moving without serious 
difficulty, but exjjlained that many 
large transportation terminals and 
large post office terminals will be 
swamped with mail that will exceed 
their phy'sical capacity in the last 
da>*s before Christmas.

To avoid any such congestion, she 
urged that all out-of-town mail be 
placed in the past office this week­
end so that it will be assured of 
delivery next week—the last week

before Christmas. She recommend­
ed three-cent stamps for Christ­
mas cards and air mail postage to 
.those going to distant places.

In order to meet local service 
needs. Postmaster Roach saia the 
stamp and parcel post window’s 
would stay open as late as practi­
cable Saturday, Dec. 4. through 

1 December 21st. "However,” she add- 
I  ed. " I  hope that continued cooper­
ation of local people will make it 

' unnece.s.sarv’ for our employees to 
I observe the.se later hours I f  con- 
I venient for the patrons tlie best 
; time for mailing your parcels is 
i before 10 a m. and after 1:00 pun. 
I  each day. Tlie postal employees 
I have more time to take care of your 
needs at these itimes. The cooper­
ation .so far has been excellent, and 
I believe that when the rush is 
over our community will have done 

its part to prevent mail-handling

problems iihat usually plague the 
Postal Service at Christmastime.”
