The Warrior W h o Lived and Died for Peace

Not all oi the champions of freedom 
honored in Texas history were Anglo- 
Americans. One whose ideals of lib­
erty led to his death at the hands of 
his own people was a Cherokee chief 
. .  Kiihard Fields. From the cast Fields 
led his tribe into Texas in 1820, to 
hnd a country where they could live 
peacefully. Attempting to secure land 
for the tribe, he appealed to the Mexi­
can Governor at San Antonio de Bexar. 
From there he made his way to Mexico 
City, to beg for land from the Viceroy. 
Unsuccessful, despairing and without 
funds, he returned to fif^i for his 
cause. At Nacogdenhes Fields ioined 
the Anglo-Texans who were forming 
the ill-Mied Fredoni«n Republic.

Under the flag of Fredonia, Texas was 
to be divided between the AnjUos and 
the Indians, share arid share alike. But 
the Republic of Fredonia lasted just

45 days, the flag was lowered on Jan ; 
ary 31, 1827. Then C h ief Fields 
unhappy and confused Cherokee pe 
pie held him responsible for jhis 
misfortune. The old  chief, the de 
cated freedom-hghier, was executed o 
the following May 8th.
