that it is the policy of America to
try to destroy the Russian

“Russia and the Russian people

live by one slogan and that is to
beat American, " Devine said. “It
1s their desire to beat us in every-

phase of development and we have

a capable, aggressive and deter-
mined challenger in this task of
keeping ahead.”

Devine pointed out that it is im-
portant that we do keep ahead of
the Russians in scientific develop-
ment and achievements and other
fields since almost half of the world
is sitting on the sidelines waiting
to see which form of government
can eventually emerge as the more
outstanding. Once a definite pat-
tern is developed, Devine believes
that the other countries of the free
world will turn and follow the lea-
der.

In speaking to the Lions, Devine
did not talk on his present political
race other than to mention that he
is a candidate for the office.
