For almost six months now. a 
slow-moving law suit, filed last 
August in District Court, has been 
moving toward a show-down on 
the long-time practice of county 
dirt hauling and other uses of the 
county's road equipment for the 
benefit of Individuals Including 
the scraping and cutting of roads

on ranches, hauling and filling of 
lots In town, scraping off of lots 
and similar acts that have been 
performed from time to time by 
the county commissioners for a 
good many years at the request 
of citizens.

All of this has now been brought 
to a halt. At least, according to

a  judgment handed down this iiast 
week by the 83rd District Court, 
Judge J. H. Starley presiding for 
Pat Patterson who disqualified 
himself from hearing the case, if 
all commissioners honor the Judg­
ment and it is assumed that they 
will since violation of District 
Court orders usually carry a stiff

Injunctions were being prepared 
by the County Clerk and were to 
be served against each of the four
commissioners this week.

.McCAMEY MAN FILES SUIT

Last August. Russell Arnold, ow­
ner of Arnold Trucking Company 
of McCamey, filed a law suit in 
the 83rd District Court seeking a 
permanent injunction to halt the 
use of county equipment for pri­
vate use in Pre^lnct 3 where E. K. 
Bufford is commissioner. This suit 
was later amended to take in all 
four commissioners and Upton 
County as a whole since the law 
says that one commissioner can­
not be charged seperately for ac­
tions of the county as a whole.

In his suit. Arnold stated that 
" . . .  the defendants have been 
using road machinerj', trucks and 
other .construction equipment for 
private purposes for the citizens 
of Upton County, Texas, free of 
charge; and they have been clean­
ing off lots, filing in lots, hauling 
for private use, and otherwise us­
ing county equipment for personal 
benefits not on the public roads."

His Petition continued: '‘because 
cf the aforesaid use of public 
machinery for private purixise. the 
plaintiff is deprived of the op­
portunity of having his time and 
equipment gainfully enmployed .. "

While the suit was against Biif- 
ford. he employed John A. Mene- 
fee as his defense attorney and 
started out to fight the matter in 
court. WTien the cha:g:es were al­
tered to take in all four comissi- 
oners, Mer.efee withdrew from the 
case.

At various times, the cc.nmissl- 
oners court called in private at­
torneys and questioned them on 
their fees for defending the case. 
In the end. it was decided to use 
Steve Pre.>lar. then county attor­
ney, who had volunteered his ser­
vices fee of charge. Jack Bundrant, 
Big Lake attorney, was the lawyer 
for the plaintiff Arnold.

The matter rocked along in this 
situation for the remainder of 
1960 with several discussions be­
ing held from time to time by 
both sides.

JUDGMENT ENTERED

Finally, early in January, an 
agreement was reached between 
the commissioners on one side and 
Arnold on the other and the caee

TO A HALT—
Tho Rankin (Tox.) Naw*—  
Thursday, January 26, 1961

Off and on for a good long time 
there has been talk of getting the 
county out of the dirt hauling 
business. Now. with the judgment 
handed dawn recently by the 83rd 
District Ccurt. it would appear 
that just that has happened.

It will be interesting to see what 
effect this has on folks who have 
depend on the county to haul 
dirt, build roads rear, out cat­
tle guards, etc. It was a practice of 
long standing and one which had 
become more or less a.cepted as 
a part of the duties of the ccunty. 
Actually, the law is said to be a 
little vague on this matter as to 
whether it is Illegal or not. Most 
fountles have practi cd it to some 
extent.

Here in Upton County, there is 
a possibility that it has been ear­
ned a little farther than in most 
places and more than once there 
has been complaints from private 
dirt contractors that the county 
was doing worl: that .should have 
been left for pr.v.ite -.¡ttr.ictc r.- 
Such was the con'ention of Rus­
sell Arnold when he orig.nally fil­
ed the suit.

On tho ether hand. v..riou> tax- 
i>ayerb h.ove contend.d that they 
were entitled t - some •':r.-’dcrp- 
tion. particularly the oil compan­
ies who have felt that the county 
should maintain roads to such 
Installations as oil camp.s. In town. 
la;al citizens have al.so come to 
depend on the county far dirt 
hauling for their yards and ranch­
ers have had .some benefits of work 
on their ranch roads.

If the judgment is honored to 
its full extent, all of this is now 
a thing of the past—at least as 
long as the restraining Injunctions 
are In effect and the wording used 
In issuing them said “Perpetual".

Now. I for one. have never held 
with the county doing work that 
should have been let to private 
contractors and paid for by those 
receiving the benefits. I don’t 
believe, however, that much of 
this type of thin^ ha.s gone on in 
Ran kin unless you call hauling a 
load cr two of dirt for yards in­
terference with private enterprise

and in the case of Rankin, not 
many in the dirt hauling business 
have ever shown much interest in 
hnulmg a load or two for a yard 
sir.ee such small jobs are seldom 
profitable.

But. all that is now a mute 
question and—as it now stands— 
if you feel the need for some new 
dm: in the yard, you can prepare 
to bend the old back on the end 
of a shovel and dig your own.

And of curse, assuming that no 
more road dragging will be done 
on ran lies, those who travel these 
roads can get set for a good shak­
ing up as the chug holes get really 
big.
