Dr. Kenneth MciIntyre, profess-
or, Department of Education Ad-
ministration, University of Texas,
was the speaker for the evening
last Wednesday night at the Ran-
kin Schools in observance of Tex-
as Public Schools week.

He
said that grading would be harder
despite the fact that many more
children were entering the systems
all over the nation. He stressed
the @&nportance of quality in the
educational system and also said
that more Federal aid to public
schooling was on the way.

Concerning teachers’ salaries, he
made the observation that he had
yet to see any teacher get rich
on their salary.

He complimented Rankin schools
on their improvements in facilities
and their edurational
program that is now underway. He
said that he did not know of any
easy way to meet the problems
ahead for schools but that Ran-
kin seemed to be willing to put
forth the effort that will be need-
ed.
