I think this for two reasons. The 
government has never discontinu­
ed any type of government prog­
ram in agriculture. The name may 
be changed, or moved to anrther 
agency, but chances are that it 
will not be discontinued. The sec­
ond reason, and one that I think 
means more than the first, is 
that the general farm bill sent 
up from the White House on last 
April 17. carried in it provisions 
for a three-year extension of the 
Wool Act. However, most of the 
House bills and two Senate bills 
call for permanent extension of 
the Woo! Act.

If this act stays in effect, and 
if the wool growers continue to 
consent to the one cent per pound 
reduction from their incentive

I can see no financial 
problem for the A.S P.C.

The A.S.P.C. now carries three 
million dollars in .securities over 
and above the current operation 
expen.'-e.c for the fiscal year. This 
is insurance for the ASPC in case 
the growers, in a referendum, de­
cide they don't want to continue 
tlvr promotion. Also, if the price 
of wool ever exceeded the national 
average incentive level of 62- 
cents, this fund would be auto­
matically suspended.

The ASPC is an industry-own- 
organization. and it does not use 
government funds as such.

The funds, however, are collect­
ed through the A. S. C. for the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture, 
wlncn turns the money over to 
the ASPC. These funds are col­
lected from the sheep producers 
and are used for promotions and 
advertisements for the industry. 
These funds are taken from the 
incentive payment which growers 
receive for their wool and un­
shorn lambs.

I hope I have answered some 
of the questions that some of 
you have been asking over the 
past few months. I hope, also, that 
this explains to non-ranch people 
that this program is financed by 
the growers and not the U. S. 
Government.
