City Contracts With Law Firm 
To Collect Delinquent Taxes

In an effort to .secure payment 
of delinquent property taxes owed 
the City of Rankin, the City Com­
mission has employed the law firm 
of Johnson and Tupper of San 
Angelo, effective August 1. 1961 to 
July 31. 1962 to handle the legal 
aspc'^.s of the work of collections. 
The firm was hired on a com­
mission basis of a straight 
percent of all delinquent taxes col­
lected.

Johnson and Tupper is a law- 
firm which specializes In the col­
lections and processing of taxes 
and the contract between the City 
and them was signed early this 
week. This contract calls for the 
firm to begin work at once and 
they have indicated that their pro­
cedure will be to contact each of 
the delinquent property owners 
and give them an opportunity to 
pay their ba'ck ta.xes. plus th e

penalty and interest. After thirty 
days, if a settlement has not been 
reached, the firm will proceed to 
file a law suit against the owner 
for the full amount due. plus the 
costs of court proceedings.

Property taken over for taxes 
will then be sold for the amount 
necessary- to clear all claims.
