No Dates On Kerosene Coupons
Persons who use small amounts 

of kerosene for domestic cook­
ing and lighting may now get re­
newal rations for periods longer 
than the six months formerly 
permitted This provision of a 
recent OPA amendment is to re­
duce the number of renewal ap­
plications by the consumer and 
the amount of paper work per­
formed by the rationing board

The amendment provides that 
rations Issued for domestic cook­
ing and lighting no longer will 
bear dates of issuance and expir­
ation, and coupons may be used 
as long as they last. The ration­
ing board may issue the ration 
for any period up to a year from 
date o f application. The maxi­
mum ration allowed for domestic

cooking has been increased to 
30 gallons a month for the first 
seven persons. It was formerly 
24 gallons for six or seven per­
sons.
